But what the detectives are anxious to discover s
wheather the priconer drunk any or much of this home-
made brandy, or did no stupely his victim with it ood

his hellish work. From the conduct of the wife and
the prisoner during Sundar and Monday it I# quite clear
that they Lad drank a good deal of the alovhol-brandy,

From the agtopsy of the boad of Simmons the
doctorz are lod to believe that the victim not only
drauk the stropg  liquor,. but  that he took
a swong  drug,  probably a  marcoticc “The
data from whizh thia deduction is mado is the condi-
tions exhibited by the brain of Simmons, on which
much effort was oxpended by the depuly coroner,
This being the only part of the murdered man which
wetiinod s intogrity, 1t was matural that a searchivg
Wmvestigation of Ma condition should be made. The
autopsy revenled n brain safused with bleod, which
gave rize to the conel that 8 wias first
drugged and then alain. The characteristics of the
brain are such as might be lovked for In
the condition of & man who had been stopefied with a
powerful nureotie,  What the drug 12 no ane knows,
sand Fuchs, who seoms bonest enough in his othor
statements, denies that be administered any drug.
Though bo scknowledges that be did the murder ho
stoutly maintaing that he discovered S!mmons and his
wife in fMagromle delictu. The little daughter
donies  thin; for sho has said  that  her
fathior took Eitnmone by the collar when he was sitting
in » chair and threw Lim prone oo the floor and then
went lor the axe and dealt Lim the fatal blow.
