dren to cold,  Ap mspection of the sevoral roows
found them of pleasant temperature, and all the boys
and girls looked huppy and couteniol. The old method
of heating was by wowd stoves, and thess were removed
to give wiy to steam rodmtors,  ‘The former were more
preferuble, us with them the ventilation was decidedly
better than now. Mr, Beers has two improved radi-
tors on trial o the ussembly room, these being so
constructed thut volumes of fresh alr are heatgd apd
then dilfused, By the greatest pertipacity only did he
suceeed in baving these placed in the building to give
them a 4rial. They have greatly improved the veutll-
ation of the rooms, aud are much superlor to the
old, bealth destroying mechauical ubsurdities, the
common’  steam  radistors Generally bhere  tho
c¢lnidren are very hoaliby, as fur lustaoee 1o the
boys' departipent, mwonth ol "eurmu’y last, with the
registered number of 352 scholurs, (here wis un aver-
age attendance of 606, Op  Monday, in this depart-
ment, of the registered number of 530 thore were 500
i thelr places, leaviog 24 we bemng absent.
