Queen will return It without the royal assent, and
so prevent It from becoming a law. Such rumors
will convey to you the extent of the agitation and
the sensation It has become.

TUE FACT.

The truth la that the title hoe long been contem¬
plated by the royal family, and 1 learn now (mid¬
night) that the royal assent will be given by com¬
mission when the bill has passed all Its Parliamen¬
tary stages.

While England and Scotland have shared the
agitation Ireland has acted very differently. From
the beginning the home rule members, In a com¬

pact body or over sixty, have stood by the bill.
The mass of the Irish people regard the question of
another title or two with Indifference; bat, as

clemency is the usual concomitant of such assump¬
tions of title, and as the Fenian prisoners are among
those who might be expected to share it, the sup¬
port of the Irish Whs easily procured.

CBOSS-EXAMINATION.HE LIVES BY BOBBOW-

Hiram A Johnson, counsel for James K. I.you, read

to tho Couuiitteo on Foreign Affairs to-day a statement
lu behalf of his client, as lollows:.
