Every cobman in that
city bas a Dbook econtaining correct schedules
of his distaoces and rates, ond the samo
uro placed in a conspicnous place in the vohicle For
instance, London, having Charing Cross for a centre,
s divided nto an inner and an outer circle, with o Jes-
ser radius of lfour miles and & greater of twelve, In the
leasor the rates nre set down cheaply. One shilling Is
charged two persons Jo a cab for each of the lrst two
miles, and sixpence for each of the succeeding two.
Bealdo this, in the matier of timo rates within the
radius, the charge 18 only two shillings and sixpence
for the first lour and elghtpence for every rquarter
hour or fraction of a quarter hour aftorwand.
