As the warm season approaches mothers becomo |
more anxious for their litsle children playing in the
Stroets, and oven stout men sometimes shadder at too |
thought of that terrible disease—bylrophobia. This |
diseaso visits us regularly every summer, snd with |
such u mathematieal precision that the number of its
viclims can be almost oxactly predicied beforehand,
The cases of this maludy, however, gemerally aceur in
the months of July and August.

The case of Henry Kelly, of Nol 61 Willelt street,
who died of hydrophobia yesterday worning at Belle-
vue Hospital, will thereiore be locked upon with in-
terest not only by physicians, bt by the public In
general.  Five months ago Mr Kelly, who is a young
unmarried Irishman, recently arrived in thls coun-
try and tweonty-nine years of age, was bitlen by a

litsle terrier dog of which be wus very foad. The do,

was not supposed to be mad, and as the woan

healed rapidly bLe thought poshi of Ik He bad
Leen pertectiy well up to last Tuesday. lo the
alternoon  of  that day he was wsurprised to
find that he had some difficulty in swallowing. He did
vot think much of it at frst, but after several attempis
to drink water be fell & wﬂmuu feeling 1o bis chest
aud theu & peculiar soreness about the throat. He was
selzed with spasms, which became wore violent as night
spproached.  Colpeldent with this dibculty of swallow-

Ing be noticed vhat his brealhing was vory much af-
fected. This continued untll the wext day, when he
went 10 one ol the dispousaries iu EKssex streéi. The
ductors told Lim that he bad hydrophobia, and gave
bim some medicine.
