Ameriea’s Welcome to Dom Pedro,

Dom Pedro, it is said, desires to travel
through the United Btates, not as an emperor
but as a gentleman. We do not think this
ls meant to make any impertinent distine-
tion, although there have been emperors,
snch s Peter the Great, who could not have
olaimed the higher title of the two. But,
though this desire is a proper one and shonld
be respected by us, it is impossible that we
should allow the Emperor of Brazil to land
upon the Battery like honest Mike from
county Tyrone, with the whole of his earthly
possessions tied up in a bundle at the end of
a stick, ignorant whether he is to go West
and make n decent citizen or stay in New
York and go to the Assembly. Nor can the
Emperor be expected to travel in disguise
under a false name, or, perhaps, with
false whiskers. Let wus respect his
wishes, ns hospitable hosts, but in doing
that we should be careful not to treat either
the Emperor er the Empire with indiffer-
ence or neglect. It is impossible that so
distinguished n gnest should visit us, for the
purpose of visiting our Centennial Exhibi-
tion and studying onr resources and institn-
tions, without receiving from the American
people some formal assurance of their re-
spect for his personal character and their
friendship for his country. Suchan assur-
ance can be given withont in the least in-
truding upon the privacy Dom Pedro
desires. The expressions of opinion
from the gentlemen who met at Del-
monico's Inst night will be indorsed.
But their programme is not enough.
The Emperor of Brazil can only be properly
received by the President of the Tinited
Béotes. Rithow the Pioeident or the Secre-
tary of State, as his representative, should
be the first to formally welcome His Majesty
o North American soil. Neither Kings nor
Presidents can evade the dulies imposed
upon them by their national relations, and
there can be no better occasion for confirm-
ing in the sight of the world the friendship
that exists between Brazil and this country
than the visit of Dom Pedro. The meeting {
