not been neglecting his duties. He has
been trying experiments. Ever since last
December he has been engaged in a series of
trials of his weather gauges ; he has, we are

able to inform an anxious and rheumatio
public, for some years planned some great
improvements in our climate, and he has
¦pent the past winter, including the month
.f March, in trials of the highly ingenious
machinery which he has contrived with the
view of so controlling the winds and clouds
that when he has them thoroughly in hand
It shall never rain, freeze, snow, sleet, thaw,
blow or be calm, dry, hot or dusty, except
when a majority of the people of the United
States require it. He has now ready, we

¦re confidentially informed, a bill which
will be presented to the Senate soon by Mr-
Morton, a bill to "regulate the weather,"
by which Congress will strictly prohibit
hereafter all kinds of weather except suoh as

it shall from time to time establish. This
bill will be passed by the Senate in conjunc¬
tion with another, already introduced, to

prohibit the ravages of grasshoppers, and
with Senator Morton's amendments to the
Enforcement acts ; and the three will be
carried over to the House, not, we are sorry
to say, in the hope that a stupid democratic
majority will allow them to pass, but with
the cunning intention to put them on the
record against these enlightened and hu¬
mane measures and to show the country
that, unless it wants to be perpetually
plagued with grasshoppers and incon¬
venienced by the weather, it must in No¬
vember "vote the straight republican
ticket."

Tike Sermons Yesterday*
A wave of pious fervor, to which the

magnificent weather Jent a peculiar force,
swept over New York and Brooklyn yester¬
day, and enveloped many a sinner and
doubter, bearing them through the portals of
the churches and crowding the sacred edi¬
fices to their fullest capacity. The at¬
tractions to the religious mind were many
and eagerly sought for. Mr. Beccher dis¬
cussed the vices of the intellect and of the
social feelings, and pointed out the many
ways in which immoral man might be re¬

claimed. He regards the churches as spiritual
forts, which serve as the rallying points of
the just, and from whence sallies can be
made against the armies of vice. Dr. Ewer
preached on tho lesson of Palm Sunday,
and took occasion to refer to the "woman
question," and advocated the advance¬
ment of the weaker six to a condi¬
tion of equality with man. Bev. Dr.
Tyng was eloquent on the subject of the
soul s gratitude to God for His mercies,"and
Rev. Mr. Vail asked and answered the perti¬
nent question, "What shall we do with
Jesus?" At All Souls' church Dr. Bellows
described the feeling in Jerusalem on tho
first Palm Sunday and introduced a young
Hindoo missionary, T. Veeraragova Row, as

a messenger of peace to the Eastern heathen.
Mr.-Hepworth continued his explanations of
the effects of the Bible. Dr. Budington, of
Clinton avenue church, Brooklyn, called
attention to the solemnity of the coming
week, and suggested the need of dissolving
partnership between disagreeing interests,
his remarks having special reference to the
Plymouth church troubles. At Masonic
Temple Mr. Frothinghum preached on the
"Travail of Humanity" and sketched the suf¬
ferings and death of the Saviour, whom he
characterized as a hero. Mr. JLightbourn re¬

garded faith as essential to salvation, and
Rev. Mr. Murray told his congregation that
Christians must be judged by their works.

GOVERNOR MAKING IN GEORGIA.

A Bird'8-Eye View of a Lively
Political Race.

A QUINTILATERAL FIGHT.

Personnel of the Aspirants and Important
Aspeets of the Contest.

Atlaxta, April 6, 1870.
The political situation In Georgia is waxing lively.

Georgia Is a tori of a focal Southern State, whose
political action la rather lookod to by her neighbor*
aa symbolically representative of Southern tendency.
Her people hare always been progressive and excep¬
tionally liberal. In no woll eitubllslied case hare
they over been secttonally proacrlptlve. Wbtlo inde¬
pendently adherent to tbetr peculiar convictions and
unswerving in the rcsoluto execution ot thoir prlnci-
pies, thoy have been broadly national. The Slate has
a largor olomont from the North and West assimilated
thau any other State. Tho warm wolconte extended to
good people, regardless of their nativity, and tho hos-
puuble appropriation ot any solid and valuablo citizon-
sbtp. have not only given tho State a forward impetus,
but they have liberalized her civilization and enhanced
her social and political power. Georgia was among
the tightest bound victims ol post war reconstruction.
Her condition was seemingly among the hardest. Her

