It i% understood that the chief points which will be
made in defence of Belkuap by his counsel on the im-
peachment trial will Le:—First, that his resigustion
placed him beyond the reach of Impeschment, on the
ground that this process is designed 10 removes orim-
Inul from ofice snd mot to punish one who has already
abandoned bis place; und second, that the charges in
ho arilcles of impeachment, even i lully proved, do
»ot constituie s high crime or s misdemeapor. It
will be contended in beball of General Belknap
fhat  all that s charged In the artl
tles  of impeachment s & matter of
lasto and propriety, not of criminality, and that the
Benato has no jurisdiction to iry a cliizen for ao in-
traction of mere decorum or official propriety.

A republican alarmist remarked to-day that the con-
seynences ol submitting Mr. Belknap to trial by tm-
peachment might b very serious, as, he said, the
democrats could and perhaps would in that caso go on
and impeach otber persons. Hosald:—

Importers and other merchants from diferent parts
of the country are showing a good deal of aaxiety
about the tarift, and #so0 many inguiries are
made here about the shape in which ihis measure
Is likely 1o pass that 1t ls evident commerce
is alteady disturbed by the fear snd anticipation of
toming changes. Thewe fears are needless, [t is not
probable that any Tarif bill will be passed at Whis ses.
siop.  Ivis quite possible Lhat the bili reported from
ibe Committee of Ways and Means may, with turther
smeadments, pass the House, but the republicsns in
the Senate are not Likely to act upon It this session.
They will probably lay 1t over unul pext December,
when they can take it up as unfinished business and
then do what shall at that time seom expedient to
them, There is but little cause, therefore, for'‘business
men to make themselves uneasy aboot tarifl changes,
for it is not likely that the new Taril bill can become
& law.
