THE CAUSE.

A home rule open asir demonstration was ar-
ranged. The meeting was to be addressed by Mr.
Issac Bult, M. P., and Mr. O’Shaughnessy, M., P., ref-
resentatives of the Limerick constituency.

FROCESSIONISTS ATTACKED IN TIIE STRERTS,

These gentlemen arrived by railway. They were
met and received by their friends, A procession
nnmbering 10,000 men eéscortéd them from the rafle
way station to the 0'Connell monument, at the Cres-

cent.
THEIR MARCH OPPOBED, WITH VIOLEXCE.

Arriving there, they found 100 men, headed by
John Daly, armed with heavy bludgeons, loaded
§ /whip handles and other weapons.
o A FIEBCE AFFBAY.

The nationallsts attacked the processlonista,
| They knocked down and dispersed the musiclang,
smashing their instruments. Many persons wers
Injured on both sides, and the banners of the pro-
cesslonists were torn.

THE NOME RULERS VICTORIOUS.

The conflict raged fiftecn minutes, but the home
rulers snceeeded in compelling the nationalists to
retreat to the back streets, where skirmishing cn-
sued, and was maintained during a longer period.

THE WOUNDED,

Nombers of men were found lying in tho streets,
many of them dripping blood. These were con-
furcted to different surgeries.

QUIKT RESTORED.
Quiet was restored at three o'clock In the after-

noon.
