OBITUARY.

LOBD LTTTLKTO*.
A cable despeicn lrom London, dated yesterday,

announce! ihe death of the Right Hon. George
William Lylllcton. Lord I.yttletou wai born in

Loudon, March 31, 1817, and graduated with

high honors at Trinity College, Cambridge. He tilled
the position of Secretary of Stale fer the Colonic* for a

brief period la 1846. From 1801 to 1803 be acted as a

member ol the royal commiraion appointed to inquire
Into the management of the public schools. In edu¬
cational matters bo always took a deep interest, and
devoted considerable lime to their investigation. At
the d'stribution ot prises awarded by the University of
Oxford at the local examination for the Birmingham
and Midland districts, laat November, Lord Lyillelon
officiated, and referred in a well considered address to
the importance of the movement with which the Uni¬
versity Examination Society had to deal. Colonial
qoesiiona always proved of luterest to deceased, and
for the revival of ihe active powers ol convocation and
the extension of the church episcopate be was a strenu¬
ous advocate.

OZMEBAL LOBQUBT, OF HAYTf.
General Louis Michel Polemou Lorquet, who haajust

met his death iu Hayli In deleuce of the government
of President Domingue, was born at Port au Prince
on tbe 5lh of December, 1836. His fsther was a colonel
in the army. Alter leaving school Lorquet entered the

ranks or tbe regiment Soon alter ho became secre¬

tary to General Inginac. Alter the revolution of 1843,
when President Boyer tied to Jamaica, young Lorquet
attended him, and remained with liim till 1846, when be
returned to Hayti. He was appointed chief clerk in
tbe Custom House, but wss removed by General
Soulouque and went to reside at Uonalves. In 1849,
wben Soulouque was proclaimed Emperor, under the
title ol Faustiu I., through the influence ol' the Duke
dc Saint Louis du Sud Lorquet was appointed
Judge at Goaaive*. On March 28, 1854.
he was commissioned public prosecutor for
Uonalves. In December, 1858, when the im¬
perial throne was shaken and Jelfrard became Prexi
deal, be appointed Lorquet Chief Justice, Minister of
Instruction, and temporary commauderol the republi¬
can forces. Us tba 11th ol November, 1866, he was

made General of tbe Army, and in 1866 was aide-de¬
camp to Sainave. Lorquet returned to Hayli from
exile in Jamaica on tbe btb of May, 1868, and took part
In the Saiuave revolution. On tbe 13th of May, 1871,
he was appointed military cominitudrr of tbo capital
city ol Port au Priuce by President Nissage Sagot,
winch position he tilled for several years. He was
decoruted with the Spanish Order of Isabel la Catohca.
Ho leaves a son, born on the 20th July, 1871.

SBPTIMUS BAJfBAC, TICK PBB8IDBMT OF HAYTL

Septimus Ratneau, Vice Prosldont of Uaytl, who has
been shot by ths Insurgents, was s native oi Aux Cayes.
He waa formerly n merchant, but failed in business.
He visited tbe United States and Europe. Onco wben
crossing tbe Atlantic ho thought ho delected a Spanish
gentleman, who was seated at the opposite
side of ths dinner table, paying particular
attention to his wife. To hurl a bottle of
wine at his head wss ths work of a second. The
bottle missed its mark, and Septimus was put in Irons
till the vessel reached England^ Subsequently Kameutt
waa arrested as an insane person iu Paris and locked
up at Ciioby. He passed ten years of h's life as
School Director st Aux Cayes. He was appointed sec¬

retary to Domingue in 1869. In 1874 Doiniugue be¬
came President or the Council of Ministers. During
the absence of tbe Chief Magistrate Itameau was head
of tbe government He had the manipulation of the
$16,000,UUU loan contracted in Paris, of the proceeds of
which he was said to have pocketed largu amounts.
No uccounta of the money received by the Hay lieu
government have boen published. Itameau drunk
freely. Not long ago he made an attack upon u New
York guntlumau, the agent ol a railroad scheme In
Hay it

BKV. i. K. MACDONALD.
This well known clergyman, who lias been sutferiDg

for weeka from gastric irritation, died on Wednesday
night, at his residence, in Princeton. N. J. Dr. Mao-
dsnald was the son »( the late Major General John
Macdonahl, and waa born st Limerick, Met, in 1812.
Hews* educated at Union College, New York, and gra¬
duated from there In 1832, and from tbe Divinity School
in New Haven afterward. In 1836 ho was ordained to
ths ministry of the Presbyterian Church. He waa at
one time pastor of the Fifteenth Street Presbyterian
church, now ths Phillips Presbyterian church, situated
at Madison aver.ue and Seventy-third street. Dr. Mac-
douala succeeded in the pastorate of the First Presby¬
terian church In Princeton the late President John
Witberspoon, of the College ot New Jersey He pub¬
lished many rsllgions works, and contributed to a num¬
ber of tbe cburcb review*. His first book, published in

1843, waa called "Credulity, as Illustrated by Success¬
ful Impostures In Science, Superstition and Fauatl-
cism." This was followed in 1848 l>y the "Key to the
Book of Revelations." He also wrote a short "History
of tbe Presbyterian Church of Jamaica, L. L" "Tbe
Book of Kcclesiasles Explained'' lollowod In 1856. A
volume of sermons under the title of "My Father's
House, or the Heaven ol ths Uibls" came out next.
Several of bis sermons were published .n tbe National
Jteeontrr, and an sloquent deience of the character of
the historian Gibbon from hi* pen appeared In the
Bibliotoeea Sacra. Two years ago lie delivered a course
of lectures on horn leties to tbe students ol tbe Boston
University. A short time betoro his ilcatb lie was in¬
vited to deliver the oration at the coming centennial
anniversary of tbe battle of Princeton.

Prom what could be learned It appears that Mr.

Halpine waa standing in front of No. 1)6 Greenwich
street, watching the workmen making some repaira
While standing there Kellejr came and stood near him.
Kulley had apparently been drinking, and waa in a

playful mood. Presently lie began ihrowiug chips and
stone* at the workmen. Mr. Halpine told him to stop,
but lie paid no attention. Halpine tbon walked towurd
Kclley, and us tbe latter was stooping to throw n board
into the cellar struck him across the lingers with his
cane.
The blow. Mr. Halpine states, was not u beayy oue,

and was intended only as an adtuoultiou for him to go
away. Kelley muttered some threats and walked a
short distance away. Mr. Halpine resutnod his former
position. While thus standing, Ki'lley came behind
him and Slabbed him in the ueck, cutting a gash across
the throat two Inches long. The assailant ran away,
but Officer Tyrrel. of tlio Twenty-seventh precinct,
shortly alleward arrested hiin.
Ths wounded man hurried to the office of Pr. Merrill,

who dressed his wound. He then walked to his resi¬
dence, at No. 17 Stale street

AN UNLUCKY HORSE AND WAGON.
