John Richard Dolan was hanged yesterday morning
In the yurd of the Tombs Prison lor the murder of
Tawes H, Noe, s erime committed®on Sunday, Aupust
B2, 1875, Tho exveution was conducted with proper
fecorum, anil the condomued man met death quietly,
being apparently resigoed to his dreadful fate,  As an
example of the majesty of the law in the penalty pald
by the prisoner for hig crime, the logal tragedy enactod
yesterday was fall of force and terror to the reckless
class to which Dolan belongod,

The deputies who
bad remained with Dolan all the evening and witnessed
the sorrowiul parting of the wretebod mother and son
were glad to escape from their unpleasant doty, while
the new comers were reluctant to asgume their share of
the task of watching the last bours of thelr prisoner,
The new guard were nervous and even apritated, while
the prisoncr seemed unconcerned and fndifferent, so
that one not knowing who Dolan wag would supposo
that the sherills were under the bsn of the law instead

At miduight Dolan betrayed no sign of weariness and
be continued to sit in the corridor near the door of the
condemnped cell unt!l after three o’clock, He smoked
eigars in rapld succession and chatted cheerily with
thos=e who wore watching the night hours paga, A few
minutes before two o'clock s HenaLp reporier entered
the corridor, and as he appeared Dolan playfally
turned on tho lght of u dark lantern.
