RESPONSIBILITY Pi OVERDRAWN ACCOUNTS.

Interesting Crim. Con. Suit on

the Tapis.

Suit* engendered by stock speculations are ot grow¬
ing frequency in the courts. A suit of this class (.re¬
lenting some rather singular features come to trial
yesterday before Judge Larremore, holding Supreme
Court, Circuit Ills the old, old story of using other
people's money to woo the tickle goddess In Wail
street, with additional criminality In this case, as a!
leged, ot appropriating the funds of a bank lor this pur¬
pose. The cumplaiuunt in Iho action is Francis W.
Worln, assignee in bankruptcy of the Market havings
Dank, and tho dofenuauta Matthew P. Ucmus, ex-

member of Assembly and s well known stock specu¬
lator, and Mr. Van Name and Henry K. Con kiln, re¬

spectively president snd secretary ol the Market
Savings Bank. It is claimed that the defendants in

July. 1800, took from tho suviuga bank $100,000, with¬
out the conseut of the trustees or directors, and upolird
the same to their own use; that In July, 18T0, there
was paid back $03,100, and in January, 1S72 $2V,222 f>0,
and that there is nowr due $37,077 42, with interest
since January 1, 1872. together with the interest on
$100,000 for one year, and Interest on foo.tKio lor six
months. The answer is a general denial ol all these
allegations. Alter the tostimony hud been submitted
on behalf of the plaintiff, continuing the stute ol fuels
as set lorth In the complaint, Mr. Itemus was
called as a witness lor the ueicnce. Ills direct exam¬
ination occupied considerable time, in which he dented
most emphatically any knowledge ol tho money having
been taken irom the Market Savings ltnnk us set lorth
In the complaint. He conceded to Indulging largely
in slock speculations, principally In New York Central
Kailroad stock, at the time such money wus alleged to
have been taken Irom the bank's lunds. In his cross-
examination ho was pretty severely handled by Mr.
Parsons, the pluiniilTs counsel, although not deviat¬
ing materially Irom the statements made in his diroct
examination.
"You talked over stock speculations, did you not,

with Mr. Conklin t" wis ono el the questions asked
him.

"Sometimes at the bunk, but more generally at the
Fifth Avenue Hotel."

"l»id you give him any points on the New York Cen¬
tral 1"

"I told him what was told me by Mr. Clark."
"Did you tell him you though*, the stock would go

«p?"
"I did, sir."
"Well, what else did you tell him?"
"I told bim that if I had $100,000 at my own com-

soand I could make money." *

"And the $100,000 was lurnished you ?"
"Yes, sir."
"By Mr. Conklin?"
"Yes, sir."
"Did bo tell you where be got the money?"
'¦No, sir; ho simply told mo he knew s party who

mould furnish the money."
"And you did not know who that party was?"
"I didn't know and I didn't care to know."
"Do you know whether the monoy didn't come from

the bank ?"
"1 told you that I didn't know anything about It,"
"You knew Conklin was a poor maul'"
"Yes, sir."
"How was the $100,000 used ?"
"As twenty per cent margin on 6,000 shares of New

York Central stock."
This cross-examination was continued at great

length snd was not concluded at tho tlmp or the ad¬
journment of the Court. Tho trial promises to occupy
two or three days.

IMPORTANT DECISION IN ADMIR¬
ALTY.

An Important decision was yesterday roudered In
tho United Slates District Court, Admiralty branch,
by Judge Blatcbford, and one which seta at reat a long
litigation between the parties to the issue. In 1874
John It Allen, of Chelsea, Mass., but then In I.ondon,
Kngland, purchased the bark Herald and scut her with
a cargo to Colon, Ceutral America, whence she sailed
for the Mosquito coast for a cargo of mahogany for
England. She experienced rough weather, losing an¬
chors and being otherwise damaged, and In January,
1876, returned to Colon, where such extensive repairs
were ordered that tho inoater, with the assent and ad¬
vice of the Consul, sold her. Mr. Allen was disntisfled,
and brought action against the vessel and Gnstave
Weasels, her present owner, claiming that tho sale waa
unnecessary and collusive. The ease has been on trial
tor several months in the United States District Court,
an immense amount of testimony having been taken,
chiefly as to lue condition of the vessel.
Jndge Hlatrhtord says, in rendering his decision dis¬

missing tho libel:.Without the principles laid down by
the Supreme Court 1 think the libel In this case must
be dismissed. Ihe vessel waa In anch a condition uhd
tbe necessity was so urgent as to .lust fy the sale.
There wa«. a necessity tor the sale within the meaning
of the commercial law, because nothing belter could
be done lor tho owner. The honesty and go«> t faith of
the master in making the sale are satisfactorily shown.
Tbe master could uot within a reasonable time have
consulted the owner. He called to his aid disinterested

Cerion* oi skill and experience, competent to advise
im, and who, after a survey o( the vessel, advised bor

.ale. lie was at a great distance from the owner aud had
no direct means of communication with him. He bad
no money and no credit, and the repairs that were
necessary could not lie madu at the place where ho was.
I see nothing to impeach tb«Mod taith ot the claimant
or of the respondent. The libel is dismissed, with
costs.

LEGAL CIRCUMLOCUTION.
An Important suit, and one which involves a large

.mount of money, after going with various fluctuations
tbrongb several courts of the country. Is now pending
under a writ of error In the Circuit Court of tins dis¬
trict Francis Vose soveral years ago brought suit
.galnat David 1- Yolrc. a citizen of Florida, and other
defendants, among whom was the Florida Railroad
Company, to recovor an amount or money w hich, It was
alleged, Yuleo waa liable lor as uu Indorsor for the
company. Tbe suit, after a protracted contest, was

sustained as against Yulee and dismissed as against the
other defendants. Yn'eo tbereii|M>n moved lor a new
trial and the removal of tbe cause into the United
States courts under tbe Removal act. he being a citizen
of the Stale of Florida The Court of Appeals, belore
whom the cas« waa argned, atlirmed the judgment of
tbe General Term, winch was adverse to Yuloe. He
thereupon applied through his counsel. Mr. F.. N. Dick-
erson, lo- a writ of error, which has been scanted byJudge Jobnson, of the United States Circuit Court,
wherebv the proceedings in the case are to lie reviewed
by the United Slates Supremo Court on the question as
to the constitutionality of the Removal act, under
which causes ran be removed in suite between citizens
of different Stales. The decision in this rase will haro
an important hearing ou other similar cases pending
before ibe courts.
