THE COMPANY'S COAL LANDS.

Receipts and Expenditures Since Mr.
Jewett's Appointment.

Yesterday Mr. James C. Spencer, referee in certain
.nils of tho Furmtrs' Loan nnd Trust Company, and

others, against the Erie llaiiway Company, filed bis
report on tbe examination* ol the receiver's ac¬

counts lor tbe year 1676 aud the month ol January,
1876.

The following is the substunc- of the findings of tho

referee on tbe report of, and tho testimony offbred by,
the receiver, Mr. Hugh J. Jewott, from May 27, 1875,
to Decembor 31, 1876, lioth dates inclusive, as filed yes.
Icnlay in the oltico of the County Clerk.
First.Tho referee reports that the receiver, Mr

llugu J. Jewetl, has received from all sources of the
Erie Railway Company's estate, for tho term of bis
receivership, commencing May 31, 1876. to December
SI, 1875, the aggregate amount of $10,731,000 51.
Second.That tho receiver, during the s*me period,

disbursed $10,389,624 20.
Third.That tho balance of moneys In tho possession

of the receiver on December 31, 1873, was $j'.'l,6t>7 25.
TUS ACOOrSTH AND VOI'dlHKS.

Tbe reforoo then goes on to say:.''And I do further
report to tlio following (Ridings o( fact ana opinion in

regard to the accounts anil vouchers of tbe receiver
for payments and advances tnado by btm during the
laid tiuio to tbe Northwestern Mluing nnd Kichau^e
Company aud tlio Hillside Coal and Iron Company
lud in regard to real o-tale and olher property of suld
companies, and tbe interest and property «: tbe ostaio
.I Ibe Krio Railway Company tlierein aud thereto, and
In regard to the necessity and propriety of Inttire ad¬
vances to said companies by the i-aid receiver, winch
findings ot fact ate bus«d upon suia accounts and vouch¬
er*, and the proofs taken by anu before me und trans
milted to'this court.
"Pint.That prior to tbe appointment of Hugh J.

Jewell as receiver of the estate ol the Erie Hallway
Company the said company had purchased lurgo
amounts of coal-bearing lauds, portions of which were
ol anthracite coal, nnd situate in the counties ol l,u-
rerne, Misqiiebanna and Wayne, Male ol Pennsylvania,
amounting lo over 8,000 acres ol land in Ice, and several
hundred acres iu leasehold, aud in several hundred
seres the company had purchased mining rights. Tlio
nriginul aggregate cu-t ol the anthracite coal-bearing
lauds was the sum of #-,£1'!.' C.'t 72.

COAL XOK.H or TUK COMPANT.
''Another portion of these lanus of bituminous coal,

>nd situate in tbe counllcs of KIk and Joflerson, in iho
State ol Pennsylvania, amount to over 14,000 acres
ol land in fee, and in about 13,i:00 acres/d land ibe said
company bad purchased mining rights, and theoriginul
kegregal* cost of iheso bituminous coal hearing lands
aas *1,004, OJU 01.
"Thai Ibeso lands had been purchased by the Erie

Railway Company upon evidence satisfactory to tho
olliccrs thereof at the lime of such purchase thai il
was making a valuable Investment lor said company,
and ouj deemed liy them to uo essential and necosaxry
lor the present and luture Interests ol .-aid company. ''

The report, alter referring to tho ninnner of operat-
ing these tuiumg lauds, goes on to say, That prior to
the appointment ol Hugh J. Jewett as receiver ibero
had beeu paid on account ol tho purchase of tbe lands
.nd rights held and owuod by the Hillside Coul and
Iron Company (the anthracite coal lands),
uu aggregate amount of over $1,600,000, and
there was a balance romaining unpaid ol
about $700,000, and there had been paid on account of
tbe purcba-c ol tho lands aud rights held und owund j
by the Northwestern Mining and Kxchango Company
(the bituminous coal lauds) an aggrcguto amount ol over
§500,000, ami there remained uupaid a balance of less
than f "00,1100. That portions of said amount so re¬
maining unpaid and interest thereon were due, aud
other portions wero nearly auo; and tbe persona to
whom the same were dua required payments to bo ,
made on account of priucipai aud luiertsl, aud a lore- '

closure of the mortgages nnd a salo of said lands and I
rights under tbe same wen likely to occur if their de- j
mauds were not satisfied and discharged, and tho said
cotnpauics who held ssid luuds wero not in condition
to pay such claims, and unless the cstnto of Ibo Erie
Hallway Company tundo advances to said companies to
enable Uicm lo meet and pay such demands on account
ol said lands it clearly appoarod thai ibe (aid estate
would most probably sillier by Ibe loss of said lands,
lease* and mining rights, and the loss of the moneys
therotolore paid on accouut of same.

