The Great Unknown-=1Vill He *“Have
a Head On His Shoulders?"

We have recently published interviews

il with two distinguished statesmen, both in-
| teresting, each instructive taken alone, but
| donbiy instructive if comsidered together.
| We, of course, refer to the interview with
Mr. Seymour, at the time of the Utica Con-
| vention, aud that with Mr. Adams, which
we printed yesterdsy, Each was valu-
able, Dbut ench incomplete. Neither of
| these statesmen stated tho whole truth,
but only so much ns struck him most foreibly
from his own point of view. But each point
of view was a commanding one, and we have
only to combine the two surveys to get a

politieal situation and the eanses which have
led to it. Befors putting them together in
such a relation that thoy will refloct mutual
light wo must sgain express our regret at
thie tone in which Mr. Adams spoke of an
eminent citizen of New York, who is the
wisest and safest advizer of his political
party, as well as an urbane gentleman, whose
private virtues command the respect of po-
litical oppopeuts, Mr. Adams was out
of the country in 1862, and derived his im-
pressions of Goyernor Beymour's conduct
in the sammer of that year from the
distorted reprosentations of a heated parti-
san press. The simple truth is that our city
rogiments had just been sent to Pennsyl-
vania on o enadden eall of the povernment,
and it was necess.ry to temporize until the
arrival of other regiments from the interior
of the State, the Governor being help-
less in the beginning of that emergoncy by
absence of the loeal militin, whieh he had
sent with prompt patriotism to meet the
rebel invasion.

After these words of justice, we proceed
to compare the two interviews. Mr. Bey-
monr makes his survey of the political situ-
ution from the highest moral and Mr, Adams
from the highest intellectunl point of obser-
vation, and each needs to be supplemented
by the other. Mr. Beymour says the deplo-
rable state of affairs has resulted from the

decay of virtue among the people;
Mr. Adams aseribes it to leck of
beand and wigor on the part of the
President. 1t is, in  truth, the joint

offect of both causes ; and it ean be cured
only by the combined remedies of a quick-
enad moral sense on the side of the people
and more brains and purpose at the head of
the government.  Mr. Seymonr thinks that
we have suffered from a low tone of morals
and a foolish taste for expense and social
display which has pervaded the people
and infected publie officers, who have
found their salaries insuflicient for the
styloe of living, Mr. Seymour presented
this view in so striking o manner that every-
body deelared ho was right ; and so he was,
as far as he went. Mr. Adnms, on the other
hand, presents an equally vivid picture of
the distraction, confusion and  dis-
integration—which  he aptly calls a
“chuos”—which he deseribes as tho conse-
quence of official incompetence at the helm
of State. Mr. Adams, too, is right, as far ns
he poes. These two views, Dby able
men who do not desire office and are under
no temptation to flatter, are counterparts of
ench other; together they present ‘the es-
sential features of the situation, ‘Honesty™
is the motto of ome; *“*head” the watch-
word of the other. My, Adams’ view is the
more important, becanse it is easier to find
men who are incorruptibly honest than men
whoare supremelyable. Besides, lnpsesfrom
virtne can be cured by repentance, whereas
there is nocure for blockheads. The country
may find o statesman; it cnnnot ereate one,
If a lojonty of the veople vote that n donkey
is a horse, he will not be o horse but remain
a donkey. As the business immodiately be-
fore the country is the selection of a Presi-
dent, and as well-meaning men are common,
statesmen rare, we think Mr. Adams has hit
the most important nail very squarely on
the hownd

We wish it were not idle to suggesta
practical union of the views of these two
statosmen in the actual nomination, for the
logie of the situation as described by Mr,
Seymour shounld lead to the election of Mr,
Adams. Mr, Seymour said with equal truth
ond aptness, *The republican party has lost
the confidence of the country, and the demo-
eratic party has not gnined it." This 1s the
situation in a nutshell, and the election of Mr.
Adams would exactly meet it. He deserves
the confidence which the republican leaders
liave lost and the democratic leaders have
not gained, His eloction wonld not be the
triumph of a political party, but a trinmph
of charncter, of integrity, of patriotism, of
brains. It would exemplify the maxim,
“the tools to him that can handle them.”
It would require no bestowal of confi-
dence where it hss not been earned.
It would bha a proof of conval-
escent public virtue and the preeursor
of established politieal Liealth. It would
precisely meet an exigency in which both
parties are distrusted by erceting “‘a pillar
of state” for tottering public confidence to

The Tunnel Explosion.

