TUE EXIIBITION OUTLINED.

Briefly, then, let me give this answer:—Hero is an
suclosure of 238 acres, In the heart of a park of 3,000
lcres, on the cdge of a bewutitul river, and within
lorty-five minutes of the businecss centre of Philadelpbia
and threo houra of the business centre of New York,
Within there are bulldings covering seventy-five
acres, which you are told are \wenly-lve ncres
more than auy other expoaition—in Itsell =
most deceptive statement, for many of these buildings,
wpeelally thoss from somoe of the States, are of liule
1se, But in figures, 1 will sdy that there are witbin
ihis enclosure 190 diferent buildings, probably 100
nore, wlibough I am guessing, thau in any other exhi-
Miion, | should say that 100 of these buddings might
s wellmot have been bull. What wre the buildinge?
Benorully spoaking, 1 would say, the main bullding,
ibe Art Gallery, the Muchinery Hall, the flower
thow, the Agricultaral Department, the Woman's
favilion and the Unlied States  Govero- !
aent House. Nine-tenths of the Exhibition |
£l bo found within these bldings, They are all vast, |
o their way—some atiractive und uselul, and others |
nod cuough for o shew.

THE EEVERAL EXHTIITE,

What are the other bulldings? 1¢ would take a
tolumn to enumerate them nnd heir uses, But from
my notes I take n hurried summary.

lngs for the English, German, Portugucse, Spunish,

Somo of
Shese bulldings aro unfinished, & fow still in the frame;
bat the most of them are ready for tho visitor. I you
Mk wbut are the most interosting 1 would say tho
buildings of Japan and Eungland—about u ffth of the
main bullding—most’ of the American goverumens dis-
pluy, the lowers and all of Machinery Hall. As to the
remainder, iurther inquiry must determiue yoar corra”

. THE QOVERNNENT BUILDIXG.

The exhibita in the government building are almost
wholly in place. The classification s compléte, and
probably mno other braoch of the Exhibitivn will be
found so periectly arranged nsnd showing so well as
this,  All the different b hea of the gover will
be found well ropresonted, such ns of the oavy, of the
war and of the mterior, while the Smithsonlan Insti-
lute is jncluded. Every State and Torritory sbows a
magnilicont collection of ores, eepecially of the pre-
clous metals, and it has beon arranged that the govern-
moent comes iuto possession of the same, the value of
winch is intrinscally equal to many thousands of doilara,
Besides, thiz is the only building exclusively devoted
o the exbibition of products of the United States.
