Yet the programme was a tiresome one, as
might bo expected when only tho works of a single
composer aro presented. Better would it have been
had some diversity ol style boon proicrrod to an ovor-
oose of optra bomfft. An overture or two with such
mi orchestra would have been a relief. Perhaps Optral>oujl> music has its mission to fulfil, and that is,
presumedly, a funny one. But thero is a difference
between ovfra Itoufft with a Schneider, a l'ostee or an
Amido to interpret it, and operit Lonffe with an orches¬
tra alone. Vet Oilenbach, outside oi an operatic stand¬
point, must be a strong attraction formally weeks to
tome as a conductor. He has set hail tfio world crazy
.lid dancing, and we presume half tho world wants to
sco the man who has produced such a magical effect,
lie his. personally, a groat deal of magnetism, aud re¬
flects much of Hie spirit of the delightful, yet naughty,school of mus:c which he so ably represents.

I WOMAN SUFFHAGK CONVENTION.
Yesterday was the second ami last day of (he annual

Convention* ol the National and Now York State
Woman Sultrage Associations. Three meeting were

held. The morning and afternoon meetings showed no

Increaso in attendance on (hat or the previous day.
The erentug meeting win by far the largest ol the
whole Couvcntiou. The morning meeting was occc-

|>ied mainly by the Misses Smith, of Glastonbury, who
related the story of their resistance to tbe demands of
the tax collectors, and It* consequences, which tDcy
repeated in tho evening more at length. Mr* I.ilic
Devereux Blako read her report, and also a letter from
Speaker Husied, apologizing lor his absence and ex¬

pressing sympathy with the movement
The alternoju session was opened by Mrs. Blake,

whoso first words showed that tho alight put upon
women by those who opened the Centennial In Phila¬
delphia Is keenly lelt and bitterly resented by her
p.rty. Sho began:.In reading of yesterday's pro¬
ceedings in Philadelphia I And that after all the hard
work of the women they found littlo recognition at tho
hands of those who opened the Centennial yesterday.
In his prayer Bishop Simpson Mid, "We
thank Cod for tho fathers of ihU coun

try." Yon see. the mothers ore not men*
Honed. In tho early days of this country the womon
boro a harder p#rt than tho men. Tho Instances of tbe
heroism of women of the Revolution are Innumerable.
They carried arms in the great struggle; they helped
soldiers in dangerous positions; carried powder, helped
to load guns. So women risked their lives as well as

suitered penury and hardships. And yet in this Cen¬
tennial day of our Republic thev woro not mentioned
After praying lor all sorts of things Bishop Simpson
finally did remember to pray lor the women. I
wonder he erer remembered there were such creatures.
Politics ran seo all classes ol mon, but when it comes
to women they are stono blind, thev don't wish to
recognize our claim to (quality. Mrs. Helen M.
slocum then said. I speak from the standpoint of
motherhood, nnd we, ns mothers havo « right to d»-
maud justice at the hands of men. Tbe bravest men are
but the sons of their mot tiers, nnd there has been little
complaint and a good deal of solf'sacllce. Wo labor all
our lives anil at the end we have nothing we can leave
to our chi.dren. Tho farm which Iho man and woman
both worked to earn, when the woman
dies she has not ono dollar which she
may leave to her children. When the mau dies
she has not a dollar.only the uso of one third of tho
property. Tho woman's .mind has been kept in bonds
always and we don't know w hat she could do if s'te had
liberty to reach out and expand as man has ami we
shall labor continually for the enfranchisement or
woman, ll'.at all places may be open to hor. First we
must have the door or political power opened' Tor i
through this door Is the way to every other reform.

CANAL SUITS.

ARGUMENT OF COUNSEL FOB THE PEOPLE
AOAIKST NONSUIT.

Ai.uaxt, May 11,1878.
In the canul suit to-day Mr. Hale, of couneol for the

people, occupied the attention of the Court In an argu¬
ment against thc^inotiou for a nonsuit nearly the en¬
tire session.
In the course of his argument counsel referred lo the

Inws of 1854 creating the Contracting Board uud the
laws of 1857 conferring additional powers upon tho
Board, and maintained that under these uud other
acts cited thcie waa no power vested in the Board to
annul a contract obtnlncd through fraud. They were

given power to ncccpt a surrender of contract*, but
there was nothing in the statute* which gave them
I>ower to annul, and the Utter act, which provided for
the rescinding and surrcuder ol contracts, could not
alfect tho right of uutlon to recover damages in this
case, where the defendants had hecotne liable by reason
of a wrong!ul unt commuted in Di ceiniter, 18fifl. There
had been no waiver of right of notion, and It could
only have been waived or released liy tho (Missugn of a
law by tho Legislature, liursttMit to the provisions of
the constitution. Counsel cited numerous authorities
to sustain his argument that thoro h»d been no waiver
or release of cause ol action on the part of the Suto
or of its o(Veers, and claimed tiiat the only maimer m
which such waiver or release could have been obtained
was h) the passage of an act expressing explicitly iu
its title tho fact ol its being td release Thomas Gale
and others from liability. Neither did the ratifications
or affirmance of the routract In question destroy the
right ol action, for there was not a particle of evldouco
adducou allowing that prior to the first payment in
January, 1867, there was any knowledge on the part of
the State or its ofliccrs of fraud.

In regard to tho sixth proposition, tho counsel
claimed it had no application to this case, but was
merely a repetition ol the point made on the ratifica¬
tion oi the contract and was covered by the authorities
previously cued.
The seventh proposition In relation to avoidable

damages also did not arise m this case, and if it had
auy application It was met tfy tho authorities already
adduced.
The counsel then discussed at length the eighth and

ninth propositions. That the judgment in the previous
uciion acted as u bar to recovery in this case. That
judgmont did not specify the grounds npon which It
was granted, and It may have been upon various
groun>l.'<. This was fatal to its effects as an estoppel.
Tho evidence introduced in relation thereto did uot
show the grounds, nor could parol testimony bo Intro¬
duced, nor the judge's nnnd be gone iuto lo ascertain
what the point was. Even if tho Judgment did act as
an estoppel, Stephens and Gale were the only parties
who could avail themsolves of It; none of the remain¬
ing parties could avail theiusulvos of this Judgment as
nn estoppel when they were not In Interest in tliat
case, neither could the waiver ol tho right to anpeal
lrom the order entered in the case ofthe People against
Stephens and Gale bo considered as a settlement or re¬
lease.
Counsel, In conclusion, argued that the grounds upon

which tho motion was made were u»*w"",v' »*nd un¬
sound. as shown in the authorities ak\>l,«iid If it
should be granted' and tho higher coartsdtsMe it was
improperly so, then all that had been done la the case
would be lost. He asked tho Court to dony the motion,
unless satisfied lieyond a reasonable doubt that tho
grouuds advance.I were tenable and sound, for tho
questions involved would recur in other suits to be
tried, and which should not bo deoidod against the
people without gritvo consideration.

Mr. Halo was followed by Mr. Hiscock, counsel for
the defence, in behalf ol the motion, taking up ilrst the
proposition that the Judgment in the first case was a
bar in the present suit. Ho then reviewed the authori¬
ties cited by Mr. Hale in support of his argument.
