proper working of the Biate government. Orders
Bave accordingly been glven by the President
In this direction, and the Secretary of War bas
directed that thoy be carried out  Great confidence 1
hnh-ﬂuunllunr’: careful use of the discretion
given biun on account of his well known rellabllity and
his genoral experience ln gquestions where a nlcely
triges in regard W any inlerforence with the civil an-
thorities when the military are to be brought iato
requisition. ‘This, it is ssid, la why the President,
the Becrelary of War mnd General Sher-
man concarred in  the advisability of placing
the whole thing virtually in the bhands of General
Lugur for final disposition ander the obvious duly of
teoping within such bounds as are prescribed by the
wastitutlon

THE WHISEEY FRAUDS IN BAN FRANCISCO—EF-
FORTS TO PREVENT FURTHER INVEBTIGATION—
AN EXCITING TIME ANTICIPATED.

News baa been received from San Francisco that the
agents of the government are vigorously pushing the
war agalest the distitlers in that city. The selzure of
five diatillories o few days since hus added to tho ex.
citement there, and most sirerucus efforts are being
made by the local offieers and the distillers and
such allles as they are able to command to stop
investigation ond to drive off tho oficials who
are oonductimg . A short time sioce ono of
the most active of these men wn2 approached
and offered $30,000 In gold it the investigation of the
whiskey frauds could be stoppel. There 18 considera-
ble pressure brought to bear upon the California Con-
gressmen and politicians here In Washington, and
many charges are being preferred agalnst the agents of
the government now at work among ke distillers In
Ban Franci The meth of fraud thus fur discov-
ered only differ from those unearthed in Chicago, St
Louis and Milwaukee in their belog carried on wilh
more boldness, if possible, and apparently with a bet.
ter understanding beiween some of the Excise officers
and the distillers than exisied in theso citien The
subject is likely 10 allain gresl prominence within a
very shori time.

THE KENTUCKY CENTRAL RAILROAD CLAIM-—
JUDGHE ADVOCATE GESERAL DUNN IN EXPLAKA-
TION OF ITS PAYMENT—THE FACTS OF THE
CAB® BUCCINCTLY STATED.

The Commities on Expenditures in the War Depart-
ment to-day resumed their inquiry into the matier of
the Kentucky Contral Rallroad elum. General W. H.
Duann, Judge Advocate General of the Army, testified
that during the years 1870 and 1871, while Assistant
Judge Advocate General, ho was on duty as law officer
of the War Department, and in tho fall of 1870 this
clair was referred o him by the Secretary of War ia
the ordinary course of business for examination and
reporlk.  The papers remaiucd in his offico from sowe
tme (b November until the next May, and received s
very carelul and thorough examination st his hands
Ad the result of Lhis examination he was clearly satis-
fied that it was & just claim, and, therefore, he made &
favorable report, which, being sppraved by the Becre.
tary ¢f War and aftorward by the Third Auditor and
Second Cowmptroller of the Treasury, procured ils pay-
ment.  No offort was over made in any quarier to in-
fluence his judgment,

In response to further questions General Dunn pre-
