(bargee made for tranuler of priaonara irom tbo police
eourta. Me aaemed to know very little about the
manor, and hia oounaal came to hia retcue on the re¬
direct examination.
"You don't remember much about theae charges, do

your" asked hia oounuel In a ratber leading way.
"No, 1 do not," anawered tba Sheriff
"You have been alek, have you not?" continued tba

friendly inquisitor.
"Yea, air."

CONTESTED STOCK CERTIFICATE.
A case presenting some ratbor novel features was

Irled yeatorday before Judge Donobue, holding Supremo
?ourt, Circuit. Tbe suit was brought by tbo Sixth
National Bank, of this city, against the Chicago and
Alton Railroad Company. It was cialmod on behall of
the bank that a certificate of preferred stock for 100
abares of tbo Chicago and Alton Railroad, issued to M.
K. Josup & Co., In August, 18K1, snd properly counter¬
signed and entered on the books, was uow in possus-
ston of xhe plaintiffs under assignment Irom Jesup &
Co., lor a valuable consideration, and that the railroad
company refused to trnnaier tbo tame on their book*
J® lhe naiuo of the banic or to issue a now ecrutlcato.
i'he pruyor ol tbe couipiaiut was that tbo railroad com¬
pany cither pay them $16,(100 or 100 other shares of
legal value with a new certificate. On behalf ol tbe rail¬
road company It was set up that Robert B. Miliiken,
now deceased, was the rightful owner ol tbe certificate;
that be loat tbo same; that it was found by ono James
I*ari and never came properly In possession of tho
plaintiffs, it having been fraudulently pledged to ibein
lor a loan. Tbo losliuiony. as might bo supposed Iroin iho
contradictory statements iu tho pleadings, was a good
leal conflicting. The trial terminated in u verdict lor
110,087 lor the plaintiffs.

BREACH OF PROMISE CASE.
Before Judgo McAdain and a Jury, in tbe Marino

Court, yesterday, tbore was tried a suit in which Ann
Dernay aougbt to rccovor damages from John M.
Qullty lor breach of promiso of marriage. As an ag¬
gravation of tho offence, it waa allotted that under
promise of marriago tba delendaut bad committed a

srong to tbe moral character or tbo plaintiff, and ho has
baen under arrest since Friday last In default of ball in
lhe aum ol (3,000. When the case waa callod counsol
for plaintiff waa anxioua lor an adjournment and de¬
fendant equally anxioua for cither hia release or an im¬
mediate trial. Judge McAdam, after questioning the
pariles undor oath and satisfying himself thai they
sould proceed to trial with salcly to thoir
'.glils, announced his docialon thai tha trial
must go on or the dofendant ho re¬
leased on his own recognisance. It was
found then thai plaintiff' bad not the means to pay a
>ury and, with tbe consent of counscl on both sides,
ine Court empanelled a jury ol lawyers ibon present lu
eourt, who served without compensation. The plain¬
tiff, aa appeared by the testimony, I* a widow, twenty-
nine years ot age, and tbe delendaiit iweniy-one years,
(be keeping a (mall store and bo being a clerk in a tea
itoro. She used to purchase sugar In tho store in
vbich bo waa clerk, and be seat b<* love messages
lona up in the packages of sugar. Ho Dually bxed tho
.asl ol February of tiiis year lo marry her, but when
.he time arrived be said be would do anything e.ao iu
bl» power lor her, but did not wish to marry uny on.\
The defendant was sworn on bis own behalf, and
wbila admitting improper relations with plaintiff, de¬
nied absolutely that ho bad ever made her a promiso of
marriage. Ho asserted ibai when lie visited her it was
upon ber repeated invitation to do sa No other wit¬
nesses wero examined on either side. Th« Jury gave
tbo plaintiff « verdict for $15, which was tendorodio ber
by dolecdant'a counsel, and which alio rejected with
dicgust. lhe money was iben paid law court aod the
defendant dlacharged.

GENERAL TERM* DECISIONS.
The Common Pleas, tieueral Torm, In its batch of

opinion* Just banded down, has decided a very latcr-
eiting law question. William Stuilz hlrod certain

premises Irom a lady now deceased, and disputing with
her dovisee about wbeilior it waa a monthly or yearly
hiring, ho couoluded to abandon the premises. Mr.
Tlirail, aa aaaigneo ol tbo devlseo, sued lor rent, and
attempted on tba trial to prove bis caso by offering to
give conversations between tbe defendant and deceased.
The Court refused to allow this tostimony under the
rule ot tbe Code prohibiting testimony as to any con¬
versation with a deceased )>ersou. Tbe General Term
concludes that this does not apply to tho assignee ol
the assigueo or dcviaee, and ordtr.-i a new trial.

