JAMES MUGFOREL.

PATREIOTIC BREJOICING AT CAPE ANN-EONORING
THE MEMOEY OF CAPTAIN MUGFORD—AN AD-
DHRESS BY DR LORING—INCIDENTS OF THE
REVOLUTIONARY WAER REVIVED,

Manneemeap, Mass., May 17, 1576,

This bay been n day of geveral and patrivtio rejeicing
| for Cape Ann snd, beyond all, a day sacred to the mem-
ory of James Mugford, u captaln of one ol the com-
panics in the Marbiehead Marine regiment and one of
the most brillinnt and learless sonls the Revelution
brought 1o tae froat,

Oue hundred years ago Captaln Mugfond, & young
man of Marblehead, bred to the sea, was impressed on
board the British frigate Lively snd subseqoently traus-
| Terred o a sloop-ol-war, thou lying 1u the harbor of
thia town. HReleased alterward, st the reqoest of his
wife, bie had in the meautime ascertained th ¢ the ar-
rival of a ship Joaded with powder and supplies was
daily expecied by the commander of the British
forces.  He then conceived the daring project of al-
tempting its eapture, and obtaining command of the
Continental eraiser, Franklin, sailed frow Marblehead,
with a erew of twenty-one men, He soon encountered
| the Hope, a British siilp of 450 tons and six guns, aud
although the English fleet lay but a few milles off he
overcame the erew and wok the prize with its valuable
cargo of supplies and m Into Boston Harbor,
| Patling w sea again he was altacked by thirteen
| launches from the British fleek and durioe the en-
| counter be was killed. His body was buried In great
| state ot Marbleheadt, but his resting place is not known
to-day. leisto the memory of this man thal the
monument st Marblehead has been erected and It s to
recall in n measure, and appropristely comumemorate
his gallant exploit, that the day was set apart for
special services of u patriotio character.
