THE LODGING HOUSE QUESTION.

The attendance this morning, though not c« |»rgo as

en Saturday, was aull very lair Irom tho openmy of the
*«te« until noon, when It rapidly Inet eased, and by two

.'clock the avenues were ouco agaiu tbrooged with de-

Hfbled visitors. The .ul'. ray* were uncomfortably
.arm throughout the greater portion of the day, but
the cjol, bris* breeze, which, lad«n with the spring
aroma of the budd.ng lorestsof the park, swept over the

grounds, was dolicioualy refreshing, and tired and heated
pedestrians found Immediate relief in the few shady
retreats which dot tho enclosure, while large num¬

bers were attracted to the romantic dells of ibe Laos'
Uowne Ravine. The buildings seem to bo all well vrn

tilated, and at no time did tho temperature in tho 'me-
rlor become In tho slightest degree uncomfortable. U
was particularly noticeable that a large pro, onion ol
the thousands of visitors at tho grounds were strangers,
many ol whom came to the city on Sunday tra;ns, while
others, living at a less distance from tho Centennial

City, arrived at au early hoar, and, alter remaining on

the grounds until lato In tho uftemoou, returned to

their homes In the evening. The fact that Philadelphia
was uot very largely represented may bo easily ac-

sounted for when it is remembered That nearly all tho
visitors of Friday and Saturday wero from tho city and

Its suburban towns. Tho report that the restaurants
»n tho grounds wero charging exorbitant prices (a ro-

port, by tho way, only truo in curtain instances) hud

tvidently boon widely circulated, for its elloct could
be seen yostordny in tho large number of lunch bas¬
kets, ratchols, &c., carried by lamilios from out of town.

AN rXniSCOVKKED COUNTRY.

Comparatively few of the visitors who succeed In

tearing themselves away from the myriads of attrac

tiouo which claim their attention on their tour to the
northwestern section of tho grounds aro able to rouch
Agricultural llall in time to give it moro than a insu¬

rance before the hour lor leaving; and
*s those who go direct to tho building
leldorn find . their way to the eastern cn-

trauoe, tho large portion of the grounds lying
10 the northeast or this building aro unknown to al1
whose duties do not compel them to mako that section
of the enclosuro a visit; yet thero is to be seen half
dozen very Important buildings on which work ha"
progressed so rapidly as lo bo well worthy of minute
examination. Directly east of the hall Ib tho hotter
and Cheese factory, which soon goes into operation
The hall where the various process* s of packing and

preserving iruits aro to be exhibited Immediately
adjoins this, and not far from it is tho
boilor house. Tho wagon annex to Agricultura1
Ball will soon prove un Interesting and instructive
part of tho oxhibitioii, and the ornate Tea aud CoHee
Press Building, only a few steps distant, promises to

b«e"mo a leading point of attraction so soon as the
walks in tnat portion of the ground are pluced in good
condition. Tho Brewers. Building, northeast of Agrl-
sultural flail, Is finished. and in a day
»r two tho whole operation of manufacturing
tho favorlto Teutonic beverago can bo examined at

leisure by all who may take either a personal or gen-
eral interest in the subject It ir probablo that these
structures will all be completed and ready lor exhibition
at about tho s»mo«:uio, and as work on tho paths and
avenues which will traverse this portion of tho grounds
has already been commenced, thero will soon bo
opened to^ regular daily visitors what will seem

like an entirely new exhibition. Although iu

Agricultural Hall tho exhibits aro not fully in order, Its
rariod attractions already arranged should claim a

touch larger share of attention than is now accorded

Ihem, and this would certainly be the result if visitors

appreciated the extent and variety of articles includod
in tho agricultural department Besides tho agricul-
hiral products, such as cereals, plants, esculent

regotablcs. horbs, seeds and fruits, and tho ma¬

chines and implements used in tho culture of
these, thero are full displays of forest products, such
as timber of every possible variety, trunks of trees,
ship masts, spar.*, lumber, ornamental woods used in

