HISTOBT OF THE TEKIUBLE CHIMES.BAILING

FROM PORT.SUBSEQUENT SCENES OF BLOOD-

BHED.PERSONAL FIRMNESS IN TIMR OF

DANOER.WONDERFUL PRESERVATION.AR¬

REST AND CONVICTION OF THE MURDERERS.
About sis months ago the ship I.ennio, of Yarmouth,

N. 8., of 950 tons, lay nt Antwerp, in ballast, and want¬

ing a crew Her captain was Stanley IlatQcId, a Cana¬
dian, the flrst mate waa Joseph Wortley, an Irishman,
and the second mate Kicbard McDonald, an English¬
man. At Antwerp a man named Constant von Hoy-
donek was engsged as steward, with his assistant, a
lad named Trousselot.

TDS cbbw.

A scratch crew was collected In London, the mem¬

bers of which (with one exception) were foreigners of
four different nationalities.Greek, Turkish, Italian
and Austrian.

OCT FOX AXKBICA.
Manned by this miscellaneous crew the Lennle

sailed Irom Antwerp on the 23d of October, bound for
New Orleans. All went well until the 31st of Octobor,
with the exception, tndeod, of a marked tendency to

on the part of the crew against the officers. Early on
the morning of that day, bowover, all hands being on

deok, except the steward and h*s assistant, tbo captain
ordered the ship to be put about The order was obeyed
In a lubberly manner, which apparently excited the ire
and contempt of the skipper, who, after tbo manner of
his race, rated the crow in terms more forcible than
elegant, calling them, among other thine*,

"SO 8AILOB8, BUT A PACK OF SOLDIBBS."
This was the spark which kindled the smouldering

Ore of mutiny. l'afcales Caladt*, alias "Dig Hurry,"
whipped out his kntte and struck It Into tho captain's
stomach. Tho captain, who had left both his revolvers
below, turned to flee from his assassin round tho cabin
house, but was stopped by Mattco Cargalis, alias
"French Peter," who stabbed him in the forehead.
The unfortunate man was then finished by Big Harry.

TUB STKWAKD,
who was below at the time, thus describes the com¬

mencement or the tragedy: ."About four in tho morn¬

ing of Ootcber 211 was in my berth, when, hoariug a

noise on the poop, I said to Trousselot, who slept bolow
me,

turn out and see what tiino It is.' The boy went into
tbe cabin, looked at the clock, and, returning, said,
'Conusant, it's twenty minutes post four.' I told him
to bo to the galley and make tho coffeo. lie proceeded
about six steps to go on deck when be found that tho
doors from the companion wero shut, and some one

said thero was plenty ol tlmo betwoen then and eight
o'clock to make coffee. 1 jumped out of my borth and
tried to get up stairs, when 1 found two men.

Cnladis, or "Big Harry," and Leosls.at tbe top, on

tbe poop, Tbe former asked me what I wanted.
They were watching to soe that no one camo

up. Tbe captain, 1 believe, had ordered tbe men to

put tbo sbtp about. Tho braces bad got foul. 1 beard
him say, 'This Is always tbe easo; you are no sailors,
but a lot of soldiers.' There was a rush on the deck,
and I heard tho captain halloo, as if his throat wad
cut." Witness Imitated the sound.a kind of choking
or gurgling noise.
When the #

ran to the assistance of the captain and endeavored to
drug him into tho cabin he, too, was assnlled by *'Blg
Harry," who ran bis knifo into him. The wounded
man ran to the boatswain, put his arms on his slioul-
Uers, and entreated him to save his life. Tbe latter,
however, pushed him off and "Big Harry" ran his
knile threo times Into his neck, thus accomplishing the
second murder. All this took place on tho poop. In
tbe meantime tbe

