MAGNIFICENT AWARD TO FIDELITY.

Three Hundred Names on the
Record of Remembrance.

Nearly a Quarter of a Million of Dollars
Freely Douated.

Names, Length of Service and Amounts
Paid to Each.

For tome lime it ha« been known among the em¬

ployes of Alexander T. Stewart k Co. that Judge Ililtou
was busy investigating the records of the house to as¬

certain the names of those in the service of Mr. Stewart
at the time of his death, and who had been thus for
the periods of ten years und twenty years, referred to
in ihi! letter to his "dear wife."
Of course many claims wore investigated, aud we are

assured that wheuever there existed a doubt as to the
time of service, arising lroui missing payrolls or other¬
wise, and inquiry had to 4>e resorted to, instead, in

.very such case, according to the directions of Mr.
Stewart, the cmploytf toad allowed him the benefit of
auy doubt A lew instances of this kind occurred
where two or three months determined whether tlio

party was or was not entitled, but in oach instance ttio
amount was awarded.
On application for a list of the recipients under Mr.

Stewart's letter, Judge Hilton expressed doubts whether
it should be given out, but dually und ou reflection
concluded that those who had so long aud laillifully
terved Mr. Stewart were entitled to a public as well
is private recognition, aud he has permitted a copy
to bo taken, which wo print below, giving the years
of service, the names ol the recipients and amount

paid to each. Where sums aro paid boyonil the amount
which the years employed entitled the person, it was

because the services of the party were rogarded, for
some reason best known to Mr. Stewart and Judgo
Hilton, as cut.tlod to spocial consideration. Tlio rec¬

ord is called by Jiidve Hilton the "Hull of Honor," and
It certainly is sucn.honorable allko to the long list ol
aames upon it and to the memory of the merchant to
whom they wore endeared by ye;irs of business Inter¬
course. The payment was In every case made by the
check of the flrin ol A. T. Stov-'art & Co. }o tho order of
the party, inclosed in a beautifully engraved note from
Mr*. Stewart, as follows:.

Hardenbrook, in the employ of her late husband, and
presents tho Inclosed check for $5,000, with her best
vishe*.

»nd rewarded; every legacy given by tho will has been
paid and satisfied; the* business progresses as was In¬
tended, nml all moves on in order. Tlio Women's Ho¬
tel, the Garden City Wator Works aud Improvements,
the completion of tho (irand t'nion Hotol at Saratoga,
tho construction of the great carpet nulls at Gleuliam,
the Memorial church lor the merchant's tomb, with
parsonage and school house, all progress silently, as It
were, but, as we aro assured, none the less surely, and
on» by one other measures aud purposes will be de¬
veloped. as time will show.

TBI HERALD IS TBI ROMEE Of KtfD TUBff.

The Fourth of July, 187ft, was made specially mem¬

orable by the Inauguration of what tuay Justly bocalM
a grant revolution Id railroad travelling. The Mwm^
desirous of supplying Ibe Sunday want* of lift nameroui
readers in the country dlstriot* ofNew York Stat*, de¬
termined to ti ratify them at any coat, and the result
was a lightning train ftom New York to Suspension
Bridge, leaving the Grand Central Depot at s quarter
to three A. M. and arriving at Suspension
Bridge at half-past one o'clock P. M. The enterprise
proved a remarkably successful ono. In Barjptr'i
nwkljf, November 37, 1876, a graphic account of the
first trip of the Hskald train Is given, with illustration*,
We reprodnt* the artielo here:.

The experiment of running a (Sunday newspaper train

bntv.-. en New York and Niagara Kail*. a distance of mure
than than 47*) miles, In eleven hour*, tur nine consecutive
Sunday*. «u carried oat successfully last rammer. The
averuge rule or .peed wait about flfty miles an hour, more
than an hour being Inst in stoppages and ether detentions
on the route. On several occasions engine 110, which drew
the train from Syracuse to Buffalo, attained the ajtonlsa-
ing opeeedol sixty five, seventy and seventy-lire miles an
hour. It mast be confessed that the railroad officials at first
viewed this experiment with some feelings of uneasiness and
trephmtiun: but discovering that with stanch engines,
plucky engineers and steel rails there was not the slightest
increase over ordinary dangers of railroad travelling, the
test train became very popular. The first trie w*» probably
the most interesting, as ou It mainly depended the sneeesl
u It1. experiment.

