Frank Peralio Wins His Seven- &7

Hour Ride Against Time,

A Great Crowd and Much En-
thusiasm Displayed.

Floetwood Prnrk was agaln the ceutre of attraction for
geveral thonsand persous yesterday, who went thither
o witness a second test of the eapacities of the much
talied of mustangs and the sudurance of their Mexican
rider, Francisoo Peralto, The task set him was that of
riding 185 miles in sevon hours, commencing at noon,
baving at Lis command for the purpose twenty -five of
the thirty-six mostangs that lLmve been stabled wt
Fleetwood for some time.  Ho sccomplished the effort
o good form, Ly pluek  and persevering
horgemanship, amid tgsaltoous  exoltement  at
she finish, which found him with jussy two min.
utes to his credit. Probably 06,000 people wit-
nessod the race (rom the stiuds within the enclosure
and hundreds besides contrived to cbtain a fur view
from thoe shaded slopoes on the north, adding by their
presenco Lo Lhe pletaresquences of the scene aml on-
livening the vocadlon by thelr lusty chicers and vociler-
ous npplausa L\urinx the race mo serious acoldent
voetirred, though thero were momonts of almaost wild
excitement when it was learcd that borse and rider
stood In eminent peril, Tho woalher was delighiinl
and the condition of the truek excellent. Before the
start Peralto moved about the little oflice under the
stand, chatting with vurious ipquirers apd smoling with
modest gelfreliance, e was dressed i durk ridiog
\rounsers, with long boots, and bad on o white shirt and
party eolored riding cap.  He loeked the petureof the
good horseman he proved Limesil m the conrse of Lis
long aod trying ride.  There wero only a few hundred
persons present al the start. The borses were stalled
in the ahods 1o tho south of the judges’ stund, shreo
belug kopt contiunally voder saadle i addition to the
poe with which Peralto wiig making the elreuit of the
rack. I'arker, the rider who rode the mustapgs on
the day of the Urak trial againse time, nssigted in pro-
paring the refractory animais lor their work, mving

shom an vecasonal gullop to warmm them for Poralto,
and John Fruvew, anoihor Western man. assisted in
tanming the fighty brutes At aoquarter belore twelve
