Considering the lact that yachting Is ol
hut recent origin in the New England States
it Is as surprising as it Is gratifying to nolo the pro
grass which It is makiug Iroiu year to your. Within a

period of loss than ten years ono or moro clubs liavo
spi ung up in nearly every seaport city and town ulo ig
the Eastern coast, and at no time has tho ynchtiug In¬
terest beeu mora general and growing than It is la ihti
centennial year 04 187U.

Til* EAHTKKN YACIIT t'l.L'H,
although not the oldest, Is still tho principal yachting
organization In or arouud Boston. a:id its summor ro-

gattas and cruises aro always anticipated with eager
pleasure. Thu membership of this club Is but little
short of 3U0, comprising many ol thu loading citizens of
Bosti.n and vicinity, and the squadron comprises about
lllty superior boats, aud additions are likely tube made
to tho members and squadron the present soason. Dur¬
ing the past week many ol the cralt have beeu brought
out Iroiu their winter quarters, and il the line weather
characteristic of late May and oarlyJuuo favors 1876
the waters of Massachusetts Hay will soon he rullleu by
them.

Tho picture-buying public should give tlielr heartiest
indorsomont to the scheme as the simplest method of
encouraging American art by aiding American artists.

Notwith¬
standing that advices wore received and continued to
be announced successively of largo salos of Jamaica
rum yet little or uo impression appeared to bo mad* 00
tho stock. Now tho mystery has been solved.

TUK IMPORTATIONS
into the United Kingdom ol rum by ships from J»-
niulca, which conveyeJ Cuba rum as well, have been
regarded and treated across tho water under the suppo¬
sition that all was tho manufacture of this Island and
havo accordingly been so reported In the trade circu¬
lars. Tho brokers ofTor rum lor salo by samples, and it

might so happou that samples of rum from tho Oral
c>>iuics in Jamaica are placed before a dealer along with
Cubau rums which arrived In the sume ship. The Cu«
bun rum may be accepted in preference, owing to low
price, una tho dealer, assuming that rum from Jamaica
must bo Jamaica rum, places It accordingly in tho mar¬

ket. The inierlority of quality will very soon be dis¬
covered, and serves to confirm a growing impression
that our Island rum is fulling oif In character. The J*>
matca planters are unturally indignant, and a meeting
ol the Cornwall Agricultural Club was at once suu»>

a heavy simulator in Wall street, and frequently had
on <ic|>osit an much as |*100,000, $Tho mistake In rela*
lion to bis account, said Mr. Tappan, oc¬
curred In this way:.Ono of the bookkeep-
era was In tbe habit ol entering deposits
by putting down tbe figures Indicating thenumlierol
thousand* aad omitting the cyphers. On Beit's ao-
count were two entnei> of "16:" and the book¬
keeper, supposing them,to moan $!;">,000, poxtod them
in that way and gavo Bell credit for $30,t*)0, whan h<
wax entitled to only $90. The mist iko was eventually
OUOovered, not bv a special exoert, but by tho recclver'l
owu ciork; and Mr. Bell Was immediately not lied of IU
He seemed to be much surprised, and roi
turned to tbe receiver the sum or $26,000, which
be had received from the firm as dividend. Mr. Tappan
1 lien begun suit against him to recover tbe rematndet
or the $29,070. He owned some real estate at Yonkort
which he purchased live or six ye*rs before, and he
Immediately offered to ban! over hli property, and
c«afes*ed Judgment for the whole amount due. The
receiver eolil the Judgment at auction and bought It In
for the creditors of Howes & Mary, paying therefor
$11,000. The propertv was very heavily mortgaged.
Mr Tappan still holds the Judgment and Mr. Beli'a

note, which has not maiuroo, to make up tbe tall
amount. He says Mr. Roll nevor absooaded, and that
bis visit to Colorado was on business.
