Serious Charges Against .the Shipping
Commissioner,

MR. BLISS UNDER EXAMINATION.

The sub-commitiee of the Congressional Committes
of Investigation on the Department of Justice held ita
seveoth day's seazion yesterday ai the Asior House, all
the membars being present.

Meado that this was unnecessary, a8 they had no res-
son to doubt tho correciness of the stalement.

Kengelh G. White, who for minetecn years had been
Clerk of the Circult Court, was nexi examined. He
was askod Lo suggest any relorms in the practices of
the office which Lis experence mighs dictate, but he
replied that whilo bo was |n office there were mo In
regularities of which ho could complain; he thoaghi,
however, that the commitiee should not take any
wction, as he was led Lo believe thoy were abous Lo do,
i regard to tho pay jurors received, as in his opinion
A reduction of the present compeasation per diem
would be injurious to the public 1nwreste.

James A. Bhields, chief clerk In Davenport's office,
was oxamined on recall to testily sa to his action at
tlie 1aat three clections, whon acting as United States
Gommisstoner, He wns questioned as to the case
of Mr. Jonathan Marshall, who, on an election day,
