Answering Affidavits in the Ninth Avenue and
Sew York Elevated Railroad Suit'

A WD OF WITNESSES FOR RAPID TRANSIT.

Six Years' Fight Over a Check
Certification.

Important Decisions in the Bleecker
Street Railroad Litigations.

The suit now pending between the Ninth Avcnuo
ilr:>ad unil the Now York Klovated Railroad, 111 which

s temporary mjunctlun was granted in the Court o(
C ¦union 1'Iohs, by Judge Joseph K. Ualv, restraining
the completion or additions and improvements being
matin on the Elevated ro'id, has been already noticed
in the Hsraud. When the matter was boloro tbcCourt
a few days since, yesterday was fixed as the time wbeu
affidavits should bo Med on behalf of tho Klovated road
in opposition to those on which the temporary iujunc-
liou was granted against it aud is sought to be con.

ilnued, aud thoy woro so lllod. it may bo staled that
.ho grounds on which the Ninth Avenue Company seek
aot only to restrain improvements 011 the Klovated
road, but also to stop ttiu u.-e of tho dummy engines
thereon, are that the charter iIooj not war¬

rant tho use of such engines; that tho running
* ef tho road impedes public travel 011 the street, im¬

pedes travel ou tbc pluiutltrs car*, and frightens, de¬
moralizes and sickens tho ear horses. The defendant
ou its side assert* its lawful rig'it to the use ol' the
engines; asserts that us road is a great public con¬

venience. and ihai it is not plaintiff's horses that nro

stekene 1 by Uefeiidntit's engines, but plaintiff's
finances that have become ttokened by defendant's
luccessful competition. The substance of defendant's
iHimivits are given below .

Milton Courtright, tho president of tho New York
(C!evaiod Uulroud Couipmy during the past eighteen
months, in addition to Inots already published in tin-

other proceeding against tne company, swears that he
lias been iu almost constant service either as an en¬

gineer, contractor or director of or in connection with
public works for over forty years, mostly 111 tho con¬

struction ami management of railways, and lor a long
tunc lias been a director of several impor¬
tant railway companies; that tor the lust
eighteen months ho lias, devoted himself al¬
most exclusively to the management, super¬
intendence and business of tho defendant's railway iu
said city; tliut he pnsses over its re.ad ulmost dally,
tud knows and is laiuiliar with the property along the
line ol its route Irotn tho Hattory to Kifty-niuta street,
urn! that the same is not diminished in value or luiuri-
ousiy aflocted by tl,o construction or running of liio
deiemtant's ro^d, but, ou tho contrary, the property
along me lino ol tho rosd is, iu his judgment, increased
In vulue, on account of the greater laclllties lor travel
.uppllotl ,by the defendant's road; that the defendant
now runs some sixty trains daily, each way, between tho
Battery and Kiltynintli street, carrying be¬
tween tl,lt;() and 7,000 passengers daily;' that
In order to run the said roml (being only ouo
¦rack), it is Indispensable thai turnouts, sidings aud
twitches should be constructed and maintained to allow
irutns lo pass and repass; thai trains now run at in¬
tervals of about twenty minutes, and that if tbcro
were a sufliclent number ot turnout-, sidings and
twitches constructed along the lino ol tuo road trams
might be run at intervals ol ten minutes, and thereby
belter accommodate the travelling public; thai ll is

necessary that the turnouts or sidings mentioned In
j the couiplaiul 111 this action should be constructed lor
/ Hie u.-u of the defendant's road, and the name are au-

' Commissioners; thai liio distance Irom the sin fa. o

road car windows to the defendant's columns is such
that ihey cannot endanger the lllu or limbs of tliu
passengers in plaintiirs cars; thai delcndatil lias ex¬
pended largo sums ol money 111 and about the prepar¬
ing lor und constructing aud operating ol tho said rile-
vated railroad amounting to not less than $'J,000,00;)

J. A. Cowing, the secretary of the road, in addition
to mnlter substantially the same os that contained iu
the foregoing altldavii of Mr. Courtright, swears that
his roan has been Iu successful operation duriuit the
p.isi three years und more, with progressively increas¬
ing requirements and lucililles; that the public require¬
ments bavu constantly exceeded the facilities at any
given tune; thai said load is not a nuisance but Is a
great and needed public convenleuce, saving about olio
hour daily to all uussengers who ride to Thirtieth
street and proportional!} more time to those who rido
greater distances, lie <b ules that the delciiiiaul's rail¬
road has heretofore intcrerod. or that the new con¬
structions contemplated will inierfore with the work¬
ings or benelicial eiyovn ont of tho plaint iff a suriaco
railroad; thai the operation ol dcleiidant's road and
the contemplated uduions alid improvements to bo
added thereto cuu in uo way interfere with or in¬
jure delencant's road or cars, or passengers or horses;
tliatou the UHli m. t. <|e| oneut, ui one trip irom and to
tUe llattery ou tho said elevated road at midday,
counted 1,iJ1<J horses ou Greenwich street and Nlnlli
av< uue'lo the l'ark and in the alrerts uear lo them, as
follows:.Front the Hattory to Ninth avenue, 4*2; front
tho unction ot (Jreenwich street to the l'ark.

