The trial of Thomus J. Bartell lor the murder of Ann
Hammond, st Harlom, oi theglTih of March last, was
tommenced yesterday wuru .. n the Court of General
Beasions, Part 1, before Recordor Hacketsh, The coart
soom was crowded, and from il pecniwr and mysie-
rions surroundings of the trightivl dued the proceed-
Ings were listened to with decp Interest.  Assistant
District AL y Russell ay od un the part of the
prosecution, upd the prisoucr wus defended by Mr
William F. Kintzing

In opening the cuse Mr. Rlussell called the attention
of the jury to the statute setting forth the varlous de-
grees of marder. He sad that the counta In the lu-
dictment charged: first, that ou the 17¢h of Maroh last,
betweon the bours of two and four o'cloek, the prisouer
at the bar, with dehberate mtent uud premeditatod
design, e¢ffected the death of App Hammond;
second, that while emgugud in the cummission
of o folony be effected the death of Ana
Hammond; third and fourth, that while engaged
In endeavoring to effect the death of Mury Freemun or
poue othier person he effected the donth of the suld
Aun Hummond, Counsel, ln alluding to the history of
Bartell, reterred to s unbappy relations with his wife,
owing to which It wos necessary lor her Lo separate
from bim aud live with hor relatives on Ward's Island.
Mrs. Hummond, ho sald, was a poor woinau, who, by
ber untiring industry, supported her family of live
children, She bad been only slightly ucquainted with
the prisone: st the bar, who had beon Uvieg 1o the
house of Mra. Freoman, No 2,il4 Second avenue, lor
some mouths Mre Freeman, on the day the murder
was perpetrated, went to Ward's lslund, nud ou ker ro-
tury, 1 company with Mra, Bartell, jvund the kitchen
door locked. Alter knockiug for some time for ad-

&lie thought she dotected o pecallar odor, and
lpally entergd thie house through oue of the front win-
dows, and just before opening the door tor Mra Bartell
was struck with borror ab bololding sra Hammond
siretchod on tbo fuor, with her head under a sluk and
the blood sircaming down her face. The two Women
rushed out for an oflicer, and on seeing Bartell st a
toruer he was piaced uuder arrest,

Bartell
bad lived wikli witness and Ler husbaud for about six
months; they never had had any aetaal quarrel, but
he was generally intoxicated, and she often spoke to
Ll abuat his dissolute habile; on the alterncon of the
murder shie saw the prisoner drouk; ho was not very
drunk, but waa under the dnllueace of lguor; the
window in the busement of the house was not bolted,
and could bave been casily opened from the outside;
about ten days belore the marder was cotmnmitted she
romplauimed (o the prigoner about hig coming hiome
arunk, and ¥poko nboat the twee that tuere wore several

rops ol blood in the hallway.
