THE RESCUED FENIANS.

ARRIVAL IN KEW TYORE OF AN “EX-FENIAN
PRISONER—NEWS TO THE 167 oF JaNUARY—

PREPARATIONS FOR THE ESCAPR.

On Monday morning Willinm Foley, one of the Fe
ninn prisoucrs recently confined in Wostern Ausiralin
arrived i thig ey from Quosnstown, on the steam
ehip Wisconmin,  When the news of the escape of tle
prisougrs renched here s fow days ago it was thoughi
that Foley was among the number, but it now appesry
that his sentence expired last Javuasry, ana ho sulled
from Perth, Western Australia, on the 1ltih of shat
month for London. From Londun he procecded s
Dublio, and alter spending o forteight thore went to
his home iu Tipperary, but inding noneé of his friends
there except one uncle, & very old mun, he wenk to
Cork, where he rematned about ten days, when he
started for New York. Ou wrriviog in this oy he

wont to O'Donovan  Roska’s  hotel  and  asked
whore a certaln  ex.-Feman organiger, unde
whose ‘orders he was placed when in Ireland

conld bo foand, and would give po inlermation (o Zny
one olss, Hls whole conauct was a striking, though
rather amusiog, Hustration of the firm hold which the
old Fenian diselpline, aa carrled out among the Irish
soldiors of the Biritish army, still has on the minds of
tioge who were ouce under its sway. On being intro-
duced to O'Donvvan Hosea, Thomas F. Hourke and
other prominent Irish nationalists who happened to be
present when be arcived, e former asked him soveral
questtons as to whore be camo from, and what he
winted with the ex-orguniser, but he would give abso.
Iutely no information till be reported to bis old chiel
and received Instructiens wbat to do and wlint parsons
were safo to spoak to. Him name, his wun-browned
fuce, ig pecdllur hat and many clroumstances aboul
Lils appearance and convineod those present
thut e was one of the Fenlan prisoners, and mapy onjges
inquiries were made coneerning the cacape; bub na
Foley had not heard the news i1l informed of it by
0'Donovan Hossu and his (riends his invariable answer
was thet he would be very glad If 1b was true, bat that
he did not beltevo (b aud Koew nothing abouk i, Alter
some hours’ waiting the man bo sought was found and
brought to where the ex-Britislh soldier and political
prisoner was standing i the midst of an eager crowd,
Altor ten years' separation each recognized the other
jngtantly, though the dushing dragoon was sadiy
changed for the worse, und u hearty greeting lollowed,
Ho was tuken nway from the crowd as soon a8 possthie
and tben the tengoe which had refused to =peak was
unloosed, aud many Interesting facts in conoection
with the proparations for the rescuo wors made known,
The missirg link was found, and a mors 'ntelligent
idex ol the wholo aflalr ean thus bo formed. Tho lel-
lowing is the substanco of Foley's siory, giveun ko u
HxrALD reporter by the gontloman who received ib:—
PREFARING POR THE ESCAPK,

Toward the end of lust November two gentlomen arrived
Ip Wostern Austraiia, and knowing the means, ot onoe
placed themaoives in commuuication with the prison-
ers and commencod Lo (horvughly survey the ground
on which they wero to work.  Fuoley, being on tieket.
ot-lekve at the time, and having just got out of hospnal,
where ho had been suffering lrom hoart discase, was
introduced to one of thom by a (riend, and om vho
strangor giving him certaln information which showed
him what his wai fdu lorstand Was or-
rived at. A groat deai of delicato work had to be done
and avery precaution taken to avold stiraciing the al-
tention of the uuthorithes, but up o the last moment of
Foley's stay in the colony nol the least suspioion wi
aroused. Tho wwo agents each followod u legitymate

scoupation and soted in every way as if going to make
their bome in Western Australia, or bent solely on
wakiug lusting business eounections with the colony,
and so discreet wore their mov and d
that no one dreamed they were nhysbing bul what they
appoared o be. ‘'l asked no questionn,’ sald Foley,
“and IE:BJ' toid mo pothing whieh 1 had potw right 4
know.

‘Toward the clove of the epring of last year all the
prisoners Dot on tokot-of Jeave, nud two ol the men
whio had ticketi-of-leave, were sent (o from the varions
gungs in whieh they had been working through ube
bush and lodged io the principal couviet statiou at Fre-
mantle, Their names were James Wilson, Martin Ho-
gan, Thomas Hassewt, Thomas Darragh, Micoael Harring.
ton, Robert Crunxton nnd James Kolly, lite-sentebced
mon, atd Thomas Dolancy snd Jumes McCoy, whese
tickots-of-louve were revoked. These ware all, with the
exception uf Wiison, engaged in consiructing a reser-
volr within the prieon of Fremantle, which is siluated
on a hill, inlouded to supply waler Lo e shipping in
the harbar.  Wilson was training a horso for the doctor
of thu prison, and this employment sosbled him to ge
out of tho prison  several times esch day
and gave him many lacilities lor perfecsing the plan of
