Yesterday there wore oignty-two
men out frotn the Fifth regiment, sixiy-etjht from the
Twelfth nu'l sixty-one from the Twenty-second. Of
this number ninety-throe qualified at the Qrst ranges,
thirty-eight at the Filth, thirty-three of tho Twelfth
and twenty-two of the Twenty-second. Then the
others played ball with a vigor and application that
would huvo been highly oredltablo if this were a part
or the duty of tho hour. Of the ninety throe who
phot at 300 and 400 yards eleven qualified ironi tho
t ilth, muv irom the Twelfth and six Irom ino Twenty-
second regiment. At the 300 yard* range, where iho
men should kneel while tiring, some lired oil'-hand, and
nt 400 yards, when tliev should fire lying with head to
tho targot, some knelt, some sat and others flre.1 lying
on their bucks with iholr feet to the target, following
are tho scores of thoso who qualified to shoot for
marksmen's badges:.
