B8 bho wanders about these beantiful bills Ands at almoss
every point sometbhing to remiod bom of & bygone cen-
tary, while as bheo gazes upou the quaint old rebics
which everywhere ciaim his attention he cannot belp
but feel that he is standing upon hallowed ground

Thers are but few places In the Siate of New Jorsey
whoere, during the dark hours of colonial history, in.
dividual boroism was Imore conspicuous, for it was
here, In the year 1776, that almost all the male In-
Babitants who were old epongh w shouider » musket
formed themselves into a body of *'minute men,' and,
mrged on by thewr loyal asd devoled families, lor-
warded s communication to Genornl Washingion that
they were ready to march to the point whers their sor
vices were most required.  For this noble and patriotio
motion the Provinclal Congress returned them a vole of
hoartiess thanks.

It was here, Wwo, shat in tha year 1776 were reared
those mills and towers which supplied the Continental
Army with powder and shot; and it was from this his-
foric spot that the forces at Sprivgfield and Trenton
frew their ammunition and supplies shat won for them
A-succession of brillians vigtoriea  Henco this posi-
tlon, 80 Important to the forces under Wasnlngton, It
was the smbition of the British tp attack; bat so
sacredly and systematically was It guarded thas the
enemy were never nble to caplure it

WASHINGTOX AT MORIINTOWN,

General George Washington arrived at Morristown
on January T, 1776, and took up lus winter quarters as
‘whnt was then Known as the Arnold Tavern., The
quaint old building, though slightly altered, is still
standing. I can see it as ] write, just over thero on the
west side of the Green. Its rooms, which bave shel-
tered so many illustrious guesta, have all been irans-
formed into offices and stores, but the generul outline
of its external architecture I8 to-day preity nearly the
®ame as it was a hundred years ngo.

[ slight elevation, lq"l!nt and curlous old building, over
which constautly Hoats the Stars and Sirl This
#truciure s kpown as the headquariers
Wasbiogton, It 18 reachied by o sories of rlnnnl ter-
rages, nil of which are shaded by beautiful wrees, while
the lopmest ono ndé a grand view of the sor-
rounding country.  The house Is of wood, but containg
wvhougl subid timber to buid thres houses ol modern
consiruetion, It was reared in the year 1772, and has
withsiood ibe wind and westher of more han
a century. lts erchitecture In identical with that
@l the oldest houses of New York, all privaie
residences of those days having been reared, sppa-
rendly, afier the same pattern, “The entrance s
browd amd bigh, wod s direcily in the eonire of the
maln structure.  The door I8 of solid oak, and
Is divided in the middle in the old fashioned
#tyle.  They are the same doors that swuug back wide
to Woshingion and the illusirions men of those LUnes,

Near this secretary is & hittle
onken tuble, upon which Washinglon wrole all his
memorable despatches. In the ceutre of the room
thers (s o large round table; which was his *‘recephion
room table,” und there W a enriously wroughit side-
board, which belonged 1o the dining room.

From the army It spread among
the people residing in the town, and never in s hise
tory was the Continental Army brought in contact with
such a dire and dreadful enemy. Doath dally visited
the terror-stricken mrmy, until 205 brave and vailang
mmen were placed under the ewk Ope can
well understand the alarm  of Washington,
3s be beheld his brave tollowers falliug victims to the
fmease, and tho anxiety of the people of the country

A CENTENNIAL CLUB.

THE ANCIENT BSOUTH RIVER OLUB OF MARY-
LAND—AN INSTITUTION FOUNDED UNDER
COLONIAL RULE IN 1742—THE RECORD  IN

BRIEF OF A PECULIAR BOCIAL ORGANIZATION,

Sovrn Rivew, Anu Arandel County, Md.,
June 16, 1874,

Along the public read leading 'n the direction of the
Clhiesapeake a hall nore of ground 18 enclosed by an old
worm lence.
