
Pooling the Pavements and
Laying the Dust.

Sow the Streets "Were Watered
Long Ago.

VHERE 82,000,000 ANNUALLY GO.

There ig urgent need of reform in the mutter of
Sprinkling the streets of this c.'ty. As at present
carried on it Is characterized by want of system, plan
»r method. While soiuo few of the streets are kept
well watered others are only moderately sprinkled,
others abandoned to aridity und dust. It often hap¬
pens, moreover, that those parts of iho city which
seod sprinkling most get It lrs&l, while those that need
It least get it most. It Is not strange that the matter
should stand as it dees when it is horno in mind that
there Is no such thing as a general system, and nothing
ol the kind pretended. The matter of sprinkling any
particular street, us now conducted, Is left to the enprlces
af those who happen to reside or do lysines# upon
that street, and, unless they see lit to do the proper
thing, dusty streets will bo the stauding order lor the
summer.

Till object or sritiSKLixa
is to serve two ends.a sanitary purpose, and to pre¬
serve the curtains, hangings, furniture and interior
decorations of the private dwellings, us well as the
goods, laces and delicuie fabrics in the shops and
wholesale bouses on all the business tnoroughlarcs.
It sprinkling were entirely omitted the anuual destruc¬
tion would amount to many millions of dollars. The
very products or combustion arising irom the chim¬
neys oflactories, together with the dust and other
deleterious substances swept abroad on the wings of
winds, would render business or residence almost im¬
possible upon this island. As sprinkling Is now earned
on, however, It Is one of those lew private institutions,
managed entirely by private parties, which has novor-

passed under the jurisdiction of iho city government.
THE PRESENT PUS.

All the sprinkling is done by the voluntary contribu¬
tions of those who reside or do business upon the
streets which are sprinkled, und tho city government
contents itself with simply granting licenses to those
who may do the work. Wherever u street is sprlmclod
as it ought to be tnc expense of doing it is borne very
unequally by the abutters, as there aro always some

who reluse to subscribe their proportional part; while,
as has been already staled, the Inhabitants of some

streets which are among the drysst In the city do noth¬
ing whatever. The present rrffimr bus lulled altogether
too long, and the puolic is anxiously longing for some¬
thing better to luxe Its place.

US A SANITARY XKAHl'KK.

The watering ot streets as a sanitary measure con¬
cerns not only the occupaiits ol particular streets hut
the whole city. If the granting of licenses for sprink¬
ling the streets be placed in the hands of the Uoard of
Health it would be a step in the right direction, but it
would also stop far short of what is required. Tho
iprinkllngof streets is as Important, regarded from a

lanilary point of view, as the cleaning of streets, and
du re is no reuson why street epriugitng should not bs
classified with other sanitary measures as requiring
the active superintendence of the Board of Health. The
henotlcial eitects of street sprinkling aro no more con-
lued to the particular street which is sprinkled (hsn Is
the benefit o( a paved sidewalk confined to those who
ibui upou that sidewalk, and there Is no more reason
Si saving that the one expense should be borne by the
inhabitants of a particular street than in saying that
the expense ol paving u sidewalk should be borne by
those whose tenements front upon It.

THE QCBSTIO.V or KCOXOMr.

Considered Iroin an economical point of view a great
laving could bu made by Instituting a change and buv-
pig the work performed under the jurisdiction of the
city government. As the contracts are now made com¬

pel Iuon is practicully ruled out. The contractor goes
round in the spring, and finds out how much each
Individual is willing to pay,- but he is the only one who
knows how much his bids toot up. This being tbe case,
no one is able to competo with him by underbidding,
sud tbe result is that the wily waterman is monarch of
ill he surveys. By some It is thought that municipal
management of any such enterprise as street spriukling
£ apt to degenerate into Jobbery, but no serious uppre-
tension of any change lor tue worse need be lelL

HISTORY.
Street sprinkling began in 1S2L This is the earliest

mthcniic date, though no doubt water was much In
nvor with the old-time Knickerbockers But previous
io that tune, it should be remembered. New York
Abounded in rreeks and Inland streams, where the
irastiiug of the thorougufares was much easier than it
Became at a later day. Alter 1821 the water trucks
were filled by tbe operation of un old lashioued double
brake pump, down at the North Hirer, in tbe vicinity
if Chambers street, whore ihc watermen were wont to
Irive their casks, and then delight tbe burning coun-

ii anee of tbe growing city by bathing Its face in salt
(rater.

