The soft money element also is
well represented in my section Bayard, of Dataware,
begins to be spoken ot.

These gentlemen were nil present at the 8tate Con.

vcution, and were interviewed within a lew hours of
their election by your correspondent as to their per¬
sonal preferences in connection with the St. Louis
nomination for the Presidency. . Although two of them
were before that reported la favor of the nomination
of General Hancock, they all declared tbemselvos
bound by the action ol the Convention to support
Mr. Tilden. More than that tbey would cot

my, except (snd this was said with a unliormity
frhtcb suggested the thought thst they had
already consulted together); that they leit it would

FACTIOUS FIRST WARDERS.

TOT BBANAHANS VEHSUB THE O'COMBOBS.
BATTLE BETWEEN THB LEADERS AMD E»-
TAIKEBS.
The First ward of New York, which la eometlmee

called the Thirty-third county of Ireland, bat wbioh in
reality combines In tho elements ot Its population not
only tbe natives of all tbo counties o( Ireland, but ol
all tbe provinces and districts of Germany aid France,
besides a good mixture of pure Anglo-Saxon, was the
scene on Thursday last of a premature riot.
There Is one block on Washington street, between

Morris snd KecUir, which Is known as the Kerry Block.
Hero, for years, tho O'Connors have held full sway,
and in political parlance they controlled the election
"deestrick." There were Ihreo brothers, known re¬

spectively as Daniel D., alias "Dan D. 0.," "David D.*'
and Jonn D. O'Connor. Danlol D. O'Connor keep!
a liquor store, which is the resort of all the wild youlbf
in tbo neighborhood, and, although nothing ean be eald
against his own chsracier individually, his patrons
were always looked upon as among the worst characters
in tbe ward. Here tbe members of an association
railed the "Franklin".now the George MulierCnow-
der Club.used lo meel and bold bigb revelry

wrru ok without monrt,
as it la stated the proprietor knew ihey would settle
their bills when their business became lucrative. Most
of these young men who drank.in O'Connor's place were
looked upon by the residents of tho ward and lb police
as professional thieves. Daniol D O'Connor, however,
Kept his pptrons under pret.v good control, and while
Henry Smith, Police Commissioner, lived be wee a
power in the ward. Since ihen, however, his name
and bis lama nwindlod, and his patrons left him by
degreos. The Franklin Association split up on account
ol many Internecine quarrel* in It. A namber of
cliques arid tlneves destroyed their usefulness to men-
soites, much to the benefit of tbe community la
general.

tween two flros, nnd lliey retreated as best
they could. In the m£hS«, however, Hbanahan
drew a revolver ana fired ai O'Connor, wounding him
lu me left forearm. Sh.miban then ran into a liquor
store on the corner of Morris and West streets and
inirencbed himself behind tbe bar. Ho firod about
seven shols, one of them wounding a young mai
named Callauan, of tbe boose Mallow.
Kight of the rioters wore arrested by officers of the

Twenty seventh precinct on Thursday night. They
were brought before Judgo Waudull at tbe Tomb#
Police Court yesterday, but were di*charged. because
neither t'apiain Saunders nor his officers could prefer
any s|m-cI0c charge agaiuat them.
The prUoners aro what Is known as the "Stable

<»ang," and are looked upou with terror even by tbe
Inhabitants of the First ward. One of the prisoners,
named Anderson, was arrested last Saturday night fot
highway robbery at tne foot of Dey street and dis¬
charged for want ol ovidcnce.
