The death ot Speaker Kerr was nol generally known
in Washington until the newspapers announced it this
morning. Outside of iLs efect soctally, and in this re-
spect it was received everywhere with profound re-
gret, it started speculation fmimediately as to his
probable successor, and as 1o the metbod of proceod-
ing when Conpress again comes together. Asto the
first of these motters the op:nlon is that the choice of
Speaker will lio between Messrs, 8. S Cox, of New
York, and Milton Sayler, of Ohle. Curiously enough,
the name of Mr. Randall, who wns Mr. Kerr'a moss
formidable competitor, and received the next highest
pumber of voles in the caucus, ia hardly mentioned
for the pince. It i said that Mr. Rapdall is not
desirous now of the honor, The choice would go next
1o Mr, Cox ; bul the Western elewent, which has nas-
sumed 80 much In the conitrol of the House, favors the
selection of Mr. Bayler, who was the Hpeaker pro tem,
during the closing six weeks of the session, Mr
Sayler made an eMeient and ncceptable presiding
officer, The name of Mr. Rlackburs, of Kentueky, per-
baps the readiest debater nad best-posted pariia-
mentarian on the democratic side and next io these
respects to Mr, Blaine, is also mentioned as o possible
candidata.  The recent advent of Mr. Watterson, of
Kentucky, on the tloor of the House has niso brougnt
his name forward for the vacant Speakership,

The question has been asked whether Mr. Sayler as
Spienker pro tem. would preside at the opening of the
eession pext December.

THE VALLEYS LEFT IN FLAMES.

CAMP OF COMBINED YELLOWSTONE Fo
ROSERUD CREEK, August 11, 1874

The columns under Gencrala Terry and Crook met
yokterday at noon in this valley., and will operate
henceforth in union. The southern force left fta
supply camp on Goose Creek August 5, where 1t had
been augmented by the arrival of the Fifth cavalry.
Thq route of the march was to Tongue River, at the
point where the Sioux attacked the camp on June
10 and thence thirty miles northeastward, where
the column turned to the north and crossed the
Panther Mountains to the Hosebud.

A bivouae was made August 8 ten miles north of
the battle ground of June 17, near the site of agrand
Sioux eocsmpment. Next day the great trull lead-
ing down the valley showed signs of the movement
of large numbers of Indlans over [t about a week be-
fore—probably the whole of Sitting Bull's people.

The country west of the Rosebud has been nut-

THE BIOTUX IN THE INDIAN APPHOPRIATION

BILL.

The clauss in the Indian Appropriation bill for the
appointment of a commirsion to treat with tho Slonx
provides that pone of the sums appropriated for the
Sioox Indlans shall be pmd to any band thercol while
sald band 18 engunged In hostilities agninst the
white peoplo, and that heroalier there suall
be no appropriotion made for the subsigtence
of sald lndians, unless they shall first agree to relin
quish all right and elaim to any couniry cutside of the
boundaries of the permanent reservation established
by the treaty of 1868 lor =aid Indians, and, also, o
much of their sald permancnt reservation ns lies west
of the 1034 meridian of longitude, and shall also grant
the right of way over saul reservation to the country
thos ceded for wagon or other roads from convenient
and accessible polnts on the Missourl River, in all not
more than three in number, and unljess they will re-
ceive all sueh supplios herein provided for, and pro-
vided for by said treaty of 1864, at such points and,
places on their said reservation, and in the vieinity
of tho Missouri River as  the President may
designate;  and the further sum of §20,000 18 hercby
appropriated to be expended under direction of the
President of the United States for tho purpose of
carrying into effeet the foregoing provision; and pro-
wided, also, that no further approprintion for snid
Sioux Indinns for subsistence shall hereafter be made
until smno stipulations, acr t or arrang [
shall iave been entered into by said Indians with the

THE LAW AGAINST LEVYING POLITICAL ABSKESS-
MENTS EVADED.

The clasuse In the Legislative, Executive and Judicial
Appropriation bill, as agreed upon by the coniercnce
committee and pessed by Congress just before adjourn-
mont, which was !ntended to prohtbit sssessments
for political purposes in  the execulive depart-
ments of the government, reads ar follows:—
“That all ecxecutive oflicers or employiés o! the
United States vot appointed by the President, with the
advice and consent of tho Senate, are probibited trom
requesting, pivieg to 9 recelving from any other offi-
cer or employe of the governmeot any money, prop-
erty or other thing of value tor political purposes; and
any such oficer or employd who shall offend against
the provisions of this section shall be at once dis-
charged from tho service of the United States, and he
shall, nlso, be deemed guilty of n misde , ald,

Trails from the Little Blz Horn joln the grand
tradl, and it is probable that the parties seattered
along the buse of the Big Horn Mountains during
July hastily concentrated two weeks ago, and
started norehward, leaving the hills and valleys in
Momes, General Terry's column woas espied yes-
terday, at tén o'clock, by Builo Bil It wus mov.
ing up the valley in line of battle, General Terry's
sconts having mistaken this commanid for the Sloux.
The mecting between the commanders in arms was
enthusinstic, the friendly Indisns with both com-
manders giving vent to exuberance of joy.

@ SCATTERED TRAIL.

The Sloux trail from this point scatters out
eastward, and the sconts yestermlay scovered
fresh slgna above the old ones indieating o rear
guand of the Sloux lingering behiind, who had prob-
ahly discoversd our approach from both ends of the
valley. 1t is believed that they will endeavor to
cross the Yellowstone east of the mouth of the
Rosebud. General Miles, with a detachment of In-
fantry and artillery, started last night to proceed
down the river on a steamer from the month of
Rosebwd as a patrol to Intercept them. Another
detachment of General Terry's Infantry will guard
his supply train.

AN UNCERTAIN ENEMY.

The restof the combined forees will move to-day
upon the rear of the Bioux taking rations for four
days, The supplies can be sent back to meet them
at any point on the river. There isgreat uncertainty
regarding the enemy. It Is impossiblo to shape any
conjecture as to the occurrence of a fight.
