Ewven
troops have beew ordered Irom Califoraia to the Yel-
lowstone, and they bhave po doubt by this lime reachod
the theatre of hostilities The Soutbern States, ox
cepting Texas, bave quurtercd in thum two regiments
of artillery and five of infantry, aggreguting 5500 men,
and in Texas, principally along the Mo Grande frontier,
are three regimeunts of cavaley, seven compunies of
artillery and four regiments of (nlaswry (two of the
latter belng culored), Aggreguting 3,200 wen, The gor-
risons in the reconstructed States have not been dig-
turbed in consequance of the war against the Sloux.
