MOVEMENTS OF THE TURKISH FORCES AGAINST

ALEXINATZ.

The reports from Alexlnatz arc still confused and
conflicting. Tbo actual state of alfalrs, as far as

known, Is as follows:.The Turks from Onrgusovatz,
under Eyoub l'acha, and tho army from Xissa, under
All Saib, have effected a Junction, and on Sunday
were four miles southwest of Aloxtnatz. All Saib's
vanguard attacked the Servians on Mommy and met
with a repulse. Sinco that there had been no serious
fighting down to early Tuesday morning and Alexinatz
had not then been attackod.

HOBBIBLE MASSACRE OF TUX BULGARIAN
PEOPLE BY THE TURKS.

London, August 23, 1S76.
A special despatch from the Bucharest correspondent

Of the Daily yewt, who accompanied Mr. Schuylor in
his tour of invostigalson, says Mr. Baring's report of
ixty villages burned and 12,000 persons killed by the
Turks In Bnlgaria does not include the outragescommitted in tho district north of the
Balkans, nor in tho district of Sophia.
Forty villages were burned north of tbe Balkans, and
cvonty south. Mr. Schuyler has not completed his
investigation, bnt he estimates the number of the
killed at 60,000 In tho district of Plultppopolis alone.

AIDING AND ABSI8TINO IN THE REWARD OF

A MDltDEKKR.STARTLING TESTIMONY BY ONE

OF THE CONVICTED.THE A. O. H. BAID TO
BE IMPLICATED.

roTTsviLLK, l'a., August 22, 1870.
Another Molly Muguiro trial reached u conclusion

this evening. I.iko all the other trials the verdict was

"Guilty, in mauner a tut form as indicted."
,iniiios Knarity, Christopher Donnelly, John Donahue.

Ilichael O'Brien, l'utrick Doluu and Patrick Butler
were the dolendants, and they were arraigned "for
atdtug and assisting to reward Thomas Hurley Tor tho
murder ol tiomor James." James was a young Welshman,a resident of Shenandoah. Several years ago ho
was arrested aud tried for the murder of an Irishman
named Cosgrovc, who was killed in a brawl at night.
A verdict of acquittal was found and was

deemed .just by the geuurnl public. But tno Mollies
decided that this man who had hcen suspected of klllincan Irishman must din. On itm latli nf Annuel

1876, while lending bar at a picnic, he was shot and
killed by one Thomas Hurley. So delighted were the
Mollies at the removal of .lames that they at once
began to agitate the question of rewarding Hurlcv for
the murdor. On the 26th of August a county conventionof the Ancient Ordor of Hibernians was called and
assembled at Tainaqua. The defendants woro present
in their high official capacity.

FIVK Hl'XDKKU HOLLARS FOR nCKLKT.
A friend of Hurley's Introduced the subject of paying

him a handsome sum of money as a reward for the
murder of James, and It was decided that $600 wns

not too largo a sum for such a clean
Job. An Interruption occurred. A member
of the convention disputed Ilurloy's claim to
the money, on the ground that a man named McClain
had really killed Jauies. A committee of two, consistingof McParlan, the l'lnkerlon detective, and Patrick
ltutlcr, one of the defendants, was appointed to adjust
these rival claims. The commttloo met on the Mahanoy
Mountain, near Shenandoah, and examined a number
of witnesses. Tho testimony was all for Hurley and
tho committee reported to Jack K-hae, county delegate,thut ho was entitled to tlio money. Before it
could be paid, however, the ofllcors of tho law began to
orrcst tlio Mollies and tho raouey was used for feeing
counsel for thotr dcfenco. Tins story reads llko an In.
vcntlon, but la only too true. During the trial tho defendantswere put upon the stand and with one exceptiondented the whole matter.

BOMK STARTUNO PEVBT.OPMRNTS.
Patrick Butler not only confessed tho truth and admittedthat he served on tho roinmitloo to adjust the

claims of Ilurloy and McClain. but made some startling
developments. Ho exposed a conspiracy, formed In
1871', to kill a man named Ned Burke In Mahanoy City,
which failed because tho committee appointed were
too drunk to shoot straight. Again, in 1874, ho was

ouo of a committee appointed to murucr a man at
Jackson's Patch, whou whiskey again prevented the
ftrimn.

.' . kill Thomas Sanger ut Havou Hun, who was subso.
quontly murdered with Uren. Ho was npplieil to once
to furnish mon to murder Captntn lluy and Joseph
Hoose, mine bosses at Host Crook, but refused.

The most startling part of Uutlor's story was whero
ho connected the National Board of the A. O. >1., sitting
In New York city, with tho knowledge and approval of
murder committed by a member of th* Order. Butler

in Schuylkill, took Michaol lloyle, ono of the murderersof Suuger A. Uren, before the National Convention
of the A. 0. H., in New York city, and said:.
This is a man who has committed crimes and if you

do ;:ot sond him out of tho couutry he will go up.
The Convcution gave Doyle $100 and he was sent to

England. Hitherto it has been claimed thai the Molliesof the coal regions had pronitutod tho A. O. II.
and formed it into a local murderous league, but this
sworn testimony indicates something more. As tho
A. 0. II. is a powerful society, numbering in Pennsylvaniaalono over 30,000 members, it is of tho greatest
Importance to havo its truo character established.

THE SIOUX COMMISSION.NATURE Of THE INSTRUCTIONSIX REliARD TO TUKATINQ WI1B

River, not exceeding three in uuutber.
fourth.To receive a I such supplies «s aro provided

and piuccs on their said reservation, and in the vicinityof the M<ssouri River, as tho President may designate.
fifth.To enter into such agreement or arrangement

with tho President ol tho Untied Stales as shall bo calcinatedand designed to enable said Indians to becomo
self silt'Dorting. If. in order to csrrv Into cltoni tho
provisions ul this act, Hie comimsjion ill)>1 it necea-
snry to visit the agencies on ttie Missouri Kivcr, id additionlo tin'Si- ul Kcd Cloud and Spotted Tail, they are
authorized to do so.

One of tho most Important sub-
jocts ot the negotiation is that represented by the tilth
ciaii o abevu mentioned, and tho President is tlrongly
impressed with the beliel that tlie agreement which
shall be best calculated to oualiloibn Indlarti to become
sell supporting Is onn which shall provide lor their
removal at as early a day as possible to the Indian
Territory. They must depend lor their support mainly
upon the cullivutiou of tho soil, ultd their own country
is quite until lor that purpose.
