RESCUED AT BEA

THREE ETARVING MEN TAKEN FROM A SPANISH
SOHCONER.

The steamer Frisia, of the Humburg line, arrived in
this port yesterday with three men who were taken
from o Spanish schooper in a stale of almost ubsolute
starvation, On the 21st of June the schouner Joaquing,
of Barceloan, lelt San Domivgo, bound tor Havre,
with s cargo of dye wood. There were a captaia, first

mate, »¥ meu In the crew aund omne pas-
seuger, o Frengh gardener, pamed  Augustine
Gautter, from  Marno, Fraoce, When the
schooner  Joaquine, which et St Domioge

on the 25th of June, was about eight days oul, the
mate, Leonardo Furre, took 11l suddenly and died with-
b an bour. Four ol the crew were also taken eick
shortly alterward anid died within twonty-lour hours
The bodics were thrown overboard, and the manage-
ment of the schooner was leit to Lthe captain, che
sailor, Vincento Cortes and Lbe passesper, Augustine
tinutior.  These threo men  saled the  sehouner
for  weeks, nod became  perfecily  exhausted
Irom fatigue and  wauk ol provisions.  When
about forty-five days out from St Dominge
they signalied tha st Frisia in 48, longi
tude L 46, The steamer noticed the signals, backed
her cugines, and % boat was put out o the schooner
Jouquine Mr. Frangen, lrst officer of the Frisia,
bourded the schinonerand found three cmnoiated-look-
g men, who looked up 1o bim as be came abuard
thoir vessel nnd balled him  ws heir saviour,
They had been lor days without food and they were
mwerely hanging on the wings of Hope of ever sceing
lund aguin, when the Frisia hove m sight.

He considered there was no
gruind whatever lor the assertion that thie water in
the varigus Iskes was sumowbat tainied, ns a careful
luukout was slways maintained, Mp, Campbell lurther
mdded that the present supply was ample, though rain
nid & cooier slmosphere were very much Lo oe desired.
Thero bhad been no ratn in the country lor a long time
and the streams were scurcely ruuciog. Yot the quin-
tity in the storage lakes was suficiently lurge lor ail
purposes.

CONTINUATION OF THR INQUEST AS TO THE

The inquinition as to tho cause of the death of llitle
Maggie Bauer wans continued a\ Charlick's Hotel, Valicy
Stream, yesierday. The proceedings commenced soon
after elght o'clock, and District Attorney Downing, as
on the previous day, condusted the examination of wit-
nesses, Much of the testimony taken tends siill fur-
thier to strengthen the suspielon against Kato Hoffman.
Coroner Hicks submitted the hairs found on Kate's
cluthing and suvposed Lo be from the murdered child's
bend, to the private examinatioo of the purents, and
thiey cxpreased the opimion that the Dair wus
Maggie's The members of the Rhoads family—ibe
same Lo whom D were &ubj iton
closo examination. They wero somewhat confused and
contradiclory in thewr statements aod an alibi for
Albert Ruoads was not clearly established.  The intelli-
genco of the family doernot appear 1o be of & very high
order, and the discrepancies may be the result of im-
perfect recollection, Thae trishman, Collins, who bas

Leen under arrest on suspicion sinee the day following
the murder, Ruceoeded 1n protty clearly eatablishing his
innocence, and he was Jdischarged on his owa recog-
nlzance.

Mrs Charlotte Rhoads, wife of Richard, testified that
she wns ut bome on Monday all day; her husband wes
away part ol the forenoon, and alter dinper Lud down
and went to sleep; Altred got Lack (rom pickiug ber-
rles ubout twelve o'clock ; he and liis wile hud dinner
aboul one; they stayed at home until three or four
o'clock, when they went to Fowler's Lo pick beans; the
clock was 100 tast; Richard got up between two aud
three, and stayed arouod the bouse; Richurd got up
whiie Philip was eatiug dinner.  There were some aj-
parent discropancies o the witness' stulements o
regard Lo bine, that Mrs, Fowler was recalled o ex.

The desth of Mre, La Ruo, supposed to have been
polsoned «t No. 12 Clinton place, and the posl-moriem
examinstion of the body, bave cecupied & promident
pinge In the publie attention for tho lask week. The
parties accused having beea honorably discharged by
thie authorities their stat¢ments come in order. They
make the tollowing =tatement:—Mre Lu Hue, the de-
veased, left Buflalo six or eleht weeks ago to begin
divoree prosecdings againse her Lusband. Mr. La
Itue was the son of n hotel keeper in Buffalo, to
whom she had been married about seven years
Mrs Driggs, who has not lived 1n Bulfalo for sixtesn
years, met bor casually to that city, and was lokro-
duced to her thero carly last winter, but did not ac-
company ber to Now York, na stated. Mra La Rue
was here over a month betore Mra Driggs arrived  Un

MISCEGENATION

HORLRIBLE DEPRAVITY NEAR NEW BOCHELLE-—
AN AGED NEGRO BEATS HIS WHITE FARAMOUR

TO DEATH.

A shocking case of miscegenation, supplementsd by~
murder, trunspired at New Roclelle, Westchester
county, yesterday, during an eflicial inquiry by Coro-
ner Purdy touching the deaih of an Irisu woman named
Catharine Burke. Deceased was tound doead In &
miscrable fratoe dwelling at a negro settlement knows
as Jerusalem, about two miles trom the village named,
on the precediug day. The lower portion of the houss
was occapied by s colored man, pamed lsaae Harris,
and hig tamily, conswstiug of a wile and two children,
Frederick Everson, nuother negro, aged nboul sixty,
livesl on the second Hour with the deceased, whom he
met a8 a trimp aboot eighteen months ago and indoced
her o live with him. Everson ls & very black man
and has the reputation of being ope of the most
vicious, mbusive and dismpated characters in the
neighborhood. He bas eked oul a precariow
living by doing odd jobs for white poople in and around
New Rochelle, Siuce the decensad has lived with bim
they have both been accustomad 1o exceasive drinking
whenever the means of doing 50 wero at hand, and m
& consequence (hey frequently fought in the streel
uand highways, to the annoyance and disgust of the re
Tuey have botl
been arrested several times for drunkenness and disor
derly conduct, Everson haviog ounly recently emerged
from the County Jail, whero he served a term of thirty
duys, O tonall o wretched creawure bad hinted
at her intention to leave her sable parsmmour, and i
soeh tmes he would threaten i presence of others 1o
kill ber if sbe ever attempted Lo ubandon tim. 1t may
here be stated that the colored man, Harris, who oceu
pled a portion of Lthe house with Everson, was married
Lo the duughter of the laor

It nppears that Harris and bis family left the houm
aboot hali-past eight o'clock on Monday morning lo
the purpose of pieking berries. Everson had pre
coded thum, going o New Rochelle, whero he was eca-
gaged by a butcher during & portlion ot the forenoon.
When Harris lefl the house the deceased was upsiairs,
in bed, complaining of being sick and vomiting tre
quently, owing to a severe heating Everson bhad given
ner on tho previous day. At about eleven o'ciock
Everson lets lus work and rewrsed to Jerusalem.
Whiat transpired while be siayed thero is not definitely
knumhg tmv;us;l unuhmd Il.:u o'clock in the altor-
noon he eame back o the village acd that be
had lound the woman desd in lhew Accord:
ingly some citizens repatred thither and found the
body wof the deceased Iymg in an  almosl
pude state on the floor in the lower portion of the
