He la now a motnber of
the law llrm of Rouers A Bower-, of Bullalo, and Is
stoked U|ion as one of the leading lawyers in the western
>art ol tlio Slate, his main practic being In the higher
tourls. Ha tia* never been what is coimnonly called a

lolilician, although he has always as an Individual
aken an active interest in the success of the republican
tarty. When Oovornor 11 oilman appointed Iho ineraicrsof the Constitutional Commission of 1H73 and detidedto tnako it a nou-parlisan com mission Mr. lingers
ras one ol the llrsl republicans to whom he tendered
in appointment. Last (all Mr. Rogers was elected
iiutc Senator Irom the Thirtieth district in
tlace ot the late * John Gunsoii, demotrut.carrying the district by an overshclmingmajority. He is an eloquent sponger, and

CHARLES S. TROWBRIDGE.
The nominee lor State Prison Inspoctbr is a resident

Twenty-Ono Hounds in
Nineteen Minutes.

THE "FIDDLER" TERRIBLY PUNISHED.

Haifa milo from this little way btution, ou tho Haitimoreand Washingloo Railroad, and bordering tho
banks of the Delaware River, Miko Gillespie, ol l'hlln-
dclphia, and Martin (alias l iddlcr) Ncary, of New

Yorlt, met In the pri/.o ring this morning, and (ought
at catch weights lor $500. It rcsultod in favor ot Gillespie,who whipped the boasting Ncary so badly In

twenty-one rounds, occupying nineteen ininutos, that
his nearest relatives would never have rocognized him.
It was Gillespie's first light, and ho has made a imnio

among his pugilistic brethren that few novices ever

reached.
During the past three weeks or more this match was

tbo subject a>f much comment amoug tho sporting
fraternity ot rhiladolifbia, and considerable money
wus posted on the result. Idke many of tho important
listlo contorts that have been arranged and brilliantly
curried out in tbo Ccntonmul City it originated in tho
saloou ot Johnny Clark, who is ever ready by word or

money to aid tho good cause of sport. Gillespio and
Ncary met there incidentally the evening that
tho proposition for a fight was made nud accepted,and, talking of their own merits, they at
once planked down tho first deposit, the money being
found by friends. Then there was no hitch nor trouble,
nor delay. The Fiddler's experience In the ring,
though unpleasant, was considered of some service to

him. lio was badly whipped two years or so ago at Cook's
Sunuyside Hotel, near Flushiug, Long Island, by I'cte
Croker, yet many argued that he must have improved,
bat the sequel tells a different story. The fraternity
conjectured that Ctllesple would have no easy tusk beforehim, hut none ever dreamed that ho could so toon

beat, as ho did, tho Fiddler's laco Into a state of cranberryjam. Thorough training on the part of Uillespio
fitted him tiuely for the struggle.^ He was pationt,

it, "I'vo got a puddiu,' and I'll slaughter him without
trouble," exercised but little of that prudonce which
fits a Oghtor for a long and tearing battle, i'atsy
O'lfara brought him Into tho ring in tolerable fix, yet in.

bo thoroughly investigated, lie gives a clear accuiiut

of his doings through the day and up to within hall an

hour ol olcven o'clock, when he purled (rum his friend
to board the Continental, which loll at that hoar. Tho
tituo when tho outrage occurred would .>llow the steamboatto reach tho point whero ho was rescued by a passingschooner, and ho could hardly get thero by any
othor means. However he was In tho water, it was
fortnnate lor blm that he was an expert sw'mmer nud
a muscular man. If tho sumo had happened to a

weaker man tho story wuuld probably be told in a few
words Irom tho Coroner's otllco.
A diligent search by Detective Hoy failed to elicit any

clow by which to work out tbo case.

Mr. I .owls Lcland. one of tbo proprietors of tbo .sturlevuntHouse, ou Broadway, suld licit uvcry hotel m m
must rejoice at the breaking up ol tbo coul monopoly.
They hail reduced tho prico ut tho Mlurtevant to
hoarders on account ol hard times, ami alnio t everythingconsumed could bo bought at a great reduction,
except coal. In their rslahlislmc ut they burned uiiout
1,200 tons annually, and the price ol the article nntu.allyentered largely lino their calculation ol expenses.

There is s wide-spread apprehension that the collapse
of tho combination will bring disaster upon th<
-mailer corporations, not transportation companies,
as reduction ot tbe selling price below cos
will nere*Nliate heavy losses or a commensurate r»
auction in the cost ol psodootion, which osn only bt
brought about by s reduction In the prloe ol labor,
which, while it may become a necessity, Is, neverlbe
Ice", to bo regretted. There Is no doubt that tho wst
will bo short and sb irp and It is likely that thoro will
ho financial broken hcade in localities where they Are
least expected, and that, sooner or later, peace will be
declared and a Arm union formed among the holligerIem*.
