I'he means of subsistence have 1ncreased more raj-
idly than population. lmperfect an 1he meihods of
distribution are, yet there is no given area of the civil.
f#ed world 1n which & larger population eannot be sup-
ported to-duy thas ever belore,  Production was nevor
betore so great in thus sation in relsticn to population
as it has been tn this lasy year of depression and want,
The Fast s glotted with goods nud wares; the Wost is
tull uf corn und meat; The Middie Swates are burdened
with the abundance of coal and iron; the Houth |s
richer than ever bafore in colten apd grain, and is
prospering in spite of alleged misgovernment; ecach
gection has what she other needs, and the evil of Lo-
day is a restricted distribution and consumption.

The distrust which couses want and peoury may bo
atiributed to mapy causes, but the chiel responsibllity
lles with those who malnsain a national lie as the law-
ful money of the ustion.

PROFITANLE DESTRUCTION.

Our accumulation of substunce during a ocentury Is
but a mere trifle, ana if we are to regard wealth only
s& tho synonym ol wellbeing oor true progress will be
found to coulist in Do great material accumulation on
which u price can be gul.l but ratber in the constaot
destrietion of that which has cost years of assiduouns
labur to sccumulate.  The evelusion theory needs to be
spplied in this department ol sclence ns 1L 15 elsewhere,
Fuach struciure, machioe, tool or fabric is but o devel.
opment of that which preceded 1L A great factory
can hardly bo cempleted befare some change of method
s ealled lor in some part of & OpDeration.

1 will take two exsmples trom my own occupation.
Tad the census taker entered & cerwain cotlon faolory
iu July, 1566, he would have found in one department
eight machines used in sizing yarn, worth in the ag-
gregate about $10,000 and oight men well employed in
attending them st high wages, Inihis cousus he
would have listed o much property and so much labor
well paid as evidence of wealth and prosperity. Three

Again, forty years since the work ol one operative
for une bour in & cotton mill resulted in the produc-
1 of threo yards of coarse sheeting. To-day the work
ol upe vperative tor oue hour on the same premises
will produce 1en yards of the same labric; and the pro-
gross has been made, oot by the secumulation of caplial
1o the (orm of additional muachinery, but by the utier
wbandonment of the old and the substituilon of the
pew at less cost amnid of less value,

In the census of loriy years sindo the evidences ol
wonlth wounld bave boen greater in the valuation of the
machimery on which the three yards per Lour were
produced than L 18 now 1m the valuation of that on
wiicl the ten yords are made. Nothing remaina on
promises ol the old force or capital except tho
foundation, o the forty yours the old buildivg, water
wheel nud machinery have been destroyed, pew have
Becn snbstituted; but at the very mument o hundred
busy brais are  engaged in destroying the new
mackinery by the juvention of better methods
in milia aud works of ail  Kimds, e
