A NOW IN THE FRESCH CIRLAMBER,

The French Senate, at Vorsailies, yestorday, alter sev-
eral vallots, clected M, Chesnelong, legitimist, and M,
Reuouard, of the Lelt, Benators for lite. In the Chamber
of Deputies the estimates lor publle worship were con-
sidered and gave rise to am excited debate. Prince
Napoleon, speaking for the first time sioce his elec-
tion, denonnced tho dungerous encroucimenia of the
clergy, who bad exorcised a disasirous influence in re-
oent Freneh history, notably in 1870. He supported a
ypropasal for the reduction of the estimates for public
worship.

The clericalist Doputies protested against the speech,
which was couched in violent terms,

A NOISY AND DEMONSTRATIVE MEETING OF
DEPOSITORS—AN ENDEAVOR TO REMOVE DE
WOLF—THE MATTER STILL IN TRE HANDS OF
THE DEPOBITORS' COMMITTEE

[BY TELEGRAPE TO THE HERALD.)
Provioxxcs, R. 1, Nov. 24, 1876
A large number of depositors of the Franklin Institu-
tion tor Savings bad a very exciting meeting to-day to
bear tbe report ol the commilise appointed to exsm-
ine the recoiver's repert. The committee, through
Mr. W. G. i. Mowry, reported thas ihey bad bad a
meecting at the bank and bad asked the recoiver ques-
tions which thoy deemed ol vitsl interest o the de-
positors, but that to one very imporwans question be
declined w0 answer. This was in relference lo what
amount ho had received for his services smnco
the first year ol his appointment lo answer
o the gquestion w8s to what be bhad lo
thow for the money, they nscertained that be
had received $2,645. 587 77, ol which he bad paid out
$1,400,515 21 to depositors, which Jid nos include his
ealary, $8300, por nis expenses, and which would
bring the sum paid out te $1,425214 40 Wnen
spoken 1o in regard to the two and a ball per cout
cbarged for collections, be said that he was willing to
withdraw this claim snd allow the Court to say what
perceatage he should have. Mr Mowry, o conclusion,
sulit that it lovked o him as if De Woll meaut to got

rich out of the bank whether deposilors &N aoything
or nol, and a8 il be were going Lo squeezo tho last cent
out ol them, 2

Lo reply 1o a question from a depositor Mowry sald
the depo-llors wers entitied o their share of §135,000,
wiler the expenses were paid, aud that if the §84.000

drawn, they woold get peary all the prioeipal and
tbetr anterest would come out ot thut sum,

A PROPOBITION TO RENOVE THE RECKIVER

Quite n sensation wus oceasioned when James H.
Tower moved that the commitice be authorized to
undertake procecdings for the removal ot De Wolf on
tho grounds ol the exorbltunt charges and the ex.
guualvu wansgement of the recelvership. This

rought aul o lew Irends of De Woll,

Mr. Chnstopher Houviwnson thought the Sopreme
Court would seo thal jusiice was done, and thal as
argaments were to bo heard belore tbe Master 1o
Cusncery next Tuesday 1t would be expedient to wait
uplil then belore mking any measare o rewmove him,
Mr. Hezeklan Olney thought i was lor the best inter-
ests ol all congerned to have sume one else uppointed.

Alter order hnd been restored Spow said ho was
present to defend De Woll because tho Master in
Chapuery anid lis (De Woll's) coupsel told him to do
o, He intimnted that the Sprogues and these oflicially
connected wilh the bank buiore its susponsion, and
whe had raifed no objection to the woney bo.ng
loaned, were now doipg ull they could to have the re-
ceiver removed, for the reason that (1 he were removed
the Spragucs could get their suit out of the courte.  He
was opposcd 1o his exorbitant charges, but was willing
to abide the decision of the courts,

Mr. Robinson, of the commities, gave an estimate

A CONVICT PARDONED.

GLOVER, THE CONVICTED ROBBER OF THE
DOATON BOYLSTON DANK PANDONED DY THE
GOVERNOR—HIS LIDERATION TESTERDATY,

Bostox, Nov. 24, 1570
Willlam Glover, sentenced to the Massachusells

Btaie Prison Mareh 31, 1874, for twelve years, for
breaking, entering and steallng from the Heylsion
Bank, in Boston, was this sfternoon pardoned by the
Governor and Council. Two lady friends of the cone
viet wisited the prison at noon and waited Uil about
hali-past oue, when Glover stepped from tho ngrih
wing into the octagon and was cordially welcomed by
his two female fricods, who bave beon Inntrumental in
obtainiug his pardon, which, it (s eatd, was granted on
account of thoe fact of Lis In belng cutabl d.
Glover wan convieted nl being an ace helore tho
fact in rolation to the robbery. Judson, who was iho
principal i the robbery, 18 still a convick in the
prison.  Daring his imprisonment Glover has bohaved
splendidly and obeyed the rules of the institution.
