the probable success of the Conference In arriving at
sons kindof a settlement that will prevent the Imme¬
diate outbreak ol war. But that this Conference, or
any other body that may meet to consider the stato
of things in the Turkish provinces will be able to
finally settle the Eastern question without a great
European war is douoted by all who have carelully
studied the situation and who know the enormous dif.
Acuities which surround It. But evon a temporary
peace would be looked upon as a boon, and therefore
the hopes of peace held eut by this morning's news
have produced a very favorable ofTeot on the public
mind.

A XSW OOVKRXOH OF BULGARIA.
A special despatch from tho Herald correspondent

at Paris, tnis morning, announces that be has received
reilablo information from Constantinople that Nubar
Pacha baa been appointed Governor of Bulgaria by tho
Porle. From the peculiar difficulties which beaet tho
Turkish authorities In that province as a consequence
ol the late massacres and the public attentlou ealled
to them, the position of Governor is a very Important
ane and requires a man of tact and judgment.

Mr. Illand got his notorious Silrcr bill before the

House to-day, and having got the previous question
seconded tbero will bo a debate of two hours on It to¬
morrow, whereupon It will come to a vote. It Is thought
by many persous that It would have boon only decent
in the Irieods of this measure to w^lt the report of
the Sllvor Commission, which sat during the summer
by authority of Congress. Mr. Bland appears to be
afraid to wntt for the facts It may havo collected. The
bill has no chnneo ot becoming a law. It Is not at all
lllcoly to pass the Senate, and, If It should, tho Presi¬
dent would voto It. It is, In its present shape and In
It* present hands, mere buncombe.

In introducing the bill the question of the twenty-
second joint rulo came up once more, and tbo Speaker
again committed himself to the position that tho rule
still exists. He Is a good deal ridiculed for this by
democrats, tho groator part of whom seo tbat the ques¬
tion Is of no Importance and tbat the Speaker's decis¬
ion cannot In any case cnlorce the rulo. It is supposed
that Mr. Randall, who Is counted among the hot¬
heads hero, believes that in some contingency his
ruling may bo Important on the count of
the rote. Very few people of his own side agree with
him. It Is more generally held by tho democrats tbat
tbo twenty-second joint rule was only a method of pro-
ceduro under the constitution for couuting the elec¬
toral vole; that If either house wishes to change this
method ol'proceuuro under tho constitution it has the
powerJo abrogato tho rule, as tho Senato has done by
an almost unanimous voto, and tbat In duo time a new

rule, a method of procedure to take tho place of the
twenty-socond rule, will be agreed on by both houses,
as has been the uniform practice bofore every count.
Tho democrats bold that, If tho republicans shall op¬
pose the adoption of such a new rule, they will put
tbemsolves clearly In the wrong belore the country.
It has been the regular practice of both housos to ap¬
points Joint commutes early In February, belore ihe
electoral count waa to take place, to ''ascertain
and roport a mode tor oxamtnlng the votes Por I'resl-
deut and Vice President, and the twenty-second Joint
rule Itself was framed and reportod by such a commit¬
tee acting under the Instructions conveyed In the
words above quoted. Mr. McCrary, an abla republi¬
can In the House, has alrcstly asRcd lor a Joint com¬
mittee to do the samo thing. The House Judiciary
Committee, It Is to-day said, will substitute
lor bis eminently propor resolution snothor
forming a coramltteo of tbo Mouse alonoto report on
Its powerB under tho constitution In counting tbo votes.
If they do this tboy will, undoubtedly, commit a blun¬
der, and a very neodless one, for tbey will relievo tbe
republicans In tbe Senato ot tbeir responsibility for
tbe time in the matter and will assume an attliudo
themselves spparentiy hostile to a concurrent settle¬
ment.

ON THE POLITICAL SITUATION.FIELINO OF

THE SOUTHERN REPRESENTATIVES.ATTITUDE
OF SOUTHERNERS TOWARD THE NLOCO.
PRESIDENT grant's PARTISAN ATTITUDE DE¬
PLORED.
A good deal of random gossip has been afloat hsre

for'somo dsj s as to tbo sentiments raid to be enter¬
tained by tbo Southern Congressmen with reference to
Governor Hayes and ns to their liking for him. To as¬

certain tho real uaturo of this feoling Mr. Ben Bill, of
Gtorgia, who was foramost In tbe caucus In deprecat¬
ing tho Presidential impeachment proposition and
who has heon classed among the many Southern Con¬
gressman said to bo almost indifferent whether Hayes
or Tllden is next President so long as the Southern
.Slates sccuro good local government, was this evening
asked to give a statement of his views of ihe situation
and his opinion regarding Governor Hayes:.

Mr. Hill, in answer lo the first question put to htm,
said:.

