Two hundared and sixteen bogus voles wero plucod
In the ballot box alier the close of the polls, The 216
votes added were prepured o Gatuesville, and com-
prehiend the pames of dead men, unknown persons
und parties who swore thoy voted elsowhere, Sevoral
names are reponted sovernl times.

CIRCUMSTANTIAL EVIDEN(CE.

The commitlee ascertained shat there was no
mucilage at Archer procinet, on the duy of elee-
tion, and yet the forged list of 216 names was attached
to un original by this substance, Thoy regard the
whole trapsaction as one ol the most villanous rascal-
ities yet uncarthed, and say that those conspirutors,
L. G. Deunis, W, K. Cessna und others imphcated,
would be couvicted beforo any court iu the couniry,
