to his old employer:.

' Doctor, I am going to be alio subject of a bigger
eusafliMi than you ever thought I would he. Just

read the papers lo-uiurrow and you will hear about
me.

lie then went away, and the Doctor heard 110 more
ol Jonsact till his attention was called yosierday to tho
oiauiuut ol tils mysterious disappearance. I.n.st night,
however, a friend of Ills strolled in, who said:.

"Doctor, wkai is the matter with Joiissct? I am

just altar seeing bun, ami he told ^10 to read the papers
and see what a tune they were raising about him."

Mr. Kroi/.schtnar positively denies that he lold any
Riich Mlorius to tho dctcciivrs. .1 missel never spoke to
huu ol making a sensation, and he knew no oue who
futw Joussot on Thursday ii'gliL He saw the missing
inaii lor the last tliue on Wednesday moruiug, and tho
following day learned thai lie called again that night,
tihout half-past Iou ten o'clock. Joussui wuro a mustachewhile in Mr. Krotzscliiiiur's employ, but when
lio culled, ou hlin last It was shaved oft.
His disappearance, his employer is satislivd,
has nothing to do with the young girl to
wnoni tie was paying attention. She w as removed to
the house ol a frieuu on .Saturday last, ami Jonssct has
hud no means ol communicating with her; besides, ibo
gn is insane aud is curelully attended. it appears her
position in Mr. Krotzschiuar's house was nut it inonial
one and that she is very respectably connceteil in
Mrooklyn. Her whereabout* are judiciously kept
Kcerei and the best of medical attendance provided lor
Iter uy her Iriend*. AH knowledge ui doussot's doings
tiro curelully concealed Irom tier, 'ibo mania with
which she is utUicted is thought to bo temporary, und
her recovery is hoped lor.

Wtiui lie meant by n greater trouble Mr. Kreusehmardid not know. Their relations were those ol cm'ploveraud employe, and he knew nothing more ol
inui than that he utloiidcd fatlhluHy to his business,
llu understood lie was married, although he never saw
liis wile hi know her. lie ollcn thought il strutigo
that, living mi hear, she never came to the store. Yesterdaya Ineud said to him that Jnussut hail sunken ot
n ilttei ami asked into to net as his second, but that was
the last ho heard ol it.

Mrs. Conner, the lady who owns the lililo cottage
ytiere Jousset and his wile resided, knew very little ot
their niilccedeulg. Her husband died last lall aud she
let out a part of the house to thorn. They were quiet,
orderly people, and paid their rent pioiupllv. From
nil she kuew ol them they lived very happily together,
und she always believed them to bo man aud wile. AugustIlomauti, alio lelt sure, was the brother ol Mrs.

Jouaaul's distress aud anxiety about her husbnud's
absence are undoubtedly genuine bv the testimony of
Mrs. Conner, at whose house she wus the day alter
lie leit her.
