Eastern winter with the purpose of teaching New
York stock Jobbers "how to do things," early mantfosteda A>en appreciation of the bunutios of Woslern
Union and subsequently trunslorrod tbolr attention to
Lake Shore. In a perlectly satisfactory way, too, so

far as an easy accumulation of shares went; for. under
a vor.v moderate advance In quotations', a free supply
of real stock, long locked up und watting lor rolesse,
flowed In upou their hands. 80 the procoss was agreeableto both buvor and seller, and proved, iu this Instance,"like tho gentlo rain from heavon," which
"blesseth him that gives and htm that tokos."
Auguries certainly were propitious upou which to

advance the markot; a widespread aud hopeful
fooling, founded upon tho prospectlvo settlemontof tho voxod Presidential question, had
sprung up; tlia great stumbling block In
tho path ol prosperity was to be cloarod out of
the way; merchants wero rubbing their hands at the
