Docks and Transit Limes of
New York.

History recounts so many instances in
which the genins and energy of peoples
bave conguered physical conditions antago-
nistic to their happiness and prosperity
that where such exist omly in modified
forms there i no reason why any civilized
community should suffer even inconven-
fence in the mechanical management of its
commerce, Where difficnlties arise which
can be romoved by the exercise of intelli-
gent energy the pecple who submit to
burdens created by their own apathy
deserve mno sympsthy in. their misfor-

The

tunes. The city of New York, by
virtue of her geographical position
snd the unsurpassed natural facili-

ties for commerce which surround her,
should be by an undisputed title the com-
mercial capital of the country. But through
the unaccountable supineness of her citizens
she is in danger of losing her trade, which is
seeking in other and more enterprising ports
the nccommodations denied it at its old ocen-
tre. The reqnirements of & seabosrd city
whose inbabitants nspire to making it the
seat of commercial supremacy are readily
recognized. With an easily approached,
safe, exponsive and navigable harbor, nu-
merous lines of communieation with all
ports of the country in which it is
situated, well located railrond termini
adapted for the cheap and rapid transfer of
freight to and from the ships and the ears,
wide and well paved streets and an ample
dock necommodation, prosperity and com-
mercinl supremacy over less favored rivals
must follow as a matter of certninty. New
York has the singular good fortune to pos-
sess some of these advantages in the fullest
degree, while she lacks the others only be-
cause her people have failed to avail them-
selves of the simplest means of securing
them. It is with these wants that we pro-
pose to deal in the present article,

The improvement of the water front of
this city Las been for years an absorbing
topic with her business men. None of the
features of the problem have escaped discus-
sion, so that it is the best understood sub-
jeot that enlists the attention of the public
at the present time. When the plans for
the new dock system were adcpted by the
Commissioners of the Sinking Fund and
preparations were made to carry them
out in a practical manner we were
promised a work which, when com-
pleted, would be perfeet in detail and
magnificent in its entirety. With mer-
chunts as Commissioners of Docks, and
an eminent engineer in charge of the opera-
tions, nmple supplies of money at the dis-
posal of the department and publie con-
fidence centred in its efforts, we expected
great things to be accomplished. Bat
beyond s splendid parade of preparation,
costly experiments that proved what was
already well known to engineering science,
the commencement of a stone pier near the
Battery snd the building of a boat stairs
and a few wooden piers nothing was accom-
plished toward the realization of the hopes
of the people of New York. From this false
start may be dated all the blundering, in-
activity, oextravagance and absurd preten-
sions to extraordinary merit which have
marked the history of the Dock Depart-
ment down to the present day. According
to the accounts of the Comptroller the issue
of bonds to date for the purposes of
the dock improvements is equal to five
million four hundred and- fitteen thou-
sand dollars—n sum that is now bearing
interest which is chargeable to the city
revenue. During all the time that this
money has been expended the public have
never seen an intelligible report of the dis-
bursements. Trne, the figures have ap-
peared in municipal financial statements,
but never accompanied by information that
clearly indieated the character of the expen-

| ditnres. We demand from the Doek Depart-

ment an account of its stewardship, and
nntil we get such appearances justify us in
condemning its management of the people’s
money.

We do not wonder that the merchants of
New York should call for an absolute
change of plan and the substitution of crib
work for the durable materials with which
it lins been attempted to construct the bulk-
hend wall, Perhaps, being unaware of the
fact that a solid concrete and granite wall
ean be built at the rate of from one to four
miles per annnm and ata cost per lineal foot
but little more than that of a line of perish-
able erib work, they deem any change that

| promises economy in time and expense a

beneficial one to the city. But in this they
are mistaken, as can be ensily demonstrated
if they take the trouble of inqutring into
the matter. There is no diflicnlly what-
ever in the way of building a solid wall
from the Battery to Sixtieth street at the
rate of one, two, three or four miles per an-
num, except o financial one. If this does
not arise then the work should proceed as
fast o8 is required.

