ANDERSON'S OFFER TO "DAD."

Aikcx. S. C., March 9, 1877.
Thar* are now In the County Jail at this place, and

awaiting execution or the utmost penalty Indicted by
outraged law, no lees than seven desperate criminals.
O' this number six aro negroes and ono a white man.
All are murderers in tho strictest lecnl sense ol the
term, as tno several or joint crimes ot which they
stand convicted wcro characterized By circumstances
of exceeding brutality, without a smglo modifying
featuro to warrant the oxercUo of judicial clemency,
or even of that common human pity which will assort
itself in the breast ot the most law exacting when the
pursuer has himscll become the pursued, and, hunted
down by a swilt footed and tireless Nemesis, Is at lust
tangled in toils of his own making and brought by slow
but euro paths to the verge ot tho gruvo which his too
rash hand digged at onco for his crusliod and bloody
victim.and himscir unaware

TIIU FIRST CRIMINAL.
First in tne order of time Is tho wblto man, Hubert

SfcEvoy. It woald not, Indeed, bo too mticb to say
tbat in the order ol crime also ho is entitled to such
doubtful distinctlou as Is the meed of evil pro-emi-
nenco. Tho ancients assigned to Ingratitude a placo
on tho criminal calendar scarcely second to murder
Itself. When, therefore, to this highest oflcnco of tho
heart is added tbat ot tho hand, the wretch in whose
person both crimes have found embodiment is, Indeed,
something more than a murderer and stands beyond
Iho pale of pity Itself. McEvoy's history must, however,bo touched upon only briefly In tins counectiou,
for tbo reason tbat, whlio lying under seutonce of
death, he succeeded In making his escape some mouths
ago, and the day appointed for his oxecution

having passed before his recapture it is necessary,
tinder the law, that ho should now be rcsenteuced, aud
In consequenco of this delay his fellow prisoners,
though convicted at a lutor date, precede him to tho
foot of tho gallows. It is enough to say concerning
him tbat his donblo crime consists in his having murderedhis benefactor, Mr. James Gregg, of Augusta,
Go., a gentleman loved aud respected by all who knew
htm for his generous nature aud upright walk and conversation,aud, tudeod, lor every quality that goes to
mako a man a good citizen. To him McKvoy was Intlobtodfor education, position, employment.lor his
daily bread.for all that he had. ilolug a cripple, in
consequoune of huvtng lost his leg when very young
by falling under a railway coach In motion, ho was ol
course the more helpless and dependent upon bis
patron. This dependent position ho suslatnod
lor years, until having committed some unpardonableoffence ho was dismissed from his placo with a

merited robuko. Always high tempered and revengeful,
from tbat timu the devil seemed lo tako possession of
bis 60uI* Alter u short visit to' Texus ho roiurned
with tlie avowed purpose of revenging his lauded
wrong (!), and seeking his old friend in his own olUce,
after a lew words of reproach uud denunciation he
quickly drew his revolver and tired upon bun several
times, his victim returning his lire without ollcct and
receiving wounds which provod mortal iu a lew hours.
iicKvoy fled, was subsequently nrroslod, narrowly
escaped lynching, wus tried and convicted of murder
In the flrst degree and sentenced to bo hangod In Octoberlast, the sentence being stayed by bis unexpected
escapo. Again arrostod at Columbia while trying to

get out of the Siato, ho was brought to Aiken Jail,
whore, despite frequent daring and almost successlu1
attempts to rogain that liberty which to him incaus

lllo Itself, ho now he', heavily chaiued and sullenly
wuiling and dolying his doom.

at this new outrage hud Purely hud time to subside Id
some degree before the pcacelul little community wus
aguiii shocked with the story ol another and a more
violent offence, iu that it una marked by tbo shedding
ol blood. A harmless and almost helpless old man,
well known lor his luolluiisive habits, wus lound dead,
lying weltering In Ills blood, n short dlsiauco irom the
town. The old inun, a rug doalor by trade, had evidentlybeen killed lor the sake ol tbu small sum of
money which the assassins hoped to secure from his
person, as his pockets had been rifled when the body
wus found. That sum, necessarily inconsiderable, was
mo prico of his humble lite.

particular reference. 'Iho next attempt wj» happily

which might lead to the dolecliun ol the hun whoso
existehco as such, heretofore only siispcclort, had
cuinc to ho regardud as a certainty. No single criminalcuu cscupe under such circumstances, mid hero
were several, the chances ol' detection being multiplied,ol' course, by their very number. It was not
long boloru the trail was struck and the bum commenced.Several articles ol properly kliowu to have
becu iu tho possession ol too iiulorluuulo Hermans
were discovered in possession ol uegroes living on tho
outskirts ol the towu. Search was speedily instituted
ai their houses, uud other articles were also lound and
ideotitlod, some as being tho property ut the old pudlor,others us that of the l'urfcinsone, aud others yet
us having bail place in the pu jut Itirinluro of l lie
burned hurcb. nevernl arrests were made, the
ringieudor among liio Orst, and their many
crimes being lixed upon them by indubitable

serve the sumo churches six, nine or twuire years of
their lives by just changing irom ono to uuother every
throe years. Hut the preachers find tneir greatest objectionto tho itinerancy now in the lacl thul it severs
or prevents friendships and acquaintances. This oxcuso,
as Rev. K. lirowu showed, "won't.hoU water." 601110
men would not become acquainted with a church iu
twenty years, while others will know ail their members
in six mouths. And the removal of ibe disciplinary
restriction won't help tho one sort nor hinder tne
other.
