Strange Statements andAdmissions.
ISSANIII TO BE THE DEFENCE.

Pike ha* been assigned cell Na 41 in ibe County

Jail, and yesterday was more composed than at any
lime since the murder, lie has abandoned, In a measure,his redactions upon his wretcboduecs and the

wrung done bun by his witc and Jones, aud now talks

in a quiet, digniflod manner or the circumsiauccs leadingto an act which ho cluiius was their legitimate result.He seems to resent the tudiguity put upou him

in incarcerating him, and, when speaking of his forlorncondition, looks bitterly upon the ncuosslty lor

depriving htui ol his liberty. "This Is not the pluco,
nor am 1 situated in a way to show auy Independence,"he said to a Tribute reporter yesterday. "Of
courso the world coudemns me; but you hare befriendedme. and. while 1 euro but little what tho world

BEVELATIOXti OP A SHAMEFUL LIFE.

From > resident or this city to-day your eor

respondent learned many facts In relation to

the strange career ol Professor William C. Pike.
The Pike family resided in SL Louis lor about
a year. In lhtiO tue Professor kept a second hand book
store on the southwest corner of Broadway und Mullauphystreets. The little shop wus covorod with
placards announcing tha skill of tho Professor as a

phrenologist The name and title under which he then
did business was "Dr. William C. P. Robinson." At
that tlmo he was living with his present wlfo,
her slsier, Miss Fuuuie Kvuns, and their moihor, in a

large loncmcni bouse uear the fool of Hempstead
street Pike and his wife were not marrlod, the Professorhaving married the sister of a girl who had

jilted blm In Wisconsin, and then deserted her. He
succeeded In seducing Mies tionovlove Kvuns uud In Inducingher to uccompany him to St. Louis. It was in
order to try and savo this girl that her mother and
Himor consented to accompuuy them to the Mound
City. Miss Fanny wus un estimable youug
lady, udu tho salary which sho turned In u

photogrupb gallery on Murkct street, just west
ol Filili, was itiu tnaiu support oi the lumily. Owing
to tho disgrace attached to tier sister she refused severaladvuniagoous ollurs of marriage, and the tnouieut
Ceneviovo and Pike were married snu and her moihor
returued to thoir home in Wiscousln. Tho murriuge
waa brought about in a very peculiar muciucr, uud
muinly through tho Instrumcutuliiy ol I)r. Thomas C.
Moody, who made l'tko believe tbul be had uiudlumlslio
powers, and that while in a tranco ho had discovered
tha'. the Prolessor und Miss hvuus were living togotber
In eoncubiiiagc. Piko at that time hud his doublsabout
Spiritualism, but ibe discovery ol his sccrul led blm to
believe that there was soiiiclhlug ill it, and, although
be had sworu never to be aguiu trammelled by marriagelaws bo consented to n union with Ills victim,
and the two were mudo ouo by Dr. Moody puylng tho
necessary expenses. Pike was us homely as u mud
fenco. Ilia wile, on the other hand, was quite u good
lookiug wouiuu. Sue prolcssod to bo a clulrvoyant,
and wus terribly Jculous ot the I'rolotsor, who, in udctit ion to being ugly, was careless us to his personal
appeurance und never ciiuugeu his Bhlrt unless compelledto do so. On one ocrusiou he descended lo tho
cellar lor a bucket of coaL Genevieve (she was Miss
Kvaus at that tune) swore there wus a woman with
the old iiiod, und rusbeddowu to 11 net ner (cars groundless.The l'rolossor, too, had a very bud temper, uud
tho household was kept lively with their constant
quarrelling, Pike occasionally sliuglug around coal oil
lanifis uud chairs with an utter dlsregurd lor tho consequences.This ill-iiiulched pair had a very bright littlo
duughler who, il uhvc uuw, is about lift ecu years ol
nut', Her lather look a pride in declaring Uiat be intendedto raise ber as a ireelovur, tbat slut should live
wilb the muu she loved best, and never bo bound to u
husband. While in the Soolc trade be Invited the genlleniuiiwho furnishes the inlorinallon to tbe public,
ntid wlio was tbcu a mure lad, to go Into
business with bim. Tbo boy borrowed #1-0
trout Ins mother, turned it over to Ttobiuson,"
and was swindled out ol It or course. Alter
lulling In tbul business, tbe eccentric phrenologist
utoved intou little Irarno building on Uiddlo, between
Sixth and Bevcnib streets, where be passed bis leisure
lime iu quo.log tbo Bible, giving lessons iu shorthand
and preparing a wonderful work on Spiritualism for
publication, wblcb bis wile, while In a clairvoyant
state, declared to btm, be taking down bar words iu
shorthand.such wus nls story. Tbe manuscript was
eventually prepared, out beloru It was submitted to tbo
printers Pike and bis wtlo disappeared from St. Louis,
and were nut aguln bcurd ot until tne wires Hashed tbo
news Irotu Chicago on Thursday night of tbe tcrriblo
tragody.ln wblcb tboy were the principal actors.
After perusing tbe abovo it will, doubtless, strike tbe
reader as very strunge that l'iko should huvo murdereda man lor tbo alleged seduction of a woman
whom bo himself bad seduced. It will nlso Interest
tbu Chicago public (who are anxious to have tbe case
disposed ol as expeditiously as possible) and tbe ofllccrswho are prosecuting it, to know that tbo murdereris u bigamist uud a man who has, during tbe
course ol his crooked cuiecr, travelled uudor more
than one namo, in order, doubtless, to shield himself
from the olllccrs ol tbo law. His having adopted tbo
coguotueu ol "ltobinson" Is also a curious coincidence,
which will attract attention to unotbor woman who
figures proraiuouily in the case as tbe mistress ol tbo
murdered man.

