PRINCIFAL MARTIN'S VIEWS

Mr. Dwight Maruin, principal of Grammar School
No. 22, Twentleth ward, saod that Eo Jdid not like the
propesed schiedule at all, aud did uot rogard it ns un
economical plan, He disapproved, most emphutically,
of making any siteration in the sdale of salunies wiile
the Board of Ldueation was under the presont

pressure of the Board ol  Apportionment, anid
doemod 1t uawise 1o touch the question of
salaries  until the reliel  wusked tor ol tho

Logislature was grautod. 1 tho bille sent to the Legis-
Jature by the Boird of Educativn wero onacted 18 luws
Ib would rogulate everything; but if the proposed
gehodule was adopted 1t would tend to disarrange (be
wholo sysiem, and, aliiough the predont systein could
pe bottercd, it was uuwise Lo attempl it ab prescut,
For his own part, o would prefer to have the redue-
tion that I8 now temporarily imposed upon thoe tleach-
ers extend throughout the yoear thao to have any
schedule offered tor adoption untll the present embar-

MI8% EDMUNULS' OPINION,

Miss Clara M. Ldwmunds, principal ol Grammar
School No. 83, ln the same ward, objected to the new
gchedale privoipally becauso tho salsries of some of
tho most experienced tedchers weuld be eat down and
tlhose of the inexperiencea ones ralsed. By the pro-
posed schedule the lLighest salary to an assistant
teacher in the female department ls $050, a decrease
in ber department of §200. Io o schicel where three
malo teachers are allowed o young man under Liis pro=
posed schodule just entering the profession, and with-
oul any experience whatever, wight get a salary -of
$1,400, Three ol her best and most experiepced
Ledehers would Lo lowered, the highest would be re-
duced - $260, vhe next $100 and the next §100 by this
plan.  Miss Edmunds did not think there was any need
ol reduction il care was nsed in the apportlonment of
less mportant items,  She thought, lor mstance, ab-
sent teachors need nol receive full salary during the
thme of their abacnce from duty a8 ip most eises at
present. This single retreucliment would do much
toward regulnting school lunda

M, SOUTHERLAXD'S OBIECTIONS,

Mr. Benjumin D, L. Southerland, principal of Giram-
mar School No. 3, Niuth ward, disgpproves ol the pro-
posed schodule strongly, His etiel objection rests
upon the catting down of salaries that ought not to be
cut duwn, and an juerease of salary where it ought not
o b ingreased.  **For mstance,™ said this gentleman,
“Win my owu school one of my male assistuuts, who
has taught for twenty-five years 1n the publie schools
sud recoives now a salary of $2,000, would be lowered
by this proposced schedule #2005 the next male assist-
ROt hus been o téachior fltoen years, receives £1,500,
and would be reduaced $200; whilo the third assistunt,
who has only been teaching aboub pine moutls, re-
ouives §1,000, and would reeeive by the proposed
schedule $1,400, There 1s o plan uuder consultation
mmong the trastees, male principals and lemale prioel-
pals of both grammar and promary departiments
wherehy nuew busis lor a more eqailable adjustment
ol salaries may be established ; but it is nol sullicieutly
matured to be submitted to the Beard of Edncallon
tor their consideration. " Without givibg the detalls
af the plan, Mr. Southerland sasd that the loundation
of the scheme tended toward reguating the aysiem of
galurics, s0 Lt the wachers of (e lopgest experienco,
greatest ellicioucy and best serviee, 1o cobloction with
Whie nverage attendance and stge of the school, would
receive o fwir compongation for their services—the
grodes to be determinged by the Uny Superinteadent,

THE VIOIOUS WARD BYsTHAL

Mr. George M. Miuchell, assistant teaclier in Gram-
War Scheol No 11, Sixteenth ward, remarked (hat i
wid bis epioion that pearly all the tenchers woere op-
prosed to the new schedule becanse 1L did not recognize
vxpericnos; because (o many cases it reduced groatly
thn suluries of leachers of long serviee, who are at

Migs SBusan Wright, principal of the primary dopart-
ment of #ehool oo M, Egbteenth ward, was emphatio
i ber denupeintion ol tue proposed sehiodule. The
primary seiools, she said, were the most important
and the most neglecied of the whale system of eduoa-
tion in our cily scbhools, nud the proposed schoduie
nfleatod thess departinents she most.  Every primary
sehivul 10 the city nad sulfered o the past from he
great digparity between the saaries of the primary
wid growar schools and would suller 1n the future
from the proposed diserepiney contsined o the new
sehodule, “Uhis thing,"" said Miss Wreight, velhemensly,
ssworks in thios wiey, They send in raw prolessioonal
rocruita—girls utterly untralued and uoskillod o the
prutession na teachers, though thoy bave a eertificate

there should be a system wibich would approximate
more nearty the salaries of the pringipals sud assist-

THE LONG AND SHONT OF IT,

These views uro sald to be beld, with various modi-
flcations and additions, by all the prineipals, vice
principals apd weachers 1o the pubhe schools. 1t is o
noticoable fuot that the strongest opposition 1o the
proposod aclicdule comes from those who aro not af-
focted Uy il The salories of the principais und vice
priveipnls are uniouched, but they have almoat unaoi-
mously presenied a request to the Bourd that it the
proposed reducilon be adopted they may not bo ex-
empted from bearing their portion ol the burden.
