Upon the subsequent extension or me road ibrougl
Pennsylvania and Into this diulo, making the rou

altogether over lour bnndrod miles In length, a secou

mortgage wits made and $16,000,000 In bonds wcro It

sued, the majority of those latter bonds being dispose
of in llolldnd. Tbo railroad company fulled t

pay tho coupons on tbe first mortgage bonds, and tb
result was a fight among the Holland bondholders. A
a meeting of sucb bondholders at Amstordum a com

notice was appointed to look after their Interests
which committee sent un agent to this country to se

what steps wcro best to bo tukcu to advauce such In
terusls. Theso negotiations did not rosul
very favorably, aud finally a third inort
gago was tnudo ou the road, and $d0,OUO,!)b
of bonds wero issuod. These mortgages ar

respcctiv^y designated us the Flag, Penu uud Uunph;
mortgages? trustees in tho usual manner being up
pointed in each case. Me&ulline, interested In tUesi
various mortgages ore a number of English bond
holders. As in ibo first two mortgages, tboro wjb n
the lust ouo Uoluult in ibo puymeut of the Interest
and suit to lorecloso that mortgage Is pending, uud tin
road Is in tbo hands ol a receiver, feuding tne sui
the representative of the first mortgage uondholder
made au agreement by which the recoivor wus to pa;

Meyer, trustee ol the mortgage, to foreclose, aud tool
out uu Injunction m this Siuie to proveut tne partie
lroin currying out any agreement 10 prolong tho dat
ol Iho sale. Proceedings meantime have also bee
taken In thu United Siutes courts in Summit county
Ob.o. Tbo case cume up lor argument beloro Judg
Lawrence, in Supreme Court, Chumbers, upon tb
question of continuing a temporary injunctio
recently granted by Judge llrady. Several hours wer
consumed in the argument, Messrs. Ha Costa an
Sewurd appearing lor Heiuuch. Messrs. Bolker and 1
V. H. Meyer uud H. T. Waldron aud Henry Smitliers I
opposition. Tho argument resolved Itself mainly int
the discussion of two propositions.first, whether
trustee under it railroad mortgage can arbitrarily relus
to lorecloso when the mortgage is due; and second,

PliO'i'ECTION FltOM DOGS.

ANOTHER PROPOSED ORDINANCE OF THE COMMONCOUNCIL.
The Law Committee ot the Hoard of Aldermen yesterdayprencnto'i another ordinance relative to the dog

iiutsuncv. This ordiuunoo provides that "It shall not
bo lawful to permit any dog to go about loose or at
largo in uny of ti e public streols, lanes, alleys, highways,parks or places within the corporate limits ol the
city uudur a penally ol $3 for each oll'enco, to be rocoveredagainst the owr.er, pofseseor or person who so

hurhored said dug wltblu three days previous to the
time ol such dog being so found going abroad, loose or
at large." Tho Corporation Attorney is authorized, on
tho request ol the 1'ollco Commissioners, to recover all
penalties under the ordinance. IVlieu dogs uru permittedto go abroad the owner mnst control ibom by a
cord or chain not more than six foot long. The
Permit Hureau Is empowered to ibsuo permits for evory
dog in $3 each, which may be renewed every year alterward at au expense ol $1. Tho licensed dogs must
wour u collar with a metal lag attached, upon which
blind ho inscribed tho number el such ncnnso. Kvery
dog loiind without a collar and tag "shall he captured
the sumo as if no llccuse was granted." Provision is
also muilo lor the appointment of dog catchers by the
Mayor. Any of these olllcials who shall permit any
person lo tuka one or morn dogs from him lor uoihlng
or lor pay shall he arrcstod and taken bolorc n police
justice and lined not less than $10 nor more thau $.10
lor cuch o lie nee, Alter uu Imprisonment ol lortyelghthours all captured dogs aro to bo killed if not reclaimedbefore the expiration of that time.
