It Is
pretty well understood that the New Yorlc Custom
House has been a bug* political muobino, and thai 10
make It a useful business establishment aud nothing
elso, to exclude politics from it and make
tbe Collector really a collector of customs
duties and all bis assistants and subor¬
dinate helpers in that business and make them
leave politics alone is ono of tbo ttrst, most necessary
and most difficult slops In u return of tbo civil service.
It means a thorough reorganization ol tbo whole
establishment, and tbo question they are pondering
bore Is wbetner tbo men who havo worked tbo ma¬
chine undor tbe old svstom Qre tbo best or can bo ex¬

pected to work It under tbo new und hotter plan.
The President said In bis inaugural message that bo

meant to mako a reform iu tbe civil sorvtco "thorough,
radical and complete," and to "divorce tlie public busi¬
ness entirely trom partisan politics." Hois thoroughly In
earnest iu the matter, and thoro is soino reason to be¬
lieve that lie sees ibat be cannot begin anywhere better
than In tbe Now York Custom House. While tbo cam¬
paign thero Is not yet completely planned It Is proltv
ecrtaln that bo means to make a complete sweep
of those who are so mixed up with tho old system as
to make It doubtful whether tbey would bo efficient
leaders In a roiorm.

It Is a good time Just now lor tbe Importers and mer¬
chants ot New York to givo tbo President tbetr sup¬
port towurd such au attempt at reform by making
known tbe detects ol tbe present service. He would
probably bo grateful for Information of this kind, which
would enablo htm to rumody abuses aud establish a
new and better order ot things.
JHE EXTRA BESSION OF CONGRESS AND THE

BUSINESS TO BE TRANSACTED.
It Is not trae that tbe President has decided to call

Congress together In May. Ho said to a gentleman to¬
day that be saw no rooson to call tbe extra session
oarller tnan tbo time originally fixed, tbo 4th ol June.
Too moeting will probably be very brief. Tbo demo¬

crats will undoubtedly orgaulzo tbe Houso, and tbey
have no disposition to prolong tbe session. Mr. Ran¬
dall seems at this timo to bo tho strongest caudidalo
lor tbo Speakership. Committees on rules and
elections and probably on expenditures in
tbe Navy Department will bo appointed, but no

others, and incro is no disposition to do any otbor
business than passing tbe Army Appropriation bill and
probably a small dctlency bill lor tbo pav ol tbo navy
until July 1. As tbe two Southern Statoa will by that
ttmo bo restored to local sell-governmeut, and under
Govornors onergolio enough to keop tbe peace, It is
Dot likoly that there will bo any dispute about the
clauso lorbldding tbe use of tbo army Iu tbe Southern
States.

Mr. Jacob F. Mil¬
ler, of the Now York Bar, delivored a lecturo on tbe
subject of "Medical Expert*." He commenced Willi tlio
remark that the objoct ol evidence Is to efiabiuh
laotB for Judicial determination. Such evidence
consists ol written documcots and depoailiona of liv¬
ing witnesses. They uro of two ktnda.ordinary
witnesses, who deposo to facta, and expert* or

skilled witnesses, who depose to mailer* of science.

Tho lormcr toll what they know; the latter tell
what they think. The Aral tell fact»;lho latter toll
what tncy bolieve tho lact* tuoan. Au expert la ono

who la taught by experience. Ilia knowledge extend*
beyond tbe reach of ordinary men. It reache* the do¬
main ol solouce. Court* aud Juries are not supposed
to be skilled lu all tho sclentlllc questions which are
Involved iu cases that they are called upon to try.
Thoy cannot understand the evidence produced; they
need an interpreter. Tho lecturor proceeded to tllus-
irato this view of hi* subject with reference to Ian-
euages, by homicides of different kinds, calling upon
witnesses to explain tho roiniion between causes and
ellests.

The Hrst witness
called wns Captain Williams, who tsstlfled that ho had
hoard the accusutlons inado against the ofllcor, and bad
at ouco investigated thorn, llnding that they were id
the main corrocl; Nnylor bad undoubtedly boon Intox¬
icated, uud wblla In that oondition had assailed and
snvagely beaten an tnollsoslve citizen; lbs all'alr OO-
currod on tbo llth ol March, and at a tlino wbsn lbs
olllcer was supposed to bo doing morning patrol duty.

Mr. Gorvev, a clerk In tbe hotel, was next cullod.
Ho stated that iho olllcer and his brother wore wrong*
ling, uud when bo had his attention called to tbem the
former wus about to resort to violence; bo Interfered,
but not before u blow wus struck by Nay lor, who iben
iittemptoil to draw his revolver, but was restrained la
a lew iiuiiuias the otllccr loft iho hotel, but returned
shortly and renewed the quarrel, u-uug a number of
olfeiislvo epithets and tnlktng III a bragging and trucu¬
lent wnv; thorn was nothing said to htm lu return,
hut suddenly he lifted his club and brought It
down with all his strength upon lbs bead
ot McUnrvey's brother, lulling btm to lbs
lloor. Ilo w«* about to follow up ibis assault, when .
number of ulltoors, who wimrssod It, intorlerod and
hurried him sway. Naylor pleudod In dolenco thai
hn had been several times ridiculed by the man be
assaulted, and that on the morning In question he had
been called into the hotel to arrest some one and then
laughed at lor Ins palua He said, too, that bis follow
oMli er* had made him the subject of merriment, and
that lie was loo little to make an arrest sod he
was driven by tlieir Jibes to make lbs assault. Ms
deuled being Intoxicated. Olllcer Hossey was called
lor the defence, but was constrained to admit thai
Naylor clubbed Garrey without provocation and that
at the tlino he was uudor the Inlluonce ol liquor. The
cusu was then closed.
