quarter so that ibcso negligent street cleaners may bo
removed and ihetr pluces givou to tboso who can guar-
antce to tho public clean thoroughfares and s heulthv
atmosphere.

A GAS BONANZA.

WHAT IT COSTS TO SUPPLY THE ANNEXED DIS¬

TRICT.CAN THE CONTRACT BE BROKEN? AN

INTERESTING STATEMENT FROM JOHN B.

HASKIN TO COMPTROLLER KELLY.
Mr. John B. Jlaskin has uddrcssod a letter to Comp¬

troller Kelly relativo to tho matter of supplying gas
for tbo annexod district. Ho calls attention to tbo
fact that the city Is compelled to pay $60 per annum

for each lump in tho Twenty-fourth wnrd to the Subur¬
ban Gas Light Company, together with tho costs and
expenses ol repairing these lamps and posts. This
company is run by a gentleman named it. A. Brick.

Mr. Haskln alludes to the average ralo paid to city
gas companies as being $U7 per annum for each lamp,
and suggests that in these hard times Mr. Brick should
be brought down lo such figures. He contends that
the coniraci should not bo agum ratified bv the ciiv
authorities, and that the present agreement should bo
declared invalid lor the Icdlowlng reasons:

' lhe contract had its inception in corruption was

made in Iraud of tho r.ghts of the n'oopio
by a town ring, and tho town officers bad
no authority in law to make tho contract for ten
years or any other number ol years. Tho aitomm
»t the town officers, elected lor one year, to bind their
luccessors aud the tuxpayers without uuy special act
of legislation authorizing it (aud none exists) for teu
rears, was and is a bold assumption and usurpation of
power. In many of tbo streets and avenues whero
amps are placed and Jigtued there are Ave ten and
twenty lamps to each residence, aud the cost ot light¬
ing them, it paid under sucu preicnded contract is