j spirit of resistance to wrong was most Implocublo
and her udhosion to principle unconiproiniatug; yet
she so early showed a patient sagacity and wise states¬
manship that, with her mingled firmness and iuct, she
was atuong the Ural to reinstate herself In a lully re-
habilitated sovereignty, and has since steadily held tho
lending place among tho restored Southern States of
tho Union.
One among the most Important steps sho has taken

has been to call her ablest men to olllclal position,
both In her Slate and national places. She Is deter-
mined to Impress her individuality on the Union, as
tar as she can do so legitimately. She bus sont to the
national councils her brightest public men, and pro¬
poses to continue to do so. Gordon, Stephens, Nor¬
wood and Hill are men that represent her finest ca¬

pacity and moat disinterested patriotism.
TI1K BATTLK TOR A GOVKRNOR.

Georgia Is now In the throes of tho most Important
political contest of the next lour years, the battle for a

Governor, and coming, as tne matter docs, concurrently
with the Presidential light, tho struggle Is full of vital
Interest. An Impartial and candid review of tho situ¬
ation will not bo without value for a national Journal
like the Nsw York Huu.u.u. The contest, whiio a

local ouo, has yet an importance something more than
local, inasmuch as the Stato will forecast her adminis¬
tration lor tho next Presidential term, and that ad¬
ministration must depend upon its policy for giving
tho State its proper and natural influence in the national
advancement.

Supreme, Superior and County.the beads or all tho
bureaus, and a ball u dozen notaries public In every
county, you will seo how his ofllcial friends ramlly the
whole State in a continuous, comprehensive, zealous
championship ot grateful domination, in tho 137
couuties composing the Stato tho reigulng Governor
has a siroug, influential nucleus of powor, invested
with oincml authority ovor tho lives and property of tho

people, to work lor his reelection. It Is a dangerous
state of things, and demands organic alteration aa

speedily as possible. The temptation to use tbia largo
eras* of authority lor personal ends is very great.
And the seduction ol gaming ibis grand exercise of
iiutronuge Is powerful. Bulupait from this, tbo hou-
orable opportunities ol tne high office are transcendent
to a virtuous public ambition.

Tho number of capable gentlemen who aro willing to

bo Governor If a discriminating people shall call tlicnt
to the splendid chair of State is very largo sad has no
local bounds. Tho aspirants crop out in every section,
and, strange to say, in nearly every Instance they only
desiro the office and only seek It under ibo Imperious
and Irresistible coercion of that mysterious yet despotic
king known in a vague sort of away as "my Irienda
It is a man's Irieuds that want him to bo Governor, and
not bis own reluctantly yielded wishes. It must ever
remain among the unsolved |>olilical problems of tho
American ueoplo as to what really constitutes
too "friendly" influence that forces an unwilling
man to aspiru to tho disagreeable distinction ol being
a Uovoruor or Senator. In Georgia there area num¬
ber ol gentlemen who have been lor a long lime
promlucnlly connected in the public mind with tho
Governorship. The two most prnnnnonl bare been
Thomas Hardeman, Jr., ol Macon, and General Allred
1L Colquitt, of Allaula. Tbe raoe lay between these
two up to a mouth iuio, with perhaps ths advantage in
lavor ot Colqu.it. But tins gentleman has lost ground
through the fact that he is Vico President ol the At¬
lanta branch ol the Southern Mutual Liio insurance
Company ol Memphis, Tennessee, mat tailed a month
ago. This has undeservedly hurt Colquitt s chances,
though to what extent cannot bo now measured. But
1 iliiuk that it baa given his close competitor, Harde¬
man, the advantage.

Smith, a powortully built,
coarse lealurod blond individual, whose square set,
sturdy figure Is a lype of the man's mind. He is a
strung tuan in brain. He came irom the mud sills.
He began life as a blacksmith dhd has worked up to be
C'jugressmau, legislator, Speaker ol the House and
twice Governor, and evidently wants to be Governor
again or United States Senator. And ho will grace
either one of these gilded honors closely enough. He
Is a cold-nalured cuas, ibis Mill Smith, a* he le called
poittlo, brawny in intelligence and with luanv of tho
qualities of the natural statesman. Smith has more
development in hint lhau almost any public man lhat I
know. Ho has made in tbe main a good Governor,
w i'Ii some rery vulnerable spots in his executive rec-
onL He is far beyond an average Governor. It Is
not often that one nnds s bettor Executive.