''That the receiver was tnlormcd und believed that
Ibe original purchase of these coal lands and the pay-
incut oi the purchase money that had been horetolore
made by the Erie Hillway Company was made from tho
proceeds of the bonds of that company secured by tho ;
mortgages described, and the Interests of those bond
holders were lo be considered aud protected, it tlio pay-
ineni of tho remaining portinn of the purchase money
ou those lands was uocessary to protect and advance
those interests; and beyond those bondholders wero
other bondholders, and also creditors and stockholders
ol said Krio Railway Company whose Interests were
In like manner to be considered aud protected by the
aaid roociver.

"1 further llnd that said coal lands were and aro
valuable; that their present value Is e<|Ual to, If It doca
not exceed, the amount originally paid for iho same;
that it they sre worked and developed lliey will not
only pay tbe cost of working tuid developing tho suuio,
but also a clear net gain or proui beyond the interest
ol the moneys invested In the same, ana will also pro¬
duce n revenue to the estate ol tbe Erie Hallway Com¬
pany by Ibe transportation ol the products ol said
lands to market over the mu ti line ol its railroad.
The report here gives illustrations ol the benoflt

accruing to the Erin road by mimug Its own coal,
showing a saving of nearly $2 a ton on every ton
used by tho company, aud that not only can the lands
and miues supply all the needs ol Iho company, but a
large additional amount of coal can be produced and
transported by tbe Erie Railroad lo market ut folr rates
ol coui|>ensation and be sold at an average profit ol $1
per Ion if tho lompanlcs und said lands continue to l>o
controlled and worked under the direction ol or In Iho
Interests of the Krie Railway Company.
The report here further shows that since May 28.

1876, to and including the 1st day ol March. 1870, tho
Northwestern Mining aud Exchange Company has ]mid
from its own luitds on account ol the principal slid in¬
terest of the purchase money of tho lauds and rights
held by them the sum ol $10,767 OS, and thai during,
the same Iimo ihe receiver has advan ced to tbo said
company J.sH.sO; y:j ou account ol the principal and
iuieicsl of said purchase money ol na;d lands aud
miuing rights, leaving ret unpaid of principal and In¬
terest about $40b,0u0, some pomou ol which Is over
due. and the greater portion of the remainder will fall
duo in the moniTi of July, 1870, and the balmce iu De¬
cember, 1870.

It farther shows that since March '.X. 187.%, to March
1, 1870. tlio Hillriilo Coal and lion Company has paid
from its own fauds on account of purchase money of
Its lands and leasos, Ac., tbe sum of $80,206 46, and
during the same period the receiver has aihanccd on
Iho same acceuut the sum of $176,164 32, which lins
also been paid by said company upon accouut ol
pr.nci|>al and interest of said purchase money, leaving
) ct unpad about $600,000.
The referee theu continues:."I further find that the

present aud luture control of the production, suio and
transportation of coal by these companies is und will
bo a matter of much importance and benefit lo tho
r«t«tt of the Krio Hallway Company in many ways in¬
directly, yot connected with the control <.f the traffle
and transportation of coal over the railroads of caul
estate, which traffic und transportation anmi'nl an¬
nually to over $4,tiuo.ooo In the way of freights ou tho
same.