The whole city was startled last night at
a guarter to eleven by a sudden, sharp
and loud explosion which seemed every-
where to be near.

The cause of the explosion is not certainly
known at present, but it would be eruel to
credit the rumor that it wns the work of in-
cendinrism caused by the gnarrel between
some of the men who have struck on the
tunnel and the company, The loss of life
wns not great, bat the devastation to prop-
arty is tremendous.

The Common Sense of Rapid Transit.

The story that Commodore Vanderbilt
means to rnx o rapid transit line on his
Fourth avenue track for the necommodation
of way! passengers, stopping atall stations
above Lighty-sixth street, and running at
convenient intervals, will be hailed with de-
light by all who welcome any movement in
the direction of rapid transit. Those who
have watched the discunssions on this im-
portant question will remember that we
have always held that the Fourth avenue
improvemeht was the direct avenue of rapid
transit, and that we had a line built from
Forty-second street to Harlem-—one of the
best lines in the world, with full nccommo-
dations. We have also a tunnel as far down
ns Thirty-second street which could be used
for steam without the lenst inconvenience
to residents. Therefore the rapid transit
problem is “how to go from the Battery to
Thirty-second street.” One way is torun
the clevated railway to a point where it
could connect with the Vanderbilt line, 4
Another is to build an underground rond
from Thirty-second street down the Bowery
to City Hall. If this could be done, if we
conld have an underground or even an
elevated milway from the Battery or the
City Hall to Thirty-socond strect, we should
have rapid tramsit; for, oneco the lines
passed up into Weatchester, there wonld
be no tronble about connections. Then
witl: a steam line over the bLridge to connect
with an elevated or undorgronnd road inm
Brooklyn we could have that beautiful re-
gion open to rapid transit.

The Cheap Cab (Guestion.

There are three things needed in this city
to make it o comfortable place of residence
for the million persons forming its populn-
tion, These are rapid transit for long dis-
tances, proper accommodation for the pas-
sengers on the horse cars and a system of
cheap cabs. The first two will come in time,
for, in spite of injunctions, petitions and
vexatious legal opposition, the elevated
stenm mailroads will eventually Le put into
complete operation on both sides of the city.
With rapid trapsit the present cmsh of
travel on the horse cars will be lessened
nnd these surface roads find their trme
sphere of usefulness in carrying the way
travel. Tt is, perhaps, o hopeless task to at-
tempt earrying ont the *No seat no fare” re-
form now, ns the compnanies hesitate at no
means to defeat the movement n:nde so often
to compel them to give better nccommoda-
tions and more cars on their respective
rontes, But they will be compelled to do
so by the force of the competition brought
against them by the elevated roads,

Cheap eabs, however, can be secured im-
mediately. There is no resson why owners
of cabs cannot begin running vehicles
on a moderate and honest scale of prices.
There is mno law to prevent the ap-
pearance of cheap cabs, though the existing
ordinances are intended, ostensibly, to pre-
vent overcharges. The fleld for cheap cabs
being thus open it is singular that that class
of public service is not at once taken posses-
sion of.

company's officers that they are, indeed,
eoming. Granting this fact, and there does
not seem any reason for doubting it, the
question naturnlly aerises, How far does the
telegraph ocompany .intend to cover the
ground? It is now understood that their
eabs will only be furnished to customers
who snmmon the vehicles through the signal
instrumgnts. This is very good as faras it
goes, but we need cheap cabs on public call
in the streets, and unless the owners of cabs
who are combining with the telegmph com-
pony intend to fill the other branch of the
service they will only do half the work
expected of them.

Burely it is fonsible to furnish cabs
for the stands as well as the telegraph
signals, and if the whole sorvice is
promptly entered on the success of the
experiment is at once assured. But the
reform mnust be complete and thorough
to prove successfnl and popular, for the
present system can only be pushed aside by
vigorous opposition and sharp eompetition,
The cheap cabs must be accessible at rail-
road depots, steamship Iandings, ferry
honses and at the varions stands, as well ss
on call by telegraph. If they are abundant
business can be secured and the public
derive that benefit they are entitled to,

The argument used in support of the
theory that the Mayor has no power o np-
point a Comptroller is based upon the ex«
ception made in this section, whieh it is pre-
tended positively prohibits the Mnyor from
making such appointment.