In tbe suit of Charles B. Richard vs. Courad
Bollat, the deieudant Indorsed a bill of exchange
which waa protested in Berlin, and, upon tbo return of
the notary's ccrtliicatc, the delenduni promised to pay.
lhe case bavlug reacbod the (General Term on appeal
that Court decides that tbo iudorser Is not liable, bo-
cause ol certain impvrlectioua in bis notary's c.'alli¬
es ic. The certificate. It seem*, bad simply a stamp 111
blue ink, and tbe indorsing seal waa not stamped into

,
tbe paper*. The Court also holda that the promise ol
tbe defendant to pay the drait was uot binding, inaa-
much an bo waa not aware that lUei o was no evidence
tbit the drill had been protested.

In iho ease ot Curtis vs. Bisson, iho Court dtcidoa
that the lawa authorising transier of ordinary caso*
or giving security irom the District court* to tbo Com¬
mon I'leaa, do not apply to case* or claim* for personal
properly.

THE LEGAL TENDER ACT.
A bond and mortgago, executed and delivered before

tba pasiage of the l<egal Tender act, became due and

payable alter the Supreme Court of tbe Cm led States,
in Hopburn vs. Oruwold, had held that act constitu¬
tional as to contract* executed belore Its passage, la
tho suit of Van Ardon vs. Burr tho defendant tendered
payment in greenback*, which the plaintiff refused and
demanded payment in gold. Thereupon a compromise
waa made, the plaintiff delivering satisfaction piece
and accepting greenback*, and nlao the defendant'*
bond for tho amount or premium on gold,
payable In itrce mouths, ir lhe Supreme
Court sh'tiild not In tho meantime overrule
tbe doctrine ol Hepburn vs. Gr»wold. The
tbreo, months ended on December 6, 187U On the
1st ol May. 1871, in tbo caac of Fox v*. J.C0, lb*
Supreme Court hold that tbe "Legal lender aci'1 *o*
couitituiional aa woll la relation lo contract* made I
beiore tin pssange aa lo ihono subsequently inuda,
thereby overruling tbo decision in Hepburn vs. (iris-
wold. On iho lftih day of *ay, 1S71, till* action was
begun. Tbo delenco sot up the action of the Supreme
Court in tbe latter eu»e, una also claimed thai tbe boud
wag a mere bet or wager, and void aa against public
policy. lhe case w»* brought to trial iu the April
term ol tb« Court of Common fioaa, lielore Judge Van
Brunt, without a Jury, and no yesterday gave hia deei-
¦ton in iho case, following tbe rule ol tbe Court ot Ap¬
peal* in Woodruff v*. Woodruff that tbe plaintiff s en¬
titled lo recover on the ootid sued on. Mes-r«. Hudsou
Hid Strati* appuarvd lor plaintiff, and Messrs. Nile* an-J
Day ley lor deienJani.

In the Msrin* Court, yesterday. A Judgment lor money
bad been obtained by hue en Dubernet against Hobcrt
t, Clydo. an oxaminer in ibe Appraiser'* depsrlme.i
la tba Custom House, aud In proceadluis supplemen¬
tary to elocution aa order was mad* tor tba oxaiaiua-

i

Hon of Samuel 0. Ogden, au auditor iu Ibe Custom
fiouao, who il waa alleged bad money of the Judgment
debtor in bia hands, aud who waa injoinod from part¬
ing with IL Notwithstanding thta injunction Mr. Ut¬
ilen drew bia cluck la the usual course ol bia datlea lor
a month's pay due to Cly^«, and tba latter drew tbe

money Irotn tbe Sub-Treasury. For tbla act on the

l>art ol Mr. Ogden tt wua sought to punish bim lor eon-

tempt of Court in having paid bia salary to C'yde in
violation of tbe injunction. After reciting at consider-
alde length the decisions of tbe l:nitel State* Supreme
Court aud the State courts in parallel cases, Judge
McAdam held that neither on tnuane pro-
cess or 1'iual Judgment Is money lu tbe
hat ds of a tinted .Stale* olllcer* as the
disbursing uflicer of tne government. liable to be setted
or cnjoiued. Tbe Judge concludes bis opinion as lol-
lows:."Ogder was neither tbe custodiau of tbo money
nor tbe debtor of the delendant; be wan tbe disbursing
agent of Uie government, acting under art'cle 1,007 of
tin* customs regulations ol tbe Treasury liepartiuent,
which, among other tbiuga, provides ihattfisbursing
ollicera must not recognise or accept alignments,
translers, hypotbecstlons or dralts upou the compensa¬
tion of )>ublic officer* aud emplnytit, nor upon any
other claim or demand against the United states; nor
shall they regurd any legal process for the attachment
of tuonoy in their hunus, the proper judicial authori¬
ties having decided that pr>>ce»s In not lawful.'1 Tliese
regulations dcilued the ottkcial duties lm|>osod by the
government ui«m Mr. Ogden as Its employe, and (ho
drawing of the check by bim upou the Assistant
Treasurer ol the United States was an olllclal act he bad
a legal right to perforin without making himself liable
tor contempt ol Court. Tbe motion to punish lor con¬

tempt Is thereloro denied.