Securating, such as veneers, mahogany, ebony, 4c,
These are shown by several uatious In both their orig-
Inal aud manulactured states. a full and very
Hno collection of land animals, horses, mules,
hornod cattle, .tc., uiauy of which aro very
artistically represented, is also exhibited, with a larco
display of marine animals, proccssos of fish culturo
and apparatus such as line nets, mammoth seines, bas¬
kets, Ate. The department of mineralogy, geology and
zoology, In tho western section of the building

Tho ijuestlou or procuring accommodations In Phila¬

delphia is at present a most important one to strangers.
This is a question of evon groaier importance to Pbilu-
dclp.iia In-rsell (which ciiy, in those days, moans the
Exhibition) iban to strangers, because the amount
of receipts depends upon whether accommodations
shall bo reasonable, especially to men of moderate
melius, lor It is Irom such lhat the greater part of tho
money is to come. Itich inenuro scarcely interested in
tbe matter, l'bey can easily lind places at the hotels,
nor will they much care whether tbe terms aro $a 50
or $5 a day. Tbe greater portion ol this
class cannot stay long; businoss, or perhaps pleasure,
will soon tako them elsewhere, and It is found that tho
average time of their attendance does not exceeds
week. Of course, they will coino ugaln, and, likely
enough, several times duriug ttio season, bringiue
their lamllies and taking a languid superficial view of
tho objects presented; but the total nnmber of all
these, considering tbe needs of the Exhibition, will be
Insignificant.

WHAT IS NEKDKU
before nuything else is thutj there shall be accommo¬
dations lor common men at a cost not exceeding $1 50
a day. or less, if possible, since this class embraced
numbers, and the uduiittauc.H paid by a blacksmith or
farmer is Just as good as that paid by a man worth
a million; while, if the conditions are tavorable
tho poor man will enter tho gates much oftouer
than tho rich man, and, so iar as the show Is con-
cerned, ho is the better man of tho two. It was sup¬
posed that what is cnlJod tho "Granger Encampment"
would supply the wunt Indicated, but now It is reported
thai the terms will bo uot less than $2 a day, which is
decidedly unsatisfactory.

On all
incoming trains the anonts of this organization mako
ilieir appourance, scattering circulars broadcast, aud
the sum of the information given Is tbnl tickets
aro sold there on tho tram aud iu manv other placos
which are good for board and lodgings at $2 50 u duy.'
The board, however, does not Include dtnucrs. Tho
other day a uentloman coming irom New York aud
well acquainted 4n Philadelphia asked tho
agent why such prices wero charged and
why lower rales wore not offered. Since
lie well k-new that they are doublo what
they should be. "Oh," said the agent, "if one is ac-
quuintrd In the city ho certainly ran do bettor, but
strangers cannot".which is confessing that 'this,
agency is "taking tho strangers in. " It is to bo said
that the accommodations are for tho most part
good, us they are oflered by hoarding house keepers
und residents who have not been in tbo habit
of taking boarders, but, in view of the great protit of
Keeping people at tho rate of $21) u week, they wero In¬
duced to open their "hospitable" doors, and thus It is
true, us alleged, that 10.000 doors aro opened. The re.
suit so iar is Dial only an extremely smnll fraction of
tin? rooms otiered have been engaged, or with
reference to which even inquiries have been
made. It is to i«o noted also, as uu
instance or the grnud ideas thut prevailed about tho
time of the opening, thai board aud lodgiugx wero
offered in Lancaster uvctttic at $22 a week, aud it w.,s u
condition that there should be fiom two to eight, aud
oue case is stated or twelve, beds in a rootu. l'no 'wiud
is now well out of these airy expectations.

able boarding houses, giving only breakUst aud sup.

And now. though tho Exhibition Is
well advanced and there arc onoutth interest-
lug objects to keep a miin busy a month, theso
boarding houses h.ivo scarcely inero gnosis than
they h.-.ve hud on the average for years, and tho
bouses recently opened wait lor guests. Many ol the
larKO hotel'" near the grounds, which should bo
crowded at this time, present loug rows of waiters.
even in the middle of the diyy, In their white nprousi
.lanuinif idle and looking eagerly at passers-by.'
Happily, this punishment is richly deserved, for
they opened ibeir houses by furnishing for cofTee what
g< es under the 11.1110 of "slops," and no man drinks it
a second tune. This is a subject thai needs dwelling
ou a little, and it is to be said that tho ureal majority
ol men who visit tins Exhibition, ihouitb belonging
to the middle class, are mi the habit ol having good
coflceal home, ibe> know exactly what it costs, and
there is no kind of use in Philadelphia trymii to nass
oil on them a bogus article.