cniicr math,
who was forward, and who by this time saw tbe ex¬
treme peril In wnicb he stood, took to the rigging and
endeavored to gain a place at security tin the loreyard.
Giovanni Carcarls, or "Joe, the Cook." was now or¬
dered by (ieorgo KaiUa, who went hy tnc nickname of
"Lips," to go forward and Ore at the first mute, but did
not obey the order. "Lips" then took tbe revolver
lrom him, went to the rigging and fired live time*. Tbe
chief ntatd slipped or iowerod himself down to the
deck, when "Joe, tho Cook," twice stabbed the unfor.
tunatn otllcer through the neck with his knifo.
"French Peter" then stood npon him and nearly
harked his bead off. The three officers being thus

which wero thrown overboard, the muraerors having
first taken off tho boots of their victims and such nr-
tielcs of clothing as were likely to prove of use. The
steward and his assistant, on endeavoring to como on

deck, wero prevented from so doing by the door being
fastened. "Big Harry" and "Lips," however, asked
him what be wanted, when ho replied that Lie wanted
to go to the galloy and make the coffee. "Big Hjrry"
answered. ..There is plenty of time Ik fore eight o'emek
to mako the coffee; go down below." H« did so, taking
with him from the captain's room tbe two loaded re-
volvers, which he placed in Ills pocket, in case he
should be, as ho expected, attacked. Tbe crow camo
down shortly afterward, and tht boatswain saiJ:.

"WKLL, WK HAVB ri.MSItSD SOW."
"OhI" said the steward, feigning ignorance and in¬

difference, "what have you llnisbod ?"
"Wo have finished the captain, mate and second,

and now you are to navlsale. We have inude up onr
mind* to go to Greoco. You take tho ship to Gibraltar,
and wo will llnd Greece and take the lioats, remove

everything of valuo out of the ship and sell It on shore,
and yon will have your share."
The steward replied that if he took charge of thd

ship ho should oxpet t them io obey his orders, The
steward accordingly undertook

steward that he did not think they were going to
Greece but to some other part of tbe Channel. Tho
steward, who acted throughout tho entire ordeal with
extraordinary self-possession and courage, told his
susptoious questioner to mind bis own bus mess; that
be bad charge of tho ship and wonld not be ordered
about, and il he did not keep quiet tie would blow his
brains out.

TWO MILT-ION DOLLARS' WORTH OF FABRICS
BOLD YEHTERDAY.BOPBS IN A RBLIVAL OF

THE TRADE.
An auction title of dry goods was bold yesterday in

one of tho storerooms of Messrs. Wright, Bliss Ac
Fnbyan, of Nor. 71 and 73 Thomus street, which is a

very significant event lu tbe annul* of the dry goods
trado of New York, tho iiko of which is not rocorded.
About two weeks ago tho firm above montioned sent
all over tho country circulars stating that a peremp¬
tory sale of domestic dry goods which thoy, as agents,
then hud on hand would bo put op at auction at tlio
rooms of Messrs. Townsend, Montnnt k Co., Nos. 70
and 81 Leonard street. This galo was or¬
dered by the directors and treasurers of
many ot the greatest manufacturing com¬
panies in tho country for the purposo ol fixing
a price for the goods to bo ofTered. For a long time
j'ast there has been no llltlo want of confidence among
tbe dry goods merchants of New York on account of
the instability of prices. This has caused a great ac¬

cumulation on tho hands of the auonls ot the mill*, and
mauy of tbo mlliB havo been compelled to eulpend
work. ,

Id rosponso to tbo circular Arms from every part of
tbo United Statu* sent llioir representative* to this
great sale, and Tor several days past It has heed tbo
chief topic of discussion among the dry goods mer¬

chants. On Monday, however, it was ducofored that
the salesroom* ul Messrs. Townsend, Montant ft Co,
would not Uo suincicntly largo to accomnvodiito 1 ho
enormous number of buyers who had expressed a du-
termination to be present at the auction, so the placo
of sale was changed Irnm l/ooinird Ftroet to tho large
storeroom ol Messrs. Wright, Wins ti Kabyan, on tho
third floor of their building, which run* from Thomas
to buaue street. Tho room was arranged
lor the sale, an auctlonoer's staud hav¬
ing been built near too middle, opposite
to it being a raised desk lor the clerk*, who bad a