It was on the morning of Sunday, the Fourth of July, the
hour halt-past two. At the Graud Central Depot was gath*
ared a party or ladles and gentlemen, numbering about 100^
awaiting tho opening ot the doors to take their seats on t
train that had just Hacked down on the Hudson River Hall-
road track. Tbis train consisted of an engine. No. 70, with
tender, a baggage car, in which a down men, stripped te
thu waist, woro folding papers and arranging them for tbe va¬
rious points on the route, and also tor the far West, and thers
were also two passenger cars. It was the Inauguration ol
fast railroad travelling as It Is now known on the grand
trunk linos. The experiment was particularly hasardous,
considering the peculiar conformation or the Hudson River
Railroad, so full ot curves, tunnel* and rook cuts. It was
not likely to inspire confidence. even In the most experi¬
enced traveller. An old trriiiled engineer. Captain Nat
Sawyer, was in chariru of the engine. As soon as tbe
IIkk.u.ip wagon had arrlvod st the depot and had depositedits load or papers, for whieh the train was waiting,
in tin liaggnge car, the conductor, Ed Lowery,
swung his lantern. Sawyer pulled tbe throttle valve and the
train started. The long bloused form oi the engineer
stretched along the s»«t on tbe right of the cab, hit dark
eye* peering out into the circle of light thrown forward by
the headlight of the locomotive, his hand on the airbrake

ol a mile a minute was attained.all made up an experienee
which cannot easily bo forgotten by the one that rode on
that eventful morning ou the locomotive.
The speed Inc easeil constantly until tbe lights on ths

rua<t and ou the river seemed to be blended into one corns-
eating gleam. On the platform of tbe rear car sat a news
agent flinging out Imudle after bundle of paper* with unerr¬
ing accuracy. He had to calculate tor the wind ol the
train: otherwise half tbe bundles would have been deposited
in the river.
At Albany some time was lost, snd when the train reached

Syrncuto it was over half au hour behind time. Here were
met Jem Woods and his engine. No. 110. A prettier and
a taster eugine was never placed upon any track. The en¬
gineer, Jem Woods, Is over forty years ol age. and has been
twenty three years in the service of the New York Central
Knllroad Company, lie Is rather shy and reticent, and
thiuks only oi doing hi* duty faithftillr. He is entirely de¬
voted to his engine, and on one occasion expressed his desire
that the Hkralo -train would be at least three-quarters el
an hour behind time, so that he could "give his pet a chance
te show herself."
Ou this Kourth of July he certainly dnroMtftted to aa

alartniug extent the speed of this wonderlu locomotive. He
not only made np lost time but he brought tbe train lnte
Huffaloflvo minutes ahead of his schedale. There were
spurt* of seventy-five miles an hour, during which all con-
versntiou was suspended. Tbe oars swayed, and the current
of air produced by the train seemed Uko a tornado. People
who were walking on the track far ahead did not content
themselves by morely moving aside, but climbed tho fence*
on either side nf the road, ana many a terrified face glanced
at the Hying train from a ditch or a hill beyond the limits of
the railroad. The country people who s mgregated at the
various stations to sea the train flash by were obliged to
crouch against doorways and behind boxes lest tbe wind o(
the train should catch them In its deadly embrace. Une re¬
markable feature about Engine 110 Is, that never dnrlng
the nine Sunday* on which It took the Hb*ali> train from
Syracuse to Hutfalo was It subject to heated journals, whll*
every other enghl* suffered from that complaint. This can
only be accounted for by the perfection of It* mechanism.

THK VAST MAIL.
The example shown by tbe Hikald in rapid transit

has borne abnndant fruit It led to tbe establishment
of the Ikst mall by tho United States postal antboritiee,
the first train leaving Air Chicago on September 16,
and reducing the. time between tbe groat metropolis
and the Lake City to twenty-six hours. Those postal
trains have boon running for eight months, and not aa
.acclaent bos occurred to mar their efficiency.