ies.-ed or heard ot the cars of plaintiff being shattered

He domes thai iresh horses cannot tie used
ou piainliil s roid since the use oi uclendani's

or the running ot the cars aud the steam dummy
engines thereon, and that the Mine make bnt little
uoise in passing, pass 10 a moment of time
make no hideous nones and products no per-
replililo shock or concussion; that the |.u*stng of one
of the street car* on New Church street cause# inure
rumbling noise, more concussion on the street way
than do the said trains of cars; that such trains pass
deponent's premises 120 times a day. hut deponent's
horses have shown no signs of trepidation or terror or
uervousuess caused by the u.-c of such road: that they
o not run sway, nor are they (ructions t>v reason

thereof, hut on the cortrary, thi* trains come and go
apparently unnoticed by the horses, though unhitched
and feeding; that during all his observations he has
not seen any horse run away or to-come terrified by
saia trains, nor seen any person or carriage dashe-i
against the columns of defendant's road, or otherwise
injured in consequence thereof, hut on the
contrary, he has constantly seen horses pass
and repass under defendant's ro«d while
in operation wholly unaffected thereby. Stephen I'ell
also uncanceled wl:h the road and a property owner
on Ninth avenue, near Fiftieth street, and also in
lloratio street, swears that his property referred to has
improved in value by reason of the running of the
r.le\ ated road; tnat such road has been of groat service
in contr billing to the building up und improving of
llio Ninth aveuue and has increased the value of prop-
eriy along its route; that no tenant has abandoned a
house on too linn of such road or complained thereof,
nor has ihere been any reduction of rents, and that ho
considers tbo road n great public benclii, the upper
part ot Ninth avenue and tbo streets lying adjacent
thereto bee tilling nioro rapidly populated thereby.
Michael Moloughuey has been it resident of Ninth

avenuo, near the junction with Greenwich siree', lor
nine years past, and has seen the operation of both
roads. He swears that when the Klevaied road was

operated by the propelling cable and stationary en

Rlnes. and the trucks tauie to the leriniuus ol a cable
route, it passed ovor a largo wheel or track enclosed
and nothing less than what may bo called a thundering
sound, (righteutng both horses and people, was the
result; that tbo smoke pipes from the engine vaults
were placed on the street side, and were an annoyance
to the immediate neighborhood and frequent interrup¬
tions to the regular running of cars; that since tbo in¬
troduction ol Hie dummy engines, ilio cars pass over the
road quietly, attracting but little atteutiou, and that ihe
nuuiuor thereof ami of paxseu^era have been lar^ulv
increased; that ho uses horses in his business of "a
grocer, and there are numbers of horses kept in the
vicinity ol the road and within hearing of its cars

iViere'l'v a" 01 l'le,n nro wholly unallotted

Dan el Mahouoy, a property owner on Ninth avenuo
fo.-tbo past twenty yours, swears tho Klovated roa I
passes his houses, which are occupied as dwellings-
that he prefers the present dummy engine to tho
lormer cable and smoke stacks and thundering noise,
Which lilghteued both horses and mon; thai the dum¬
mies now used pass so noiselessly us to bo frequently
unobserved by him, even when he is outside his prem¬
ise.; that the running disturbs neither tho tranquillity
ol his horses or his own sleep, nor has it ever al-

jocted tho Ninth avenud surlu<:o road horses to Ins
Knowledge; that it has increased the value of Ninth
avenue property, und although there arc some vacant
houses thor. as eisowhi.ro in the city none o£ them
have become vacant because ol the road Kd-
ward Bootes, a carpenter, of No. 7 Morris street
swears that many yeurs ngo he bought properly in

esichester county, intending to make a permanont
residence thero. but by reason of the delay in get ting
through the city to tho sloam ears going into West-
Chester county be wag ooliged to abandon that nlnn
and compelled to go to Jersey City lor u resident o
whero ho now lives with his family; that during the
past live years he lias had a good opportunity to oh.
seno tho ollect and inlluencoof the building or ilio
Klovated Kailroad, the operating of tho same and the
running ol cars and engines thereon; that the road
has been increased in strength and durability in the
°'d Paris thereof aud substantially constructed in tho
newer portions; thai the use ol the road has induced
travel on its route, wluch has steadily increased from
year to,year; that bo nas seen thousands ol horses on
the lino of the said street and avenue during that
tune, aud, with low exceptions, they have traversed

DEFAULTING RAILROADS.