THE CHOLERA.
But in 1832. when the irighifui malady of cholera

was rauu i all over 11anbat tan Island, llic health au¬
thorities .niagined that sail water was injurious from

. tbe decomposition ol vegetable matter contained in It,
tud ih«w therefore ordered lis use to be discontinued,
tubaliiulitig Irish water in Us place. In *842 Crulon
aa> introduced, and then began u new system »or New
fork, better for the public health iu every particular,. FLCSMXO TUK STREETS.
In 1870 Mr. W. K. Worlben, in an elaborate proposi¬

tion, presented to the Bourd ol Health, ol which Body
ae was engineer, a project provtdiug lor the erection of
two powerlul pumping engines.one at Canal aire-1,
near Broudway, and tlie other at tbe reservoir ia
forty second street. It was to be tbe duty ol these
nigiueatopumpwalerfn.nl tho North Klver through
large mains and brauch pipes and distribute salt water
aver the surface ol the entire city. Over l.ltx) street
hydrants were to l»e erected on the corners (er the fire
lA-partnicai, with which to Uusb the streets.

a vast water power.
It was proposed to make me water thus undermining

the >uy the agent ol a vast water (Riwer, by which
goods 'could be hoisled. ships discharged, engines
turned and a valuable lorce introduced to expedite the
removal ol merchandise, by which New York oouid pus-
less a water power unequalled in the t'nion. I'm- grand
R-bc-oie ol ltie distinguished engineer was dismissed
1»y Mr. Manierre. wbolrealoil tho whole subject as a

Joke. Cuuipctetit authority asserted that the plan was
uudYUbledlv one ol the most practicable ever presented
to tlie public. Its lull development would cost nearly
83 wsi.ooO. but Mcordiug to tlr. Wortbcn s siateuient
the annual municipal revenue would considerably ex-
reed the expenses oi keepiug up the system.

ORJBCTIOXS TO SALT WATER.
Ti.e chief objection to the system pro|«osed by Mr.

WVrtbeu was that salt water applied to i|».- streets may
be deleterious to health or. used to extinguish Urea.

. may destroy goods an i fabrics, being, as tl is, auch an
tui-mv io alt colors. Tbe intolerable condition of the
Streets, fiauglit with us leariul promise ol disease in
the approaching hot weather. Is u subject lor anxious
consideration bv every ciu/eo, aud mo introduction ol
s new system shonid'bs thoroughly tested bclorc it is
amvrrsally adopted.

si RHTITCTKS POR SPRIXKUNU.
Huring tho past lew years emiueut s.intarlsns have

beeu experimenting with a view . liber to procure some
thetuical substitute or to Introduce some agent other
than water by which tbe dust call In- laid and tho at¬
mosphere cleansed anil punned. It is well to premise
that all efforts to supersede wrater have neon iruitlesa
failure* Occasionally some . hytnist nl repute would,
by a grand display oi integers and some mysterious
decimals, attempt "to make a show ol au experimental
romitound, but a briel trial has always proved con¬
vincing.

THE BRITISH ASSiR-'tATIO*.
in one of the sessions ol the British Association held

,It wag proposed not long ago to overspread the sur¬
face ot tbe public streets ol the city with a tbln stratum
at a preparation which would giv" cooitfess to the
rtreets by absorbing moisture fruui tlto ground, thus
sracttoaily accomplishing the same end as it the streetsJTLf. aortnkled with water, while the coolness would tie
ram itaucd.

und the body might be the forerunner ot destruction or
disease.