"1 regarded General Hayes' nomination from tbe be¬
ginning as a victory over the nllraistiis of tbe republi¬
can party. It was a defeat, In my judgment, of tbe
military element, so much to bo dreaded In the civil
administration of all tree governments It was also a
defeat of the political, belligerent element of tbo re¬

publican party, which seems to have no place for
statesmanship or policy except to foment sectional
hatos and passions Tho .South, above all things,
wants an honoat administration of the general govern¬
ment, according to the constitution. I do not
know Governor Hayes personally, but from
tbo information 1 gel concerning him I believe
be is an honest and o lair man. Being a

lawyer ho Is also familiar with civil matters,
and will naturally have respect lor the constitution
sod civil methods. These things being true be must
necessarily discontinue the unwarrantable Interfer¬
ences til tno alTtlrs of tbe South; ho will also natu-

'rally desire the co-operation or tho boat men in the

Souib. If tbis he trne bis administration wilf be a

great sain and improvement to the Southern people.
The Southern people have no desire to resist tbe fed¬
eral government, but they do deslro to bo regarded as

a portion ol (bis common country, aud entitled to the
administration in the South exactly as that
administration is extended lo other portions
of tho country, and if *ho can got this plain, bonost
administration and her best people can be recognized
by tho lederal admin miration as the proper represent-
stives ol Southern Interest and scntlmsnt, tbo whole
country will perceive at once tbat tho nltratsms
charged upon the South will have no foundation
faet."

Mr. Hill.There Is, Is my opinion, neither neeee-

.Itjr nor excuse for trouble In the eettietnent of the
Presidential question. It we aro ai patrlolte aa the men
who framed the constitution we ehatl And no difficulty
whatever in its fair and true interpretation. There
can be no possible apology for a breach of the peaee,
nor for any physical collision, much leas lor a civil
war. 1 muav be permitted to say that the chief trouble
ol the present situation lie* in the deplorable taot that
too many of the prominent leaders of both parties
seem to be exerting all their ingenuity, not

in discovering the truth about tho election,
bnt in devising ways to secure a mere

party trlamph, and I am atrald they are only too will¬
ing to secure a mere party triumph by any means,
foul or fair. 1 do wish somo means eould be adopted
to make General Grant realize that ha Is the President
of the whole country and not the Preaident of the re¬

publican parly. I must confess that no feature of tho
situation gives me so much uneasiness as the evi¬

dences I daily see that General Grant seems to mink
that ho is under some obligation to use his ofllee to se¬

cure the success of the republican party. If my fears
In this respect are well grounded and General Grant
should persist in such a partisan administration of
the government, then 1 do fear the most serious con¬

sequences will result
Cohksi'hsdknt.In what form or shspo woold these

serious consequences ho likely to come up ?
Mr. Hill.Well, ir 1 uuderstsud the position of the

republican party they will insist thst the President of
tbe Senate slono shall not only count the votes as the
organ of the two houses, but that be should deter¬
mine all questions arising In the count. This position
Is manifestly sbsnrd. Ho is a presiding officer; ho an¬

nounces results, hut he must announce them as the
moutbpieco of tho two houses. According to the posi¬
tion ol tho republicans this mouthpiece is not only
Judge, but bo is an absoluto Jadgo and must determine
all questions which, lrom their nature, can only be de¬
termined by tho two houses. If he refuses to enter¬
tain objections and takes upon himself, not only to
count the vote, but to determine also what voto shall
be counted, he will simply doclaro Hayes electod Pren-
dent. Tho Uouso may deem It its duly to enter a pro¬
test against such arbitrary adjudication by this more

let me add emphatically that, como what may, the
Southern people will remain In the Union and true to
tho Union. They have tried eeceaslon, and they know
It bore no fruit but bitterness. Tboy will nevor try it

again. Tho people or tho North, too, should know
that the negro will rocelvo from the Southern
peoplo absolute protection In all bis
civil and political rights. The South has
no prejudices against the nogro; we charge nono of
onr wrongs to the negro; It is our interest not only to

protect tho negro, but to do all we can to oducate and

Improve him; ho Is aoittzen, and It is oar Interest to
make him an Intelligent citizen; he Is a freeman, and
it is onr lntersst to make htm a worthy freeman; he is
a voter, and it Is our Interest to mako him a wise
voter. This Is espscially true becauso tho fourteenth
amendment increases the power of the South in tbe
Electoral Collego and In Congresai We would not,
therefore, it we could, take the right or suftrsgo away
from the negro. Tho South is not afraid of the negro;
when sinister Influence* aro removed from him he is
docile and easily governed, and, being a necessary eie-
meut in our socioty, wo are also desirous that ho
should be an element of power with us."