The relation of such a work to the im.
provement of our intermunicipal lines for
freight transportation is very close. Indeed,
it is impossible to pertect the latter without
the completion of a considerable length of

the bulkhead wall and the filling up of the
spaces between it and the old water lines.
The widening of the water front streets will
give the desired nccommodation for a perfect
system of freight transportation by rail from
the muin roads to the warehouses and ships,
These broad river streets will form the
natural lines for the construction of freight

| ronds, as the central avenues nre those on

which rapid transit for passengers can be
Lest seoured.  Until the improvement of the
water front is really commenced in earnest
we cannot hope to nccomplish anything to-
ward bringing our railroad lines in connec-
tion with the shipping. It is not difficult
to foresee the effeet of this connection of the
land and water lines of transportation, If
such water front railronds for freight were
constructed the space occupied at present by
cheap groceries and sailors’ boarding Lionges
wonld be covered with stately storshouses,
fitted for the reception and protection of
all goods arriving from abroad or awaiting
shipment at our piers, The centre of the
city wounld be at onee relieved from the
crowded traftic that renders Brondway im-
passable at times, and serionsly interferes
with the legitimate trade of the districts of

depends, then, on the rapid and substan-
tinl completion of our water front improve-
ments, for without them all othérs are im-
practicable,

The arguments in favor of the water front
improvement apply equally to those of the
Hudson and East rivers, While on the
former the present necessity is, perhaps,
the greatest, yet the time is not far dis-
tant when the East River front will
demand an equal amount of attention.
The prospective removal of all the obstrne-
tions to navigation in the Hell Gate channel
snd the development of commercial ac-
tivity in the neighborhood of the Harlem
River and the Westchester shore will com-
pel the construction of a wide street
along our eastern water front. Although
it may be argued that eommerce fixes
its own standard of accommodations,
and that it would be nnwise to travel too far
in advance of the present demands, it is‘cer-
tain that we must keep up with them, In
our nrticle published elsewhere in to-day's
Herano many important questions are dis-
cussed that bear directly on the solution of
New York's greatest problems.

for the American artiole, while
they sell the TYnonkee meat as

that of Hold Hingland. The ecnutlers
of Sheffield are finding that American goods
are crowding them out of the American mar-
kets, and they are told, for comfogt, that
they have themselves to blame.

President Grant's Plan for Resmmp-
tion.

The President's Message on the national
finances wns laid bofore Congress yester-
day. Although the President does not
deem it desirable to fix an earlier day thin
that designated by the Resumption actof
1875 for the obligatory redemption of legal
tender notes in coin on presentation, he be-
lieves that it will be beneficial to the coun-

try to hasten the day when gold
and greenbacks will bear an equal
value. As a menns of promoting that
end the President proposes (1) that

in accordnnce with the provisionsof the
Resumption act the four and a half per cent
bonds therein authorized to be issued for
that purpose shall be exchanged at par for
gold in the markets of the world, thus
strengthening the Treasury to meet final
resumption and keeping the excess of coin
overthe demand pending its permanent use
as a circulating medium at home, and (2)
that, in order to reduce the volume of legal
tender notes in circulation, n law be
passed authorizing the issue of one hun-
dred and fifty millions of four per
cent forty year bonds, to be exchanged at
par for legal tenders whenever presented in
gums of tifty dollars or any multiple there-
of. The President proposes further that
these latter bonds be made available for de-
posit in the Treasury for banking purposes ;
that the national banks be required to retain
a eertain percentage of the coin interest re-
esived by them from their deposited bonds
to secure their circulation, and that the sec-
tion of the Silver act of last yeay which
limits the fractional currency to fifty mill-
ions be repealed.