The latter hud
been boru dead, uud this, tu the doctor's opinion, was

partially duo to tho mother's having injured hersolloy a fall down stuirs some time previous. All
proper loruis wero observed In the disposal of tho
child and tho proper treatment was prescribed lor tho
patient. Alter all evldenoo bearing upon tho case had
been udducod the most important testimony, that of mo
doctors who made the autopsy, wus taken, and this conclusivelyproved the child to bo stillborn. Tho body
had been taken Irora Calvary Coinoiory to the Morgue,
where Doputy Coroners Miller and Cushmau tnudo a

thorough examination. No marks ol violence could
bo rouud and all scientific tests applied went to show
that the child bad been dead on comiug Into tho world.
The Jury, without leaving their seats, reudored a verdictin accordance with the testimony and completely
treed tho accused parties ol auy blame.

Police Inspector Fraud* C. Speight, of the Fourth

Inspection District, who had been sick with pneumonialor leveral days, died oarly yesterday morning at
his residence in this city, as announced In yesterday
morning's Ukiui.u. Ho was bora In Ithaca, N. Y.,
May Id, 1810, hut came to this city wbon quite a boy
and ever after resided hero. Ho was apprenticed to a

blacksmith In Brooklyn, which trade gave hluithe horcuiounstrength (or which ho was afterward ao noted.
He was appointed on the old polloo forco In 184S by
Alderman James D. Oliver, and assigned to duty In the
Fifteenth ward. Not long alter he was promoted to be
teennd lieutenant of police.
When bis term ol ollico, under the regulations of the

hi in Inspector ot Customs, which ofllco he held until
186.'L The following year ho was reappointed on the

police torce by Mayor Westervelt, with the rank ot

cuptnla of tho Twontv-flrst ward. When tho trouble
uro.e in 1567, between tho old municipal polico and
the new mutropolitaua, Captnln Speight gavo his adliesionto tho new force and thereby held hia command 1

until April 20, 1801, whon he was transferred to tho

Iu 1871 ho was placed In command of the now

The death ol Augustin 1'Icard, tho famous Rochester
centenarian, occurred at half-past live o'clock Sunday
afternoon, at tho residence of his tOD-ln-law and
daughter, No. f>7 I.yell street, llo had attained the I
wonderful old ugo of nearly 0110 hundred and ten years, I
Five duvs more, indeed, would havo made him 110, as
hts birthday occurs on tho 94th of March.
Me was horn in 1707, in St. I'lerro, a village about

ten miles from Quebec, Canada. At the ago of twenty,
one ho was married, eight children being the trait of that
union. His wilo thou died, but 1'icurd, after remainluga widower only six months, ugutn took unto himselfa wile, by whom ho had eight more children. Me
was thus the father ol sixteen children, the oldest of
whom, Mrs. Ilouchar, a widow, is now eighty-oight or
eighty-nine years ol age. Ills youngest daughter, Mrs.
Oocuc, with whom he was residing at the limn of his
ueulh. Is now uhoul fllty-oight years of ugo. Hie
family appear to he all loug lived, his lathor, who wui
in Hie navy during the French and Kngllsb war, ,

having lived to ho 108 years of age: bis mother
having lived to he 104, and his sister.Mrs. Fram;oisa
1'urudiMC, now living in Quebec.being 108 yours old.

lie worked at Ins trade.that oi a carpeuier.until
ho was eighty years of ugo, uud even then was only
compelled to desist on accouut ol a severe injury by a
fall. He resided in Troy previous to coming to this
city, and came hero at the close of tho recent war. His
health has always bo«n good, and ho may bo said to
havo never known what real sickness was. lie wus
very regular in his habits.rising early in the
IllUIUlllfi, » v.... »»«« «»v il.fcUV,
and eating and drinking moderately at rogu-
Inr hours. Mil only bud llabil wax that bo wad
an luvalerate smokur. llo partook ol whiskey and
alp, but always In moderate quantities. A bond iclio
was a thing unknown to him, and troublu with tho
stomach (so common uowuduys with most people)
was something lie aid not understand. It became evidentabout eight weeks ago, however, that tho old imia
was rapidly approaching tho deuth thnl had hoon so
long delayed, and though he hud no particular disease,
he grudually lost t-lrongih. Dr. (laliury attended him,
hut to no purpose, and bo sunk gradually, goully,
peacefully into tho slumber of death.