''And I do lurthcr report, that upon these facts I hava
ad'ii-ted, allowed and passed in the accounts of Ihe re¬
cover, and in payments and disbursements made by
him on acrouul ol the said estate, thn several items of
pay nu nt* und disbursement* appearing to have been
ic.ide to these coal couipi.ines to pay on I lie said lands,
and I decide such payments to have been made by bun
in good talih and aithgood judgment and within Ins
powers and duties as such receiver, and In furtlieiaticu
of tbe interests el all parties interested in tho esiat \
aud I am ol opinion tb it it Is !or the interest ol all
toncerned that the receiver should continue ta control
tnd direct ibis property, and, if uecct>«ary. Ihe lull
amount due or to bccomo duo on thc-e lauds bo paid
by tbo receiver, and that ho bo specially authorized
and directed lo maka such payments iu case of net .1
and make teinjiorary loaus <>n his official certificate
for that purpose, and also that be be authorized to sell
snd dispose of said cipttal slock of said companies,
and interest on said lauds to o her parties, but under
guarantee* thai wMl aerate to the estate tbe purcha»o
ol fuel at reasonable raies and the transportation of
Ibo products of lis lands over Its railroad."

That the balance accounted for by the receiver on
I>ecetul>er 31, lt75, brU carried on r to bis debit on
January 1, 1876, was <391,567 2"».
That the aggrujutc amount of moneys acco .nted for

by the receiver as in hia possession on the 1*1 ol Jan
uary, 1876, and that were received by him during that
month ou account of the road, was $2,ti33.192 02. Tuc
disbursements dtirlcg January, were $2,227,S0J 73.
The bulanoa in the receiver's po*M>ssi<>n ou the 31st Jan¬
uary, 1H76, and carried to bla aebu on i'ebruary 1, waa
$406,282 16.
The lllth clause of the referee's report runs tlins:.

"The balance stated in the lust foregoing lludiiig ol
fact represents an amount of mom y that tho said re-
ceiver should account lor and be debited ax ol the day
named, January 31. 1876, although, m tact, the real and
actual balance ol moneys in possession ot the receiver
nl the last uamod date was a much le.-s sinu.namely,
i2ul,7'X) !>8, yet the claims or debts set lorth by tho
pioo| upon which motleys had been puld aud
advanced and by which the balance named in tho lust
lludiiig had been in reality reduced « ere not presented
to me lor examination and audit, and therefore aro not
considered by me in favor ot .-aid receiver, and tho bal-
nuco named in said last limling Is the sum or amount
lor which the aald recelvor should hereafter account,
and w hich should bo placed to his debit on the 3181 of
February 1876."
The aggregate amount ol ccrtillcatcg of indebtedness

and notes issued by the receiver to and Including January
31. 1876,WH» $086,680 40, ol Which .*-.'ill,OO0 was issued
during tho month ot January. Tho amount of these
ceriiih atoa paid and cancelled by the receiver to and in¬
cluding January 31, was $986,690 40, of which $60,630 40
was paid iu January. Tbo amount of outstand¬
ing n.ites and certilicales on January 31 was

$800,0*KJ. '1 ne roieroe reports that the receiver's
accounts wore accurately kept during the month of
January, and were lully and truthlully presented to
biui lor udj istment, and he allows and pauses the
accounts aud vouchers a.- presented.

"CUTTING" ON FREIGHTS.
REVIEW or TUB STR0UULE BT MERCHANTS,

BANKERS AND RAILWAY OFFICIALS.
The railway war now being waged between tho trunk

lines reucbing to Chicago, Cincinnati, .St. I.ouls and
other Western commercial centres will, no doubt,
provo t» bo one ol the most determined and disastrous
on record. The joint letter of President Scott, of tho
Pennsylvania; Receiver Jewett, of the Krie, und Vice-
President King, of the Baltimore and Ohio companies,
to President Vanderbllt, of tho New York Central,
published in the Herald yosterday, nnd the reply of
the latter, nlthongh courteous In language, sufllcicntly
utlest the acrimony of tho quarrel. About ono year
ago a similar struggle occurrod between the Vaudor-
bnts and tho Baitimoro and Ohio, Orand Trunk
and Pennsylvania companies, who were charged
with cutting rates down below tho freight
schedtilo adopted at Saratoga. Inquiries at
that time made by a Hkkai.d reporter disclosed
the fact that the Pennsylvania road was making con¬
tracts to bring grain and fourth class freight from
Chicago at thirty-nine cents per 100 pounds. A litiga¬
tion sprung up betweon the Baltimore and Ohio and the
monster Pennsylvania corporations, which was ended
in tho Legislature ol New Jersey by tho Baltimore and
Ohio line gotting a bill passed enabling It to extend its
line to tidowater near Jersey City, and directly com¬