IIGHT OF AKllES'l" NOT WAIVED.
In February last Thomas W. Fletcher was indebted

to I* W. Coutant in tbe sum of about $1,600, suit lor

which was commenced In the Murine Court, aud an

order of arrest granted against Fletcher on the ground
that tbe debt bad beon contracted by a misstatement of
laets on bis iiart A compromise was then effected be¬
tween tbe parllM in relation to the rnaltor of arrest,
tbo plaintiff consenting to act as dofendaut's bondsman,
and tho deloudant agreeing to pay lo plain till'a lawyer
$130 costs, aud give to plaiutifl' notes of a third parly
for tbe amount of tbo cliitu indorsed by bix (defen¬
dant's) wife. These conditions being fullillcd, tbe suit
was not then prosecuted lartbor, but was never for¬

mally discontinued. A lew days since, the note tailing
duo and not being paid, Mr.. Coutant surrendered bis
principal aud debtor, and the latter him rearrested on
tbe original order, uelore Judge McAdam in tbe Ma¬
rino Court, yestorday, a motion was made on bohall of
the delendant to vacate the prurcut arrest, on the
ground that plaintiff, In taking tbe new nolo, waived
tho original cause of action and the right to arrest
associated therewith. Plaintiff's theory, in opposition
to tho motion lo vacate the arrest, was' that the uoto
was only takon as collateral security lor payment of
tho original claim; that plaintiff thereby waived nono
of bis originul rights in tho action wherein the order of
arrest was granted, but merely agreed to *tay the ac¬

tion aud graut forbearance to delendant until this cut
lateral note should mature, mid that that note not being
paid at maturity he was at liberty to then eulorcu tbo
original ordor of arrest. Judgo McAdam held tbo cir-
cumrtancof to Indicate that plaintiff bad not released
bis original cause of action or changed it, nor was his
right to arrest waived or discharged, lie thcrolore
dented tbo motion to vacate tbe present arrest, but
without costs and with lenvo to delondant to move
on affidavits to sot aside the original order or urrest by
conteating the grounds on which it wus granted.

TRIAL OF LAWRENCE POSTPONED.
The Lawrence ease, sot down for trial yesterday

morning In the United States Circuit Court, beforo

Judge Benedict, unexpectedly encountered a fresh
c&uso for delay. On tho oponirg of tho Court District
Attorney Bliss, addressing ills Honor, said that, owing
to the absoncc of social counsel in tho ease oq tho
part of the government, ho was constrained to auk for
a lurther postponement of the trial, and tnat It bo sot
down for iloriday noxt. He regretted to bo compelled
to make this application on the part of me prosecution
but tlie engagements of his associates specially om-

ployed ou tho case were such that thoy could not pos-
sibly bo in court beforo the day named, Monday next.
Trio Court ordered the case to stand over. It Is under-
stood that thero will bo no lurtlior delay In bringing on
the caso lor trial. Lawrence's special counsel were
also absent. Tho aocusod was brought from Ludlow
stroet Jail by tho Culted States Marshal. Ho was no-
companiod by his son. Several of his friends were
also in court.

the alleged pollock frauds.

Tho trial of l'ollock was set down
for to-day, but aftor conference with counsel It was de¬
cided ttiai the trial should not be called 011 till alter ilia
caso of Lawrence shall bo disposod or. District Attor¬
ney Bliss thluks the Pollock trial will not occupy tho
Court more than throe days. Tho defence has employed
eminent counsel, and next to tho Ltwrcnce caso it will
t'lke precedence in Importance in tho many government
prosecutions now waiting trial in tho United States
Circuit Court.

or tho sureties being from Brooklyn. The amount of
bail id the caso Is llxed at $20,000 V. o. Boyd of the
firm of Boyd k Hill, was notified by the District Aitor-
ney a lew days ago that his bail was not stiilicicnt, and
that he must pertect It, but, yesterday, on nuking his
appearance, tne District Attorney allowed him to go on
the ball originally given by him.