Tho best locality to
search, in v rw of the l«ct that one would naturally
like to be In the city, ik between Twentieth and Sixth
streets, with Chestnut street in tho centre.
luyin: no attention to tlm street, ror prices
00 'l »r'' everywhere dour. One good way
is to take u room, and single rooms well
luraishe t can, ut this time, tie hud in ul tindance at
$4 u week. Two goiug together will puv ubout $«! a
W"ek, and often there will be iwo beds. Meals ore to
lie had ut eating houses si a cosi not exceeding $U to $7
u ween. Some eating liouso en/age to lur-
nisu two meals a day al $.> a week
but tl'eir bill of in?e Is not varied. Tho
best way, however, lor home fieopid is to soelf regular
board, us tho food is hotter cooked aud n give* better
satisfaction.Indeed It is more liealthlul.

Tbe long agony Is over, and the Faulkner-Regan
crew Is victorious over the City Point lour, and will
represent Massachusetts In the great Centennial aquatic
eonteat at Pbllsdctpbis. After the foul which was de¬
clared in tbe race on Saturday, U waa decided that
tncre ahoold be another trial tbU morning,
and although the race wag set down at the ruatlo and
early hour ot nine o'clock, there waa nevertheless s

crowd of over SO,006 people present to witness the con¬
test over whleh there has been so mucb excitement and
eager anticipation. The weather and water were most
auspicious, and, fortunately, the race and everything
connocted with it passed off In the most aatlslactory
manner.

Both erews were loudly cheered by their Mends

wnen they made their appearance, bnt It waa dear that
the public confidence waa atrongeat In the crew which
finally proved victorious. At about Bh. 35m. they
both camo down is lino and wore soon in position.

A FALJU STAJtT.

Tbe City
Pointers had to back down, and just as they reached
tbe mark and tbeir oars were oot of the water tbe
word was given by Mr. Lorlng. The bow of the City
Point boat was not in good position, and when the
word was given in bis baste he unshipped his oar. The
Bostons were all ready and made a magnificent start,
the pewer of their stroke and tbe misfortune to tbe
otber boat sending them half a length nearly to tho
Irout before tbeir opponents got solidly at work.
The boats had been duly separated, and tbe
Bostons' seemed Inclined to keep far enough out at the
first of the race. At tbe end of the first minute tho
City Pointers were working well with an cffoctivo 42
hiroke, and the others were pulling 4a Both crews
were taking and leaving the water clean, and rowing
In their respective styles, as described In the
Hbrald's account of Saturday's race. The grace and
power of the Bostons' stroke was remarkable, tbe
blades of tho 11X and 12 leet sweeps going welt back,
cutcbiug tbe wuter square and without fuss, goittg
tlnougb tho water without a jerk as lar as tbe pur¬
chase beid strong, then feathering and recovering
steadily, and at about tbe «»me measure of
tho dip and pulL The men moved In splen¬
did fortn, and showed what can be done by
long training together. It would buve beun a disaster
Indeed to tbe Bostons to have started tbe raco
two weeks*ngo without'their old stroke, Reagan, for ho
Is a tinished oar, though perhaps not as graceful as No.
£ lu a word, mi professional crew that has been on
tho Charles for the past ten years could bo compared
with tho Bostons in the graco and style of rowing. Tho
City Poluiers showed a lack oi experience iu com part-
son with their competitors, but, athletically speaking,
they are superior; tbeir stroke was exhaustive and
their ondurance was therefore happily appropriate.

the speed of either boat had not vunod a foot. The
City Pointers kept cool and worked liko beavers, and
at tho end of tho fl.-st three-quarters ot a mile tboy
slowed tbeir stroke to 89 and the Buttons bad dropped
to 37 to the minute. The latter changing first gave tho
Pointers a foot or two, but there was then little more
than tbe third of a length between tbe two prows.. Tho
Bostons seemed all the time to have a fooling of great
reserve power, and this was shown later in the raco.