lively time of It all <1uy. At eleven o'clock tbo room
was tilled, every dry goods house ol any proinineiico
throughout the Union being rcproscnted. At tho open-
ing ol tho sain tho large salesroom was unable to con-
tatn a majority of tho would he buyers who, even by
dint of pusluirg and squeezing, couid not succeed in
gaining admission to tbo room, iiud a numlier con¬
tented themselves by awaiting on tho stairway an
opportunity to eltoot aa entrance. The crowd nlsa
extended out Into the stroet on the Thomas street side,
filling up the passageway and making It difficult tor
trucks to pass. The attendance at tbls time could not
have been much less than 7,500 persons. Probaolv
10,000 persons v:slted tho room during thu day.
The proceedings were begun promptly by Mr. Wol-

bert, auctioneer, of Messrs. Townsend. Moniant k Co.,
who read tho terms of sale and then Introduced Mr.
llliss. of Wright, Bliss ft Kabyan, wbo expressed his
acknowlegments at iinding so hearty a response to Ins
invitation. Ho said that It was the belief of tno frrra
that thu ttmo had come for a united effort on thn part
of merchants to put an end, if possible, to tbc pro-
longed depression which had cxistod In the market
sinro the autumn or 1873, and tbat "bottom prices"
should bo ascertained, with a view to inducing a revival
of business. To do their part in their line they would
offer tho entire stock of the manufacturers named In
the catalogue with tho hopo »i lorming a basis for
future operations. Tne quantity was really not so

great as it would at first satin to bo, as it only equalled
in amount about the quantity sold by them by ordinary
sales in thrco weeks. ;
Tbo tlrsi line offered was n Jot of Pepperell R. Brown,

In lots ol five bales, and was startod at six conis and
knocked down atsoven and a quarter cents. C. L I.uea
and J. Oreenleaf tt Co. taking tho first orders. Tho
next four or live lots sold at a slight advance, wbiuh
increased the cxcitoment, the good* bringing fair
prices, and tho doinaml bums so eager that tho auc¬
tioneer wits repoatodly obligod to run np tbo biu in
order forcduco the number of those wbo wero anxious
to be served. This animation continued during tho
entire sale, which terminated at half-past six o'clock
In the evoning. Tbo uproar was so great at times ns
to complctoly overwhelm ibe am-tionoer. The utmost
good iceling, however, prevailed. The printed eula-
wgncs which coutalucd the description of the goods.
which, by tho way. uavo out oarly In the day-
noticed only about 0,000 oases of goods, which were all
that wero intended to bo sold at the timolhe cata¬
logues were primed, which was during the latter part
ot last week; but since that time tho Qrin havo rc-
celvod some 3,000 cases in addition, and tbo crowd
evinced such an anxiety to buy that the newly re¬
ceived 3,000 cases wero put up also and went olf as

rapidly as tho llrst Many tn»ru could have been sold
had they been at hand, i'.ilmor plaid cheviot* sold at
9 'jje. per yard; Otis plaid. 10'^c. ; Bales basket, 10c.;
32-inch Ulenooc, loj,c,.; do., another lot. 0c., Ace,
The average prices obtained for tlic goods sold was

entirely satisfactory to the sellers, and they consider
the auction as a vury successful nlfuir. Tho lower
grades brought the best priccs. though all
sold well, excepting a few nndeslrahlo odds
and ends. In vlow of this sale lew lines
of cotton goods havo been sold by the largo
jobbing houses of this city during the past few days,
buttbo importance of this salo will b:i at once con-
reived wben it Is stated that the prices realized yestcr-
day show an average falling olf of only aliont ten per
cent from thn last market quotations. It is estimated
that the aggregate amount brought for the 12,000 cases
sold was in the neighborhood of $2,100,000.

coincided in tho opinion that t|)is sale would have the
effect of equalizing prices and placing the trade on
hard pau. At the same tlmo it would servo to clear
the market of a stagnating surplus by widely distribut¬
ing the same. This would set also to tlx prices llnmy
snd to guide the manufacturers hereafter, so that they
would be more carelul against accumulating an execs?,
which necesssrily overstocks tho market. Frequent
and emphatic expressions wero made to the effect that
brighter trade prospects were Inaugurated.