It Is a matter of astonishment that the Corporation
Attorney has not pushed the suits or the city against
the street car companies to recover over half a million
dollars in which they are in delaalt Tor license lees.
Suits were ordered to be commenced or the Comptrol¬
ler early in the year, and they wore entered in tho
courts. The Hirald several months ago published a

list or theso defaulting railroad companins, with the in¬
debtedness of each company. The only horso railroad
company in the city that lias attempted to comply with
the I'tw Is tho Sixth avenue line, and this com¬
pany has thla year taken out its license as tbo
law requires, and paid lor it In advance. A search
of the city bureaus and Inquiries iu the courts laii to
llnd that the authorities arc pressing tho suits sgninst
the defaulting companies, and probably th<> taxpayers
will never secure any part of this $500,000 unless tho
Council ol Political Kelorin make the Kubject one of
their Ojihts in the interest of a faithful collection of
the revenue. The lollowing are the amounts paid into
the city by the various railroad companies during the
year.

NYACK'S STRUGGLE.

peremptory mandamus directed to the trustees. Fear¬
ing i ne pei allies of contempt lor refusal to
< omplv with the man late of the Court,
an election was aoct rdingly called; but beloro
.the day arrived an injunct on was obtained
Ironi .lunge Dykmnn at While Plaint, upou the affi¬
davit of David J. Blauvelt, who litis mado tbo most
strenuous opposition to tbc etlorts ol a largb majority
ol the citizens ol Nyack to obtain a vote upon the pro¬
posed question. The motion lor the injunction was
subsequently argued at While Plains by the same coun¬
sel. and the Jndge reserved his decisiou until a lew
days ago, when the motun lor an injunction
wus dismissed. Mcnutime an effort w. s m;:<!p to pro¬
cure the pa-sage of a lull through the last Legislature
to cut the v llage oi Nyack oil from the opeiati'>n of
the present law, so that tbo people could not have tho
right to vote an oppressive incorporation out of ex-
istenee. Tho project fatlo I, however, and
the iniquitous bill died in the House,
having previously passed the Senate. Pending tUe
injunction granted by Judge Dykiuaii, the voters of
Nyack went through the farm oi an election to test tho
sense ol the people upon the question at Issue, and
onlv one negative vote was oast, out of 3< 0 In favor of
abolition. The law will probably now have free course,
recourse to injunctions having been exhausted, and the
probability is that the expensive luxury ol incorpora¬
tion ns realized br tho Nyackcrs will lie totally gtvet

A CHILD BBOTAtXT BEATEN BT HXB AtJKT AND

COCHIN.
Acting on A warrant Issued by Justice Morgan, of

the Gimi Market Folic* Court, Officer Hloodjood, of
the court squad, yesterday Arretted Mary Robertson, of
Ho. 5 Suffolkstreet, and her daughter, Litzio Brsni-
gan, for brutally treating Annie McBride, aged six

years, a nleee ol Mrs. Robertson. Tho cv<o was

brought to the Attention ol Justice Morgan ny
Mr. Alexander T. Gerner, agent ot the Society
lor the Prevention of Cruelty to Children. Mr.
Gerner informed Judge MorgAii that on Monday Sebas¬
tian Braun. a young German, residing on the flirt
floor or the rear house No. 61 Soffolk street, called at
the office ot the society and slated that tbo cbild waa

being continually beaten by the prisoners, who live on
the upper floor ot the house. Mr. Gerner at once
called at the place And began to make inquiries among
tho neigbors, when he found mat tue information
furnished by Mr. Braun was correct. He en
tered the rooms occupied by the prisoners, ana
found tin* woman Brauigan there, with toe cbiM, a
beautiful little girl, with lair hair, Lino eyes and pleas¬
ing feature!. One of the child's eyes was almost com¬
pletely closed, and bor body and limh« wore covered
Willi bruises and sears, resitting fro-i beatings re¬
ceived at the nands other Inhuman relative#. At i'rst ttio
child refuted to say anything In reference to the treat¬
ment she received, but on Mr. lierner ordering the wo.
mnu Braulgun to leave tho room, the little g:rl told the
whole story of her wretched life. She luted up the
Carpet and showed Mr. Gerner a liolo in the floor
which tbo woman branigan had cut with an axo. She
s.-itu that Mrs Brainpan told her if she did not say she
tell into the nolo and so received her injuries she
would kill her. The little child stated that both her
aunt and cousin struck her with log* of wood, chair legs,
the stove pokor, or whatever weapon was near to their
hands. The woman Branigan admitted to Mr. Gerner
that the cniid's statement was true, and begged him
not to proceed against her. When Oilier r Bioodgood
went to tbo house u> arrest the women lie found their
rooms in u most filthy condition and unlit lor human
habitation.