. UAMI LU.
There can be little doubt that tuucb of the native dis¬

ease existing in this uud the large cities'of America, as

well us iu ibe capitals ot Kurope or ntnoug the vast

populations of Asia, is due to a diseased condition ot
the uiiiiwsphere, superinduced by the putrelactiou of
annual or vegetable matter subjected to the action of
some uudiscoveraOio chemical agent, and, instead of
encumbering the (lavement Willi any lueru lorclgu
bodies, an ellorl should be luaue to remove those al¬
ready accumulated by travel uud Iratllc. '1 his can oiily
be dune by demising uud sweeping, and the pavements
can be kept iu a healthy state, when clean, II sprinkled
oltcu una welL

NOTH1M1 UU WATER.
While thero is nothing to be deprecated ut these

sanitary experiments it is sale to say that water w ill
always command the greatest pualic coutideuce, and
Ibul its simple pro|>ertics are better adapted to street
sprinkling than that ol any other body that can bo
known or mentioned. As the seasou will soon be at
hand when ofloclive street sprlukling will be a matter
ot great service both to comiort and health, the work
should bo under tho suxervunon and control ol agents
only who could insure Its proper accomplishment.

tm'KXKK.vr KINDS OF PAVICKKNTA
There are but three kinds ot distinctively marked

paveuieuts laid dowu in the city.ilic Belgian and olhur
alone jiaveineuls, tho Nicolsun and the asphull. Tho
stone pavements are the best lo sprinkle, because tboy
do not dry us soon as the others, uud because the sur¬

face is riot wholly porous and spongy. Tlie Nicolsun
comes next Iu order. Tho water us suou as it is applied
is absorbed and it has no tune to attract tho dust ol the
atmosphere. The usphall is worse yet. It lusiuuliy
absorns, and being a good conductor from its loose
strutiiicatiuD the heal soon makes vapor of the wutor.
Thus lor coolness the Belgian excels all others.

the water tkucks.
The present system of street sprinkling was intro¬

duced In 1842 with the introduction ol t'rolou water.
'J ho water is obtained from tiro hydrants, ami ouly
such us ure specibed by the Department ol l'ublic
Works can be used, and then the sprinkler must cou-
IIue bitn*ell to the limit laid out by the authorities.
Kuch truck sprinkles its own particular section lour
times a day, uud each sprinkling necessitates the use ol
leu casks ot water, each holding 200 gallons. It Is
tuerelore easy to compute the actual uinount ol
water expended. Kuch cask discharges 8,000 gallons
a day. On tlie averuge about 10,000 gabons u day lo
the mile uro used. Bui it should be remembered 'ihat
but two thirds of tho city are over Bprinklcd. It is esti¬
mate) thai there ure 500 miles ol street uu the uveru s

sprinkled in New York, necessitating tlie useof8,ti00,000
gallons of Crolou water dully, the cost of which Is
>1,200. By regulation the watermen ure required to
pay one and a half ceuts lor every 100 gullons.

TIIK srltlXKLl.Mi SEASON
begins April 1 and closes December 1; but not mors
lliau two-lliirds ot this interval is cousuinad in sprink¬
ling, lor clouds overcast and wot days generally mon¬

opolize oi.a third ot the time. Thero is a great art in

tilling the exact lime to sprinkle, and the practice of
economy iu this regard aesorves lo bo enumerated
among the due arts. Tho proper time to sprinkle be¬

gins m six o'clock in the morning, when the trues sots
out und lays u mantle ol dumpuess over the street.
Broadway is sprinkled in lour bands.that is, tho truck
has to traverse the distance lour time* botore the entire
width is sprinkled. By the tune tho lust band is laid
dowu the lirsi is dry and the operation Is renewed,

now ir FATS.
For all this labor the watermen are compensated by

voluutury subscriptions, iu suuis ruugiug ironi twonty-
tive cents to $1 per week. Hundreds shirk paying even
tills paltry sum, but are still willing to buvc the bcuellt
ol (he sprinkling From $2o to $60 a week is mudu by
tho watermen. It is estimated that the resideuts of
this city spcud $2,000,000 annually lor sprinkling the
streets.

SCARCITY or CROqpN.
The use of 8,000.000 gallons of water dally In a

dry season will form a serious obstacle. Dur¬
ing the summer of 1800 tho Croton was
so low that ttio Health Department forbid its
uso lor street sprinkling. A report was submitted at
tho time that lully established the tact that It was
possible to aeviso an inexhaustible supply ol water
I rout the rivers to daily wash the streets as with a flood ol
rain. Iu addition lo tho other udvautuges ottered was
the establishment ol public salt water baths in any part
ot tho city with but little oxpense.

the last lew days, when secession took placu. Th»
Communists who eo-opersted with tbo movement with¬
drew when it liecumo kuown thst the workmen were
to be scut to the Centennial under French government
control.