RECENTLY REMOVED CON8UIi AT SANTIAGO

HE CUBA CHARQED WITH BEING I* COM¬

PLICITY WITH THE FUGITIVES.THE FACTS

AS DETAILED AND HOW THET BECAME

KNOWN.
Tho Senate, In Execntlvo session this afternoon, con¬

firmed ths President's nomination or John C. Ban-
dreaa to bo Consul at Santiago do Cuba, and hereby
hangs a talc. Santiago, It will be remembered, Is tho

port from which Twcod, npon bis release by the
Spanish naval authorities of the island
of Cuba, galled for Vigo In tho bark
Carmen. Jost alter the departure of the vessel orders
lor bis rearrest by the military authorities or Santiago
were transmitted by Captain General JovelWr, through
the American Consul General, Mr. Hall, at Havnna,
who had learned meantime tnat the reloased man was

none other than the lugltlve William M. Tweed, his
Identity being esiabllsnud by a photograph with
which our Consul at Santiago had been lur-
ntshed by Mr. Hail for the purpose of
comparison. But tho execution of theso
later orders wss frustrated by tho hasty departure of
Tweed on tho Carmen early on tho morning of tbe day
on which they wore communicated to tbe military
commandant at Santiago. It Is now charged that Mr.
Young, the Consul at Santiago, has been guilty of a

grave dereliction of duly in tbis whole matter, so

serious, Indeed, mat when tbe facts wore reported to
President Grant ho ordered the poromplory dismissal
of Mr. Young.
The lecte as ibey transpire lioie are as follows, tho

information coming front the mlliinry commandant
referred to, General Saba I Marin, who pasred through
Washington recently, on his way homo lrom Iho Cen¬
tennial, whore he had been doing Bcrviee for his gov¬
ernment as ouo of tbe Spanish Commissioners. Gen¬
eral Marin stated that ho bad become acquainted wlili
certain fasts in regard to tho escape of Tweed and his
complicity therewith, of which it had been his doty
tu make complaint to Ills government. He
found thai Mr. Young hud personally boeght
the passago ticket for Tweed on theCtrmeu; that he
had had btra living In his own apartments at the Con¬
sulate, and that when ho telegraphed to Consul Gon-
crat Hall the release of Tweed tho despatch was so

poslponorf that before the answer could reach hlin to'
hold Tweed and send him hack to Havana undor arrest
the Carmen bad already sailed and Tweed es¬

caped. General Mann mailo an Investigation
of these and other lacts, which led him
to bolieve thst there were somo suspicious
money transactions between Tweed and Young, and
tbat it was, in fine, nothing but a case of collision to
assist tho llight of Tweed. He decided to embody these
lacts and suspicions In a report which no forwarded
through the regular diplomatic cnnnnels from Cuba to

Madrid, whence they ceme back to tho Slato Depart¬
ment of the United Statqp. Immediately upon ibelr
receipt tho showing wss so bsd for Mr.
Yoong that his removsl was promptly decldod upon
and made. General Marin expressed himself,
while In Washington, as very Indignnnt about the
nflalr. A part of fho tactics resorted to also for tho
purpose of oglrieafing Tweed from Iho custody of tho
Cnbsn officers of the law wss a dispute between tho

military and naval authorities as to whether Tweed
was properly a prisoner ol one or iho otbor, which
ended in his slipping lrom tho grasp ol both. It Is
understood that CodsuI Young conionded that Tweed
was ull right and that hit passport was in order.

Tho House Commltteo on Appropriations to-day

completed tbo Postal Appropriation bill, and Mr.
Hoiman was authorized to report It. Us total Is

$32,083,625, showing a reduction of about $1,300,000
from tbo amount of laat session's Postal bill, and a re¬

duction of some $3,000,000 Irom departmental esti¬
mates of tbe amount roqulrod for the next fiscal yoar.
It Is estimated that the postal receipts during tbe
same period will be $33,045,li}5, and the bill therefore

contemplates an actual appropriation of only $2,388,460.
Tbo postal expenditures lu«t vonr exceeded tho re¬

ceipts by $3,637,408. Tbe appropriation for mail

depredations and special agents Is reduced Irom
$150,000, granted last session, to $120,600 for the next

fiscal year. Tbo amount for compensation ol letter
carriers Is reduced from $1,000,000 to $1,750,000. Tho
amount for Inland mall transportation by star routes,
steamboat and all otbor means of transportation ox-

cept railroads, Is rodncod from $6,737,850 to $6,000,000,
and for railroad service, from $0,100,000 to $9,000,000.
The bill also provides for a reduction in the salaries

of railway postal ciorks, route agents and other em¬

ployes of that hrauch of the service.
The appropriation for tbe transportation of foreign

malls has been increased from $220,000 to $230,000.

C.. and Its tri¬
butaries present great advantages and ofTer
tho necessary depth of water and facllltlos for
entry Into port without risk In vessels ot

war. and thai Port Royal Bay Is a noble sheet ol
wnler.undoubtedly the lineal barber on our Southern
coast.and that the wonder Is that the place was so

little known or appreciated prior to 1861. There are

several favorable sites for a naval station at Port
Koyal, all of which must be carefully studiod and com¬

pared before the best one can be dotermlnod. In the
meantime the Board recommend that Port Royal be
used as a temporary fitting and coaling alat.on for ves¬

sels stationed in the West Indies.