With gold Lordering on 105, which is a
much less discount on legal tenders than
many of the bank notes of other Btates were
subject to in New York in the old Btate
banking days, no person will be aldrmed at
any proposifion that can bring gold nnd
greenbacks to an equal value. The imag-
inary #'shock” to business which was to fol-
low resumption has been the bugbear used by
inflationists to {righten the unthinking and

to discourage hard money views. Bnt
President Grant very clearly shows
that we wore mnow in A very good

position to resume, and that by such
legislation as will keep our coin at home to
be used as n circulating medium we shall
secure & healthy ‘‘dinflation” of a sound
currency. The Resnmption act authorizes
the redemption of legal tenders ns the
cirenlating notes of nationnl banks are
issued, up to the limit of three hundred
millions, nnd the bonds proposed by
the President would dispose of one-
half of the surplus, leaving only
one hundred and fifty millions .of
greenbacks in circulation. The legisla-
tion suggested must meet the views of the
democratic party, whose Presidential plat-
form only expressed opposition to the Re-
sumption act because it failed to make suffi-
cient provision for resnmption on the day
named in the law, and hence held out a
false hope to the country. There is no rea-
gon, therefors, why the recommendations of
the President should not receive the affirma-
tive aclion of Congress.

The Louisiana Infamy.

The testimony taken yesterday before the
Congressional committees in reference to the
Louisiana case only serves to bring out in
stronger relief the degraded character of the
actors in the scenes that followed the elec-
tion in thot State. Littlefield, the clerk of
the Returning Board, who swore before the
House committee that he had altered and
forged the Vernon returns under the direc-
tion of Governor Wells, underwent an ox-
amination before the sub-committee of the
Senate on Privileges and Elections, and his
private life and habits were severely over-
hauled. If the object of the examination
wna to prove the witness to be a thoroughly
immoral and degraded man it was a success,
But the story of the forgery of the returns
and the destruction of the originals was cir-
cumstantinlly repeated ; and, as an honest
and reputable man would not be selected to
do such work, the truthfulness of the story
must be shaken, if shaken at all, by some-
thing more satisfactory than the proof of
the bad character of the person who tells it,

The witness Maddox, who swenrs to the
remarkable story abont the one million dol-
lars which was to be realized out of one or
other of the political parties in exchange for
thoe friendly services of the Lonisiana Re-
turning Board, was also made to admit his
undesirable associntions; but he neverthes
less produced the senled letter nddrossed by
Governor Wells to Senator West, and it was
opened by the latter in presence of the
Honse Committee. Its contents would
scarcely have DLeen written by an honest
man. In it Governor Wells, s member of
the Board which was to impartially eanvass
the electoral vote, declares that the demo-
orats shall'never, with his consent, succeed,
and he gives something more than a broad
hint at the necessity of sending money to
New Orlenns, The letter in a great measure
corroborates the former testimony given by
Maddox. The eountry will breathe more
freely when the ntmosphere has been cleared
of these pestilent Louisiana witnesses and
their diselosures.

A Deathbed Parting.

There is something peculinrly touching
in the deathbed interview between the
President of the United States nnd Alex-
ander H. Stephens, the ex-Yice President of
the Confederacy. To the one is shortly
coming the coveted relief from onerous nnd
wearying public duties which have
brought with them more than the
ordinary share of anxiety and enre
Before the other, after n life whose
Inter years have been crowded with griefs
and bitter regrets, opens the, perhaps, not
unwelcome rest and peace of the grave.
These two men, enlisted on opposite sides
during the rebellion, yet with the love of
the Union in the hearts of both, mect for
the Inst time on earth and nnite in an ex-
pression of thankfulness that a peaceful
golution hns been found for the new dangers
that scemed to imperil the country,
and of gratitnde to those whose patriot-
jsm and  statesmanship  have Jed the
nation safely through the orisis. Mr. Ste-
phens, who went out of the Union with sor-

place it. Bhakespeare in the book and
Shakespeare on the stage are very differ-
ent; for many of his greatest quali-
ties can be only expressed in aec-
tion. We give to the theatre the
fullest recognition of its value as an in-
structor in every branch of thonght. It has
philosophy, poetry, humor, history, charnc-
ter, and includes in its own realm the urts of
musie, pointing and sculpture. It is so
close to humanity that it measures the con-
dition of the nation or community. When
the stage declines there must be something
wrong in society, and when society is pros-
perous and healthy the acted drama is one
of the most popular of its intellectnal diver-
siona. L