pete for New York freights with tho homo companies.
Stocks of tho corporations wero declining in price at
the various exchanges, stockholders wore clamorous
for peaco, and a conference was arranged in Philadel¬
phia about March 26, between Messrs. Sidney Dillon
and Jay Could, Colonel Thomas Scott, Mr. King, Vice
President of the Baltimore and Ohio; Mr. Butter, of
the Central, und Mr. Jowett, of tho Krle. The meeting
was not immediately successful, and it was only when a

loiui loss ol dividends threatened porno mails mid
bankruptcy others ib.it peace was patched up, but, as it
proved, a delusive and unstable one.

toiler tlio schedule ol rates made by (be contracting
companies on March 'J, lS'tl, the Grand Trunk line re¬
ceived a dill'ert nee ol ten per cent on east bouud
freight, but last month the Central Kuad announceit
the determination ol its ofllcer* to terminate tiictr con¬
nection with the combination. Foreseeing that tills
meant war, Messrs. ficott, Jewott and Kmc prepared
this proposition to the Central officers.viz., that the
following s< ale ol differences on etui bound Ireight to
oumpetiiive joint* in Now Fnglnnd should be
adopted:.

..tin livestock, seven cents; on cut meats and per¬
ishable pro|HTiy, six cents; on first and second class, of
which iliore is but a very limited quantity, lour
cents.
"The Grand Trunk to carry third and fourth class,which embraces ninety per cent of the whole tiniRc,

at equal rates, as fixed from time to lime. The matter
of vest bouud rules Irom New F.ngland to remain as
adjusted between your line und thu lime ol the tirnnd
Trunk route.''
This was promptly rejected. The Grnnd Trunk,having enlarged us number ol stock cars, then went

actively to work to canvas* in the'West for trade us
against the New York Central, and became lor a Tow
days almost the sole transporter ol stock. The Central
then instructed Mr. J. K. Butter, its general Ireight
agent, to either make lower open rates or allow a re¬
bate to Now Kugl.inn |>olnts. Meanwhile, the Grand
Trunk wan undercutting Central In the bog transporta¬
tion of New Kngland.

In order to fullv represent iu this great <|aostion Iho

views ol gcBlletticu well nc«|uamted with railway
transportation, a IUkai.d reporter yesterday waited on
several, with the billowing result:.
Colonel B. 1*. linker, President of tlio Choop Trans¬

portation Association., said:."This ts a lamentable
situation, the great trunk linen deliberately sacrtUctugthe interests ol their owners. ]i is not cheap Ireigbis
the merchants want so much; It is justand uniform rules, without u possibility of
such frequent chati^os. Commercial men can now make
no calculations in regard to tbeir buslni-ss. For instance,
w hen I discovered tuat 1 could bring grain lo Haiti-
more on better terms than to New York 1 established a
branch ol my business there; now, however, by this
railroad war I can do just as well in New York." .lie
busiuoss of cutting rates lias been indulged in lor a long
tirna, Irotn the West, the Baltimore und uliio and l'enu-
sylv a railroads nllowed drawbacks of live and ten
cents per 'tfic hundred pounds a long while belore iho
roads under the Yanderliilt control discovered the fact;
their agents have been very cunning e.bout tbe cou-
tructs and on every pretence have violated the com¬
pacts made by the companies in conlcrence as to uni-
lorm rates. Tlio only way lb" .New York Central man¬
agers discovered the undercutting was by looking at
the receipts ol c >rn in Baltimore and Philadelphia. As
soon as Uley increased to it large extent iu thosu elites
a siiro Indication was luruislied that tbe loads
terminating nt those points were taking advantage
of the others In tbe combination These extreme low
rates, besides injuring tbe companies and ibeir stock¬
holders, are ol doubtful beiieiu to thu merchants them¬
selves, and some of the latter are now making con¬
tracts lor delivery ol corn based on ine prospect ol a
continuance ol the railroad war that would cause thetn
serious iobk ii thu iliincultles should be suddenly com¬
promised. Both Mr. Jcwctt, ol the Krie, an I .Mr.
Itutter, ol the Central, have expressed themselves
within a day or two as being determined to bring the
business to New York at ati> cost. Now, let us discuss
brielly the remedy lor these constant Ireight disturb¬
ances. 1 would suggest. If possible, thai the who!#
subject should l>e reierred to a United States commis¬
sion, who should have the power to regulate the rates
and impose penalties. <>l course, we are met with
Iho objection at once that .-uch a commis
Mmi would be controlled by the ccrpora
lions or managed a.- a political machine Tbl
1 admit in a measure to be true, but I still thiliK there
are to bo lound enough honorable gentlemen to accept
places In such a commission who would be above sus-