In, making tho turn tho
Boston* gained very much, and when both wero on the
course again for homo they were too open lengths
ahead. They did not rush away but settled solidly
to their work at a thirtysix stroke, and the City
Pointers did not 'seem disconcerted, for they actod
coolly and came down witn a 30 stroke too, Tho latter
crew looked tired and little incllnod to a spurt, wbllo
the liostons scorned very fresh and rowed liko a crew
out Tor practice. Tbo City Pol n tors wero evidently de¬
termined not to get excited, and although, tbe leading
boat was opening on them gradually they did not re¬
spond to the cries of tho people on shore until down
below tho pump, when they quickeued up
to 37 and then 38. All this time the
Bostons wera jogging along directly In
front of tb% Pointers, but so far ahead that their
back oars did not atrect the latter, and instead of in-
creasing the tiino of their stroke, slowed it to thirty-
five. Their movement with stroke was splendid and
their exhibition was greatly admired. Half way home
tho Pointers made three deviation.* from a straight
line, which lost ihetn all of two strokes, but they kept
pluckily at work und lollowed on as last as they could,
and making very little fuss. From Dartmouth street in
tho Bostons, then about three lengths ahead, Increased
their stroke to thirty-six, and added a trifle to
tbeir lead. Nearer home the Pointers made a final
rally and the Hostons quickened again to 40 strokes to
the minute, the samo as tliey went away with, and in
Just 20tn. 90s. from the time the word was given
they crossed the line. The City Pointers at ft 36 rate
came In 13 strokes thereafter. The timekeepers say
that the last boat was In in 20m. 40s., but as their rate
of stroke was 3d, and they only pulled 13 strokes after
tbe Bostons fiuished, thero must he some discrepancy
Uptime.

Wheu tbo number of
oulisted mec was divided by the numl>er of officer*
there were lour mon to one officer. This was dispro¬
portionate. In other words, the naval torvlco was top
heavy. It was with a view ol economy as well as of
efficiency that tho Committeo on Naval Affairs made
this recommendation. The proposed reduction of pay
averaged leu per cent, which would coumrin to and
harinoin/o with the reduction made by tho House in the
pay of army officers. Hie amendment was reported not
iu hostility to the naval service, but to make the pay
VI'the officers of the navy correspond with that ol tho
olliecrs ol the army, grude for grade and rank lor rauk.
He believed that that would be just alike lo the navy,
tno army and the people.

He wauted
tno House to realize the Importance of
tho proposition enl then to tako tno respon
sibtltly of acting on 11. li »»» tuo
Urst time that tho question had come up sinoe the grc.il
war ol striking ut one ol the military establishments ol
the country. The people bad but one way ol reward¬
ing the brave officer* who hid distinguished themselves
iu the laic war. U was uut by euuobling ibetn ; not by
makiug ibem grants ol land or money, us in other
countries; but tbey crouted lor them aduilral.-hlp* snd
rear admiralships, and the pay lor th-iso ranks
had been uxnd commensurate with like
ranks in oilier countries. On tho naval
list proposed to be struck al by the amendment were a
Porter, a Rowan, a Havis, a Rogers, a Worden ol the
monitor, aud a dozen others. These men had had
their pay fixed ut a r.»t" higher than that before the
war, largely iu consiueration of their services, and now
II was proposed to strike al them;lo laku front tho
sdmiruls *3,u00 a year, und to reduce the pay of
rear admirals, couiinodoros, captains, ,tc. This was
the only way in which these men could bd struck al.
Tbe geutlieina 'irom Tennessee (Winithorue)
bad not yet had the hardihood to
propose dismissing theio gallant men
Irom service and sending them out with nothing to live
upon, but so lar as bu dared he proposed io reduce
llieir pay. The pay of the American uuvy officers lo-
daf was entailer than that of the officers of any other
navy; besides, tho higher officers iu other navies were
allowed lor the expense ol exerelsiui: the duties of
hospitality, a Itrilisb admiral having (8,0O0a year al¬
lowed him lor that purpose; but American officers had
no such allowance. I he men who commanded fleets in
tbe American nsvy were m«n whom tbo |<eo|da bad
been tutigbl by lour years' experience to regard and
venerate. All of them were piuched to live at tbeir
present rates of pay, snd it was as Itnpossiole
lor a navy officer to suve money ont ol his pay
as for a clerk in ono ol the departments to do so.
This nintioii, to strike ut tho American navy, bad not
come from the Committee on Appropriations. That
committee hud done certain things which ho could not
commend, but It bad spared tbo iwo establishments of
tbe army aud navy. He believed that the American
people did not wisfi to see struck down thoso gallant
men, to whom tbey owed so much.