We rejoice to know that the area of de-
pression which rested over the thentres this
winter is removed, and that the public in-
terest in the dramn is tevived. The events
of the lnyt week and those snnounced for
the present prove how great is the demand
for novelty and what pains manngers take to
supply it. The Kellogg English opera
company is giving a brief but brillinnt
season, the prineipal feature of which is
the production, for the first time in this
city, in English, of Wagner's *‘Flying Dutch-
man.” It will be repeated this week, and
on Fridey evening “Mignon" will be
sung for the benefit of Miss Kellogg,
Miss Kellogg, by her enterprize, has
fally justified the confidence of the public
in her devotion to the highest art. At the
Fifth Avenue Theatre the charming comedy
of “Lomons" has delighted crowded houses

One of the foremost of « them wishes
to bring the country ‘omnt of the

shadow” of that famous resumption clanse
by changing the date to next month and
thus to have done with the evil by “‘precipi-
tating the crisis.” It is possible that the
democratic theory is financinlly correct,
even though it is thus supported by Judge
Kelloy. Thisgentlomansays that real estate
in this city has declined in value within
the last three years to the extent of
$500,000,000. Why does he choose that sum
rather than another? He is o nig-
gardly financier who stints himself as
to ciphors in o case like this. Thereis no
doubt tbat the difference between the
actual value of real ostate in this city and

the dreams of . speculators is mnearer
£500,000 20,000, But the actunl value is
the sam -=ow as it was three years ngo,

Since n distingnishod financier quetes the
airy visions of renl estate projectors as u real
bagis of the value of property the publie
may understand how sound is the whole
fabric of fancies on which he argues ngainst
the possibilities of early resumption,

A Brooklyn Monument,

ft is an excellent proposition made over
in Brooklyn to put up a monument at Fort
Greene in memory of tho Revolntionary
heroes who perished in the prison ships ot
Wallabout ; but it is not a happy fancy to
want the general government to supply the
money, Brooklyn men shonld be prond of
the opportunity to do that themselves, Our
neighbor eity stands on ground the greater
purt of which u more sentimental people
would eall saered soil—soil richly stained
with blood ghed in one of the important
battles of the great struggle, and that fur-
nished graves for the matyrs of  the
prison ships. The possession of a site so
rich In  herole associations seews fo
linve satisfied in our neighbors those
nspirations  which in other ecities re-
sult in whola crops of monumental

r

species of publio decoration, one of the
poorest cities in the world. It has remem-
bered Lincoln, which is praiseworthy, and
it hos exhibited its literary taste in two’
other monuments. This is very little for so
fine and rich a city. Let the Brooklyn men
take hold of this Fort Greene project them-
selves and they will make a great suoccess ot
it. Our ngtional fault is that we start with
projects so magnificent that they are never
renlized, and if Brooklyn avoids that error
wa may see.Fort Greene nobly beautified
within n few years. &
Turkish Reform.

Turkey will do whatever England wishes
whenever England wishes her to do what
she is herself inelined to do; butif Eng-
land's desires move in the other direction
then Turkey, sublimely regrets that England
is deceived and has fallen into the hands of
Turkey's enemies, England should feel
proud that she has the sympathies of Tur-
key'in a case of this nature. Itis explained,
with more or less nuthority, that the advice
offered throngh the Mnrquis of Salisbury
was necessarily rejected for reasons rolated
to the latter part of the above statement.
Turkey knew that England would not give
such advice if England really under
stood the cnse, and so she acted
on her intimate knowledge of whal
England would have advised if Dettes
informed. Turkey hns given notice to the
Powers of the appointment of three Chrise
tians ns Governors of provinces, which ig
going throngh the motions of reform, at lest;
but what measures she Les taken torender it
impossible that these appointments can be
of any value we do not yet know. It may
be taken for granted that the preventive
mensures will be more effective than the
appointments, however; for Turkey's pol-
icy is now decided definitely, that as the
Christian population constanily complicates
the relations of the Porte with Europe that
population must be killed out as a sonrce of
national danger.