pictou. Germany ts adopting tbe plan oi buying up the
railroads as iho surest way to ailjusi lroigina, and wo
must finally have some power to protect Mr. Vander-
btli and reputable companies against the encroach¬
ments ot bankrupt railroads, who c.<u cut under tbent
in ireight charges, und who pay no Interest lo their
stockholders or i.oudholdt rs, only caring to get enough
out ot the corporation* lo pay (at ofDetal salaries and
running expense*. These Iretgbl troubles aro also a

posit iv" in in'j' to suiad merchants, and permit the
large dealers to enrich themselves at their expense. To
illustrate, a large onerator ^oes to tbe railroad com¬
pany aud says;.'.! w«ut 1,000 or l,.">oo cars Irotn
Peoria or Chicago. What special rate will you make t"
The bargain is struck at a great redu< tion
and nil the small denlcrs nro thrown out: they cannot
got their ten, twenty or Hfly cars. Tbiw business is
lunilc a looibail ol s( collator*. The stoic is trie ol the
dry goods trade; it throws buyers into the Western
cities, and ibe jobbing profits sre lost lo New York,while Chicago, Toledo, I'eoria an I ft. Louis gain. The
Hailrond Commission in Massachusetts bus done vast
goi«l. It was originated by Charles Francis Adam*, and
I hope to see a similar body in every State In the
I'nimi, so that such disgraeefai railroad wars as peri¬
odically occur woaal be nnfiossibk' "

A prominent banker in Wall street, and member of
the Governing Committee ol ihesuxk Kxch n e. was
a-ked to give Ins view - in reference to the ctle< i m the
Ireight troubles on ibe securities of tbe various com¬
panies involved. lie said ."The result on values
Is not nt all donbtlul. Look at New Yora
Central and Fake Shore *to. k* today. The)

( have lallcn considerably id prico, aud no doubt will

continue to depreri ite u long u the freight competi¬
tion continues. I lie l>onda are not stinted »o uiu<b
because no om duulHs that u 11 gaud rovls will bu able
to earu the interest on their mortgages. but It is by no
mraat >o sure that dividends can be paid on tbe stock,
an«l, therefore, at capital la sensitive, at tbe first
rumors ol rivalry among the great common carriers,
timid stock' alders throw their snares on the mnrkot.
Aa you ask for my opinion aa to the gravity of tbe sit¬
uation, I will auswcr irankly that I beiieru tbia war is
most serious; but I think the end of it will be a final
settlement of tbe many Texml questions among tbe
roads as to the proper and equitable rate* to be etarged
by each.

Mr. K. 8. Jailray. tbe eminent dry goods merchant,
was waited on for bin views on tbe impending strug¬
gle. He said in substance:."I do not think the freight
war will affect tbe dry goods trade very materially.
People have not money to tipend, and, therefore, will
cot order goods simply because freights are low."