Ur. Mili.8. (delu.) of Texas, a member of tho Naval
Committee, moved an amendmonl to tbe amendment,
allowing a longevity pay of len per cent additional lor
every live years' service lo naval officers below iho
rank of commodore.

« _ iMr. lUxrouD, (rep.) of Ohio, a member of the Naval
Committee, opposed Mr. Wlulthorne's amendment.
Ho regardod as a most reprehensible system of legisla¬
tion the tacking of such a measure u> an appropria¬tion bill. It attacked tbe entire navy, not only »e
pajr ol Its oUlcers, but the character ol tbe service tlMll.

The effoct of IImM be to drive out of the navy the
men wUo were atoat worthy to be In It, and to leave
the drone* (If there were any such) m it

Mr. Wuittiiohxk replied to Mr. Halo, and declared
that be bad aa much pride aa auy than la the achieve
menu ot tho gallant leader* of the navy in the lata
war. lie paid a high tribute to the heroism of Porter
and Kuwau, who are living, and to the memory ol
Cualiiug, who la dead, but he would pay them no
higher tribute than be would to the gallant leadera of
th« army. Aa to itua being the ftrat assault made on
cither branch of the luilttarjr service, the geatlemaa(Mr. Hale) forgot that the liouee had passed a bill this
session reducing the pay ot army officers, and he dis-.
claimed beiug actuated by any stniaier motive. He was
legislating tor the whole country; lor the taxpayers,who were burdened down; mad be did not believe It
Just to them to have oae officer for every lour men In
the service.

Mr. Randall, of Pennsylvania, expressed the opinionthat but tor tbe veneration entertaiiiod lor the armyand uavy, the number of officers in both branches
would have been reduced.

He
repudiated, on behalf of hU constituents, the idea that
tho people demanded this blow to bo struck at the
navy any more than they had demanded It in regard
to the army.

Mr. Baxmxo repelled a remark made by Mr. Hale to
the efioct that the bill for the reduction of tho pay of
army officers bad been rushed through U>* House
without any opportunity for discussion.

Mr. Hai.k quoted from the proceedings of the lata
Democratic Convention In Uhlo to shovv that a resolu¬
tion commcndinu the reform acts of the House had not
been adopted, asd drew from it the conclusion, either
that the gentleman (Mr Banning) did not represent the
democracy ot Ins State, or that that democracy did not
Indorse the action of the House.

clerks In the Admiralty room, four In the Bankruptcy
department and ono messenger; his own
compensation as clerk was $3,600 a year, retained from
fees In the office; after the oxponsea of tho office wen
paid tho surplus went to the government; the salary o<
tho deputy clerk was $2,000 a year; one clerk, $1,350)
two clcrks, $1,000 each; two, $840 each; ono clerk,
$780; one, $730; a messenger at $300, and a janitor at

- $.'>0 a month; tbe other main expenses of tbe office ar»
for stationery; the sourcos of Income are from admi¬
ralty suits, private suits, government snlts for viola¬
tions of revenuo and customs laws, bankruptcy business,
suits tn equity, assessmontsdn bankruptcy; tbe clerk's
income Is from tbe fees which ore fixed In tbe statute;
has foes also as commissioner, examiner and as master,

adapted io the business to be done, but which now re-

other departments. The committee intend to gain as
much information as possible as to tbe existence of ob-

»jec.tmnable old rules sad regulations, with a view is
suggesting remedies.