AMONG THK UUW1T OKKICES.
Mr. H. J. Jewett, tbe receiver of tbe Erie road, was

found In tbe oilices of the company at tbe toot of
Duane street. He said that as far as be know there
were no new developments yesterday in regard to the
unpleasant situation ol tbe roads toward ouch other.
The public were already fully informed, by thm pub¬
lished correspondence, of the attitude of all the com¬
panies, and lie could add nullum; more, lie wa« not
advised whether the Grand Trunk road in Boston had
made a reduction in pa*=onger larea from that city to

I'llicago or not.
The freight and passenger office of tbe Erie com-

pany at No. o«6 liroadway was'vlatteu. There was cun-
siderublu iiuciile at tbo desks, but tbe re|K>rter was in-
iorruod that no oltlcial notice bail been rcceivcd thorn
ol the rumored reduction; he believed so far It only
atfuctcd east bound freights. Tho paasenper acetit also
stated that be bad not been ordered to reduco fares to
tho West, yet according to rumor It might be ordered
at any moment.
The Baltimore and Ohio offices at-No. 315 Broadway

teemed to engage aoiively the services of many clerks
but the freight agent hero repeated what was learned
ill ibe Erie ofilce, that no olficlul notification had yet
been received irom tbetr company to reduce lares and
freights.
From another source It was learned that so bitter in

tbo West Is tbo competition that lalo last week tho
Great .Western, Michigan Central and New York Cen¬
tral, which are close connections, con raoled to trans-

?ort 3UO.OOO bushels of grain from Chicago to New
orK at twenty cents per 100 pounds. At this rate tho

Great Western netted exactly $1 AO per cor loud aftor
paying bridge tolls ut Black Hock, near Buffalo, tho
distance traversed being 229 miles, lu other words, it
hauled loaded cars at less than one cent per mile eacn.

Before tho opening of navigation in tbe lakes
many Chicago merchants, anticipating high tarifis
by rail, chartered vessels and loaded them with
grai'i to save storage. They are pnying from ftvo
to ten rents a hundred more than the now cur¬
rent rates, and aro losing time, interest and in¬
surance. About 500,(100 bushels of grain are now afloat
in the lakes. Tbe old rato from Chicago lor gTain
(special class Ireigbt) was thirty-live cents. With the
exception of the instance no'.ed above the lowest rate
yet contracted lor is twenty-two and a half cents.

I.ate in the dny the report was current that tbe
Grand Trunk road nad reducod its fare to Chicago to
111 from Boston, and that tho New York roads would
follow in a reduction to $12; but this laoked confirms-
Won. The new movements ol the struggling glauts
will, however, be watched wiih lively interest.

MACMAHON'S AMNESTY.

m. boc-hkfoet's opinion of xh« pardon

city were continued yesterday. In tbc third bouse of
the City Hall, where oar local statesmen "most do con¬

gregate," discussion ran blgb an to the probable cfTect
on the fall election of tbe successful deal between Tum-
ninny Hall auu tbe Custom House republicans to block
ail legislation for New York city. The anti-Tammany
party and other outsido independent elements de-
nounce lu bitter terms this unholy coalition. They
prophecy that it will roaet with telling effect ujion
Tammany when the voters go to tbe polls in Novem-
ber. Alroady a strong combination ticket in opposl-
tion to machine slate is spoken of. It is rumored that
Senator John Morrissey will be pitted for Sheriff
against the Tammany candidate, and a strong man

placed In the field for Mayor who can rally around bim
a.l tho Independent and respectable votors ot the
metropolis. It is also said that the corrupt action of
the Legislature In defeating proper bills has aroused a
strong sentiment against the machine workers and
wire pnHern or both parties which mast increase In
spirit until next election.
Tho manilest injustice of placing in tho hands ot our

outgoing Mayor the appointments ot a Corporation
Counsel, Comptroller, seven Commissioners ol Kduca-
tion and other officials who will bold office daring tbe
term of his successor seems quite apparent. The bill
presented tf.tbs Legislature and which has been de-
tented itvrough corrupt bargains woul<t bavo prevented
such injustice. This bill completely covered the
ground, a8 follows:.

'Tho Mayor of the city of New jfork Khali not In any
case In which the term of uny officer whose successor
the said Mayor has a right to nominate or to appoint
shall expire alter tho day designated by law lor tbe
election of the Mayor of said city be authorized to make
any nomination or appointment of a successor to such
office until after the Mayor-elect shall take possession ot
his office."
Comptroller Wreen's term expires on tho 20th of

November, and Corporation Counsel Whitney's on the
81st of December. Mayor Wickham will bavo the ap-
appolntment of successors to both. Ot course he
must select men who will act In harmony with Tain-
many Halt If a republican or an independent Mayor
in selected in November, then the new incumbents will
be confronted alter the 1st of January with opposing
officials at tbe bead of tbe Ij»w and Finance departments
of tbe city government. In order to have a successful
and harmonious city administration it seems plain,
under those suggestions frequently put forth among
some or our local politicians at the City Hall yesterday,
that the incoming Mayor should have tbc control or bis
own subordinates, in a similar manner as the President
of tho United States retains control over his Cabinet
officers.
Tho rumor that Comptroller Green can prolong his

term of office under the charter, which, it is claimed,
does not specifically provide for the appointment ol a suc¬
cessor by Mayor Wlcknam, has not been traced to any
authoritative foundation. lawyers, however, express
themselves divided in opinion apon tbe sutyect.

THE ELISOB8 IN BIS CASE PBEPAXUNQ TO

MAKE OUT THE JtTEY LIST.

Ex-Judge Henry E. Davies and Mr. Wilson G. Hunt,
tbe elisors in tbe case of the People vs. Peter B.
Sweeny and tbe Mayor and Aldermon of tbe coanty of
New York, met yosterday afternoon at the County
Clerk's otllce, to procure tne jury lists from which to
select a struck jury. Mr. Beach and Mr. McKeon
were present for the defendants and Messrs. Carter and
peckbam repre*entod the people. Ex-Senaior Brud-
ley was also In attendance. An hour was spent in the
presentation of technical objections by tbo defendants'
counsel, tbo point being raised that County Clerk
Walsh should bo present in person to deliver the lists
ofjurors and that there should be one completed list of
all perrons in tbe city eligible lor jury duty and not a
number of lists in thirteen or loarievn dillerent rolls,
extending over different periods since Soptember, 187a.
It was contended tbat there must be twice as many
persons in tbe city eligible lor Jury duty as the lists
in the County Clerk's oflloe contained, said lists eon-
taming only about 13,000 names. The Deputy County
Cierk was sworn, and be stated that the County Clerk
bad not attended at the fflce that day, but he could
not aOlrm tbat all tbe lists presented had been de¬
livered to the County Clerk himself from the Commis¬
sioner of Jurors. The elisors, in response to the oh-
Jcetions of Messrs. Beach and Mc&eon, said tbat they
should receive the lists presented as tbe lawful ones,
and If anything was wrong about them a higher tri-
bunal would decide auon it. An adjournment was
then had nntll to-morrow at noon, when the elisors
will present the required forty-eight names, and coun¬
sel on both sides will be present to objeet or give sug¬
gestions.

THE EAST RIVER BRIDGE.
Tbe work on the East River Bridge la now progress-

Ins rapidly. There remain bat nine more coarscs of
stone to be pat on tbe New York bridgo tower to com-

plete it, Tbe anohorugo Is thirty feet abovo tbe road
and forty feet above high tide line. Tbe work on the
anchorage Is prosecuted by 200 men, day aud night,
and It will be finished by tbe latter part or July. The
labor ol building tbe temporary bridge will be com-
monced August 1, and will occupy about three months.
The temporary structure will contain 230,000 pounds
of wire rope, aud will cost aboat (40,000. It will
be taken across In one piece.that in, a sinulo
cable will bo made fast on tbe New York
anchorage, hoisted to the tower thero by der-
ricks, lowered on the other side into a scow,
taken across to the Brooklyn tower, hoisted to
the top nl the latter tower and tlien made Test to tha
Brooklyn anchocagn. Tho nthor cables will be earned
across tbe river in a "traveller," runuiug on the first
cable. There will be seven cables In all, wbich will be
arranged at diflerent spaces across the top of tho
toners. Across these cable* tbrse platlorus or cradlos
will rest at intervals. On those platlorms the work¬
men will regulate aud tie the wires ol the main cable
when tney are to b« thrown across. Thero will also b«
a lootbrldge running from anchorage to anchorage,
three teet in width, Tor tbo pan.-age ol workmen to the
cradles. Tbe wire for tbe lour main caiilos will not bo
prepared until next year. The wire to bo used will be
onc-clghm of »n inch in diameter, snd it will take
0,600 wires to raako a coble. ,
